Mr. Thanglura already
expressed, the other day, his sentiments and gratitude to the Government
for all the helps that have been extended to the starving people of the
Mizo District. 1 do not like to repeat what he has already spoken. How-
ever, I like to pomt out the fact that when the Minjster, Tribal Areas
Department visited the Mizo District along with Mr. Th;.nglura at the
instance of the Ghief Minister, I, and the other office bearers of the Mizo
Union party sounded that paddy loan or rice loan would be obsolutely
necessary as the majority of the famine-striken people have no purchasing
capacity whatsoever, and it was by means of this loan alone that the people =

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were saved from 1910 to 1911 mautam Famine., Understanding the pre-
vailing conditions, the Chief Parliamentary Secretary Mr. Thanglura lent
full support to this suggestion. and if I am not mistaken, Tribal Areas
Department Minister, Capt. Sangma also was very much taken up by the
sugeestion at that time. But, to our great disappointment. uptill now,
nothing has been done for the implementation of that suggestion. This
undue delay almost give me an impression that it was done deliberately
as the ruling party in District is th» Mizo Union Party. However, I hope,
this momentary presumption is not true. Another point, I like to point
out is regarding the distribution of leaftlets by the leaders of the East rn
India Tribal Union. It has been stated in the leafiet that the Government
of Assam had decided to distribute rice and paddy at free of cost to thoss
who have no paddy or rice. As many people are quite confused with the
leaflet, I shall be grateful if the Tribal Areas Department Minister could
confirm this.

Capt. WILLIAMSON A. SANGMA : \rcss OHIY In genuine cases.

Shri C. CHHUNGA : Lately our Chief Minister paid a visit to the
Mizo District in order to have tne firsthand kuowlcdge of the prevailing
situation. His visit has been very beneficial and fruitful as the situation
has been tackled on a top level after his visit.

The position has been comparatiw{ely improved. Nevcrtheles, in spite
of the gigantic efforts made by our bcmgn.Govermm?nt tp meet the situa-
tion, much more are yet to be done. While our main object is to pile up
enough stock of paddy or rice before the.monsoorx sets. in, there are still
many people in the interior who are suffering the hardshlPs owing to ill distri-
bution and irregular supply of rice. So, if the present position is still like this,
we are wondering whether enough stock of rice or pPaddy which wil] last
till October 1960 could piled up before the monsoon “sets in. Thitaas
worried us in no small measure.

U. JORMANIK SYIEM [Nongpoh (Reserved for Scheduled Tri-
pes)]: Mr. Chairman Sir, Governor in his address did not touch one point
which I thought was very important. That was about the prevalence of leprosy
in some of the Hill districts and particularly in my constitucncy - On discase
many occassions I tried to impress upon the Government to scc how this
should be controlled, [ think on many occassions leprosy dispensary was
promissed in Jirang and at Umden and there was also an appeal from the
pecple to open a hospital at Nongpoh which was absolutely necessary. The
Governor in his address did not indicate whether there is any scheme for
controlling this discase. He lLas touched almost all the aspects of ad-
minstration for which I am very grateful to him. But still, as I said
there are few points which required some observations. From his speech
I find that instances-of crimes have deereased to some extent 1 hope that
this decrease was due to the vigilance and efficicney of the police department
and not through other factors. It is indeed a picce of good news to us that
our State is improving so far as crime is concerned.  But Sir, I am not
sure whether that decrease is due to the efficiency of our police department.
Here in this district, particularly in Shillong, quite a number of murder
cases passed off undetected. For the last many years I think not a single
murder case has been detected, and even cases of minor offence Were dropped
for want of witness. It may be said that the public do not g1ve full co-
operation. But you cannot expect that a witness would come forward
voluntarily unless he is approached tactfully and rcqucslcd that he sllou]gl

come forward and help everybody to combat the evil. Now, Sir, it 1s
yet” to be scen that the decrease in the number of crimes is actuallay due
Govrnor’s

to the efficiency of our Police department. I have scen in the
Address that batches of officers have been deputed for tr;Lixling in traffic and
mob gontrql, etc. Cannot the Government depute officers for getting trai-
ning in crime detection as well ? I think that will have a great effect on

the police administration in the State.

Besides we have forest reserves
and forest ground. In both the cases the labour is a major problem. As a
mratter of fact one-sixth of cur population is labourer. Now Sir, we do not
know what the Government is going to do for the labourer, because there
is no mention anything about the labourers in the Address of the Govern-
on. That the condition of the labourers is deplorable is known to all of us.

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I do not like to repeat the old story here again. Now in the Address it is
said that ours is a Welfare State. But I do not know how our state can be
an Welfare State if one sixth of populatio.. is

excluded or they are to remain
outside from our civibization.

Lheir ccomomic condition is unduly neglected.
In the case of the Tea Gardens so Iir as I know, there is some provisions
to help them in the shape of house. They may also be extended with
some monctary help. So far T know these labourcrs are given some lumpsum
grant. As a matter of fact, this help is not very useful to them. Because
they finish this amount within a few days and they have to remain
again in their firmer deplorable conditi-n  We must therefore find out
some other help for them and I think the means will be important than
the end. In that case I want to sugcgest that they shoul? be given some
sort of means by which they will be able to earn their living and be able
to ameliorate their condition. Amongst the means, 1 feel the education is
very important. If they can be educated Government should provide some
facilities for education to this group of people. Then I think they will
be able to make out their own lots ia the all sphere of life. So the best
means is to give them  education. So far as the education of the labourer
is concerned, I donot know very such. 1 cannot find a solution anywhere,
To the best of my knowledge, I think that some sorts of stipends are given
bythe I.T.A. But am not surc abouw it. After passing the Matricul-
ation examination they applied for scholarship, but to no result. I asked so
many students they said that did not get the stipends. I donot know  how
these poor students can be help. There are the children of the labourers who
are living from hand to mouth. How can these labourer be able to support
their children in their studies. It is not possible for them. So I feel that
atleast for these labourers for these students who belong to the labour
class should b= given frec educatien if not more atleast upto the Matricu-
ation stage. Unless this privilege is given to them, they will nat he able
to study even upto the High School stag:, because they are so poor, Then
secondly, about their economic and other upliftment, I think if welfare
officers are appointed from the labourers who have lmowlnidge the problems
of the labourers they wiil be able to discover the defects and find out
ways and means by which they can be helped.  These welfare officers should

be drawn from the labour class, in that case they will be able to understand
them and feel for them.

Then, Sir, I want to speak about education in general, just a few words
only. A few days ago there was a circular to all Aided High Schools that the
Government Service Conduct Rules were also to be made applicable in  the
case of the stall ol such High Schools. But I do not know whether other
Privileges will also come along with it. If Government Service Conduct
Rules are applied to teachers of Aided High Schools, necessary provision

for promotion and pension should also be there. These points should be
made clear but it is not clear in the circular.

Then in the case of Middle English and Middle Vernacular  schools
we find that the policy of the Government is not clear or does not seem
to be justified. Because we find thai in the case of students who are
reading in Middle Vernacular schools, they are exempted f{rom paying fees
but in the cases of students regarding in Middle English schools, they are
charged fees.  Why this disparity ? Nowadays even English is beirg taught
in Middle Vernacular schools. In my opinion both in the Middle English
and Vernacular schools there should be no fees and educativn should  be
free upto the Middle English standard for all students n general,
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The next point, Sir, is regarding allotinent of land to landless people in
my constituency. The intention of the Government as I know is that while
alloting lands to the landlcss people, preference  will always be given
to those who come through a Co-operative Sccicty. Now in forming Co-
operctive Societies there is one difficulty. The difficulty is that when a group
of people comes to the Settlement Officc and asked for a plot of Jand, the
officers asked them whether they have a registered soc icty and 1f that society
is not registered, the Scttlement Officer is not registering, the Settlement
Officer 15 not going to give them land. Then this group of people goes
to the Coe-operative Gfficer who asked ““Well, have you got any land in your
society ?”° If these peopPle have no land, the society cannot be registered.
Now these people cannot get land because their socicty is not registered and
the society cannot be registered because they have no land. So, how these
people can be provided with land ?

will say a few words.

Sir, I have really appreciated the address delivered by the Governor
this year becanse I find, Sir, this address is concise and to the point  We
had longer addresses in other years and hence the briefness of the address
may be questioned by many. But I find, Sir, this has given us better faci-
lity in speaking precisely on the point.  3ir, it has been said that Governor
has not mentioned the introduction of Ass mese as a State Language in our
State. Sir, I should say that the subject being so controversial, without
having it discussed previously in this House or at the governmental level
anybody could question the propriety of the Governor r%entienincr this con-
troversial subject in his address. We know there were resolutic?ns to this
effect previously brought before this House. We know, Sir, Assam is a sort
of epito'mc of India.. There are va.u*ions p?.op.]e speaking a,varitty of lang-
uages. There are hill areas, there is one district which is exclusively Bengali
speaking. In the Assam Valley also we find lLere and there one or two
schools for Bengali speaking children.  Similar is the case in Tezpur also,
A lot of people speaking languages other than Assamese are there in our
State. So, from the very nature of the subject itself it is a controversial
one, one cainnot expect that it should sud enly appear in the Governor’s
Address. was rather surprised to hear that a member in the Opposition
wanted to point it out as a defect in the Governgp’s address because he did
not mention this subject there. _

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Then, Sir, about the State Trading: my friends in the Opposition
although they are supporting the idea, they point out some defects in fhe
olicy itself. But they cannot do that because in the past we have experien-
ced that our cultivators were harassed in various wavs because the Govern-
ment had no such machinery to come to their help by introduction of State
Trading. Once I remember I was holding a public mecting in one place
when cultivators came to me and said that 20 per cent of them are cultiva-
tors but there was no foodgrain and unless Government come to their help
very Sho"t]Y:_therC would be starvating. After abeut three or four months
I visited again that same place and was another meeting, ali the perople
came to me and said that all the granaries were full in the locality but there
i famgt i lf)_purchasc the paddy. ‘The result was that they were unable to
purchase their other necessaries of life and unable to pay Government
revenue or to meet their daily needs. These sorts of difficultics were always
there. If there is no such machinery to come to the help of the cultivators,
they will always be at the mercy of the traders - some ol them unscrupu-
lous and always not v ell meaning. So Sir, the people are telling e that
this State Trading which has been introduced is a boon to the people, it is
the saviour of  the people. On principle no one should qm:ﬁtir;n that. But
my Hon. friends made it a point to maxe some attacks on the policy of this
State Trading introduced by the Government.

Shri HIRALAL PATWARY (Panery) :We arc not attacking the policy

are pointing out the defects that appear in the policy. But 5ir, the defects
and the drawbacks that have been pointed out may be there in some cascs
Lecause unless the policy had been worked out for some time, unless the
machinery is continued for some tim(:, such a vast Ol'f_fémis;u.iou FZIIII'IOL he
run successfully.  Unless some of our officers get some experience 1n ImP_I‘E"
menting the policy, defects are bound to be there.  But it is wrong o criti-
cise the policy itself because in every new venture, before we have sained
some cxperience in running it, it is only natural that there will be some
defects here and there. But for that the whole machinery should not be
questioncd. Sir, State Trading has been working in one district only T
Jast year and this year 1t has spread to other districts also. So, I feel that as
this has the support of the whole House, I hope Sir, co-operation ol
come forth in ample measure from all members cm';crrrned. Government
should also try to sce that the scheme is run efficiently to henefit our cultiva-
tor;jo that our cultivators may not fjun any difficulty in disposing of theif
paddy-
Sir, I have heard many of my friends speaking against the Panchayat
Act although at first they hailed it and they say that there are some defects
in it. I remember in establishing the Municipalities and Town Committees
—what the Go&rernment does and did. First they start it and then gradually
work 1t outAan whlen th_cse are properly estahblished they are handed over to
the I_Deoplp to run them lm their own way. The only defect that was pointf:cl
out in this connection is that nominations made by the Government to the
Ad-hoc Anchalik committees, is not correct. §; Yy : e :

There should be no objec-
oy ot eciu el ]f g.flnﬂeman was all along holding the position of
Chairman of a Local Board for some years and he was rightly nominated.

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Similarly, Sir, there are others members who are representatives of the poe-
ple. There are also some people here elected by the people themselves. So
asa beginning I do not see any objection in installing these ad-hoc com-
mittees. I remember Sir, what the Minister-in-charge of Panchayats said
on the floor of this House : in which he gave his word that these were
purely temporary measures and that as soon as it was possible for the Govern-
ment to hold the clections, the people would be given ample opportunity to
send their representatives by the method of election. So I do not see any
point in accusing the Government for installing these ad-hoc Anchalik Pan-
chayats.

Sir, time is coming when there will be election and I think all members
will take part and will send their representatives in near future. Sir, I have
found a reference in the Governor’s address in para seven about corrup-
tion. Sir, I read this speech very carefully. We have established the Anti-
Corruption Department for checking corruption, But Sir, if we 2o round to
the villages and towns you will be meet with lots of allegation against the
various Boards, about their objectionable activities or corruption. Sir, I
remember something definitely about these boards. In my Subdivision 1
know the whole position, as regards other places .I do not kaow the exact
position. Thesc Boards have been constituted with the leaders of the public
and their activities are questioned by the public. Sir, one irstance I can cite
here. This happened in my subdivision. When the board was about to
distribute a plot of land I received a complaint that th? board was going
to distribute some land to the member of the Board. So Sir, this sort of
allegation is there against the board. But the government cannot be
blamed for this. Unless the public co-operate with the Government in the
work of the Committee how can the Government rectify these. 1here is
also allegation against the Basic School Board. People are speaking openly
against this this board. Itis openly accused that money is accepted at the
time of of giving appointment to school tqas:hers._ Su‘,‘ you will bg sur-
prised to hear that in my distinct the Judiciary including the Magistrate
were accused It is also necesary to check activities of the Anti-Corruption
Branch. We should remember that our Anti-Corruption Branch so far is
working with credit. But we should go further. Public demand that they
should be more drastic and more efficient.

Sir, in another para of the Governor’s Address I have seen mention
about the Committee for settlement of lands with flood and erosion affected.
people and the landless people generally. Sir, I had a talk with the Minister
-in-charge of Revenue Department and I was told that this particular
Committee have been appointed so that they may go round appraise the
amount of the land available for people to be settled. The Committee
visited my constituency and I had a talk with them. I was rather disapoin-
ted when the Chairman of the Committee told me that their business was

only to see how much culturable waste land was available, in my place in the
Cachar district there arc no V. G. Rs. and P. G. RS Y p \

. : So far their
business was definite there. Regarding the lands in the Tea Gardens of
course, there was an enquiry, and when they heard that some lands were

requisitioned and were about te be distributed they thought they had
nothing to do there. But whatI could feel trom my talk with them, it
appecared that they were only concerned with culturable waste lands, i. e.
-available in the shape of V. G. R. and P. G. R. But Sir, the V, G. Rs. and
P. G. Rs are there and we had enough discussion even in this Assembly
regarding settlement. If that was the subject matter of the thee

Committee to
enquireabout these lands that could be easily done by the the District
Officers with proper instructions from the Government I remember, Sir,
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last time 1 think in the last Budget Session, I submitted before this House
that the policy of Government for intensification of cultivation was not
enough to meet the present need of the cultivators, and therefore side by
side with intensification of Grow More Fcod Campaign, our Government
should explore the possibility of getting more land in jungly arcas, I mean,
even in the forest rescrves. If Sir, there are large tracts available in the
forest reserve which could be thrown open to cultivation and reclamation
without gioing any damage to the reserve forest, there could be no objection
in_throwmg open these lands to our people. So, in my view, Sir, a Com-
mittee, which should devote their attention more in that direction i.e., in
finding out new land for the people, should be appointed. This very Com-
mittee was only for a few minutes in my subdivision, wherc there are SO
many Tea Gardens, and where there are some jungle arcas which are not
required by the Tea (Gardens themselves. '

Shri HARESWAR DAS (Minister, Revenue): For the clarification
of the hon. Member, I like to say that for the assessment of waste land in
the tea gardens, a separate procedure, if followed. According to that pro-
cedure, the Committee cannot enter into a private member’s property-.

Maulavi ABDUL MATLIB MAZUMDAR (Hailakandi): I am
thankful.

Regarding unemployment problem, we find that it is ingrcas_mg- It is
a fact that many unemployed have been employed but morc 18 being added.
to the list. The problem is remaining as it is—rather it is becoming serious.
There is also complaints, Sir, that our Decpartments arc not honpsdy dealing
with the unemployed people. Some pcople came to mc and said that there
was some advertisement but when they "approached with itheir appllc?-thIlS it
was found that the vacancies were really filled up before the advertisement,
There is a system with our Government that anybody applying for any post
will have to submit a fee of Rs.3 or Rs.5. Sir, we have sced that when
t+ho usands of applications are there only a ﬁl‘w,appointmcnts is made. In
every case, about 90 per cent of the applicants get disappointcd. But at the
same time they have to submit their fees. Some people approached me
saying that they had submitted fees several times but they have not been
successful on a single occasion. They feel Sir, that it is an insult added to
injury. 1 myself supplied this [ce to many candidates. They approached
me saying that they want to apply for such a post and so_they asked for the
fees. S0, Sir, the unemployment question is increasing daily and as Govern-
ment have not been able to supply sufficient employment in comparison to
the number of applicants. I think Sir, we should abolish this system of
reﬂlﬁlélglfee:- It does not bring much r’noney to the Government Exchequer
and at the same time it gives a lot of r poor applicants.
