Shri A THANGLURA [Aijal West (Reserved for Scheduled
Tribes)]: Mr. Speaker, Sir, I support the motion of thanks moved by
Mrs. Chanda on the address of the Governor delivered on the floor of this
House. As our hon. Members have a'ready expressed their thanks to the
Governor for his address, I am no less thankful and grateful to him because
his address practically touched various important aspects of administration
of the State. So 1 wholeheartedly acknowledge my appreciation.  While
I have not the intention of dilating upon the various points raised therein,
I'like to dwell mainly on two things, i.e. the food position of my district
and another one is the relationship, I mean our relationship, with Pakistan
and China. As has alrcady been expressed here in the address concerning
the food position in the Mizo district the actual state of affairs in the district
also received adequate publicity, for which the people of the Mizo district
have every reason to be grateful. Sir, though most of_us.ha\-’e been very
well aware of the food situation, I like to mention that this is not the first
experience which the people of the Mizo district have had. In 1910-11, du-
ring the British time, our district had been \:lSlted unfortunately by this
natural calamity which we call Mautan Famine. Long before .ah'eady
apprised our Government of the apprehensions we have centertained since we
already experienced the same in the year 1910 and 1911, dut bue to the
commitments and various other pre-occupations that arose on account of
the border troubles, flood and other various incidents that confronted the
State, Government could do that was possible under t!lc circumstances.
We on our part, particularly the Mizo Union .Party }vluch is the ruling
party, realising the position of the Government did not like to press so much,
But when the real exigency arose, the Leader of the House, knowing too well
the apprehensions, the diflicultics and the anxieties of the people requested
our T.A.D. Minister, Capt. Sangma who went te the Mizo district to have
the first hand knowledge and I had to accompany him along with the Par-
liamentary Secretary Mr. Lalmuwia. So, on the part of the Government,
everything has been practically done. As a matter of fact, the whole ma-
chinery of the Government have been geared up with a view to meet the
exigency, and to do the needful for the suffering peop’e. So, as result of all
that was done by the Government, very substantial help, had been extended
to the people in the form of test relief work, gratintous relief to those who are
really distressed and also agricultural distress loans. So, for all these, on
behalf of the Mizo people, I express gratitude to the Government., Further-
more even people from the plains have been forming various relief commit-
tees for the purpose of rendering help to the people in cash or in the nature
of rice and paddy. The Congress President also has made appeal to the
people and various others including our Chief Minister have appealed to the
people of the State in order to help the people of the Mizo district.
So, as I said, we are indeed very grateful for all these. But Sir,
while I wholeheartedly expressed a sense of gratitude and joy for the
nnderstanding and considerations we have been receiving from the people
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outside the district, I just like to make a little observation. Now, as it has
alréady been mentioned here that lots of reliefs, tesc relict works and several
other kinds of reliefs have been rendered to the peoples but, Sir, the people
of the Mizo district have comparatively poor financial ability. They do not
have many sources of income like our brethren from the plains. Since the
people are so much hard hit, many of themn could not enjoy the bencfit of
test relief works. Therefore, if a paddy loan or rice loan could be extended
to these people which they should refund by way of test relief work,
that would be a very possible solution, as was done in the last
famine which happened in 1910 and 1911 during the British time.
At that time paddy loan and rice loan was liberally extended to
the distressed people that helped them in no small measure.  Well
Sir, this does not mean that I am not grateful to the Government.
Furthermore it does not infer that the Mizo district reccived better
treatment from the British at that time. No, on the contrary. In
the year 1910-11, during that famine there had been only three centres
from where the people can obtain supply of rice—they werce, Demagri,
Sairang and Tipaimukh. But the position is quite different when' we have
got our freedom. There arc now 26 dropping zoncs and 9 stock piling
centres from where the people can obtain rice. So things arc quite diffe-
rent now. But the reason why I suggest that paddy loan and rice loan
should be given is that there arc somc people whose purchasing power 1s
absolutetly limited. With a view 10 give immediate help to such people
1 make this suggestion. I hope, Sir, this suggestion will be complied with.

Again Sir. while I stand to cxpress my thanks to the Chief Minister
and the Congress President who have been very understanding, 1 would like
to mention the immuoesc valuable service rendered by other oflicers scryin}.;
in Mizo Hills. In Mizo Hills we have got Assamesc officers, Bengali officers
Khasi officers and others. They are all fully alive to the situation and they
spared no pain in extending all possible help to tide over this great famine
So, I will be failing in my duty if I do not mention on the floor of this House.
the immense service indered by them specially the Deputy Gommissioner.
He has been very hard working and in fact he is practically killing himself
by pis hard work. Had }}c been a little systematic, he would have been
an ideal officer for t_hc_Hlll areas.

Shri GHANASHYAM TALUKDAR (Sorbhog) : Mr. Speaker, Sir,
the Governor in his Address has not mentioned anything about Manipur,
Tripura and N.E.I.A. It would have been better had the_ Governor
mentioned about inclusion of Manipur, Tripura and N.EF.A with Assam.
Sir, there has been persistent demand from the PeOPlff of Assam that
N.E.F.A. should be included in Assam, but the Governor is quite silent on
this point. In fact N.E.F.A. has a close economic and cultural tie with the
rest of Assam in ancient days. Not only thatif we read the history of
Assam, we will find that the people of Assam used to go and come to and
from N.E F.A. but because of the supreme power which came to Assam later
on, they created a separate administrative unit altogether and did not allow
the people of Assam to go to N.E.F.A. During the British regime it was not
possible to go to N.E.[LA. or even to contact freely the people of
N.E.F.A. 'This was done during the British days lor the purpose of keeping
some difference between the people living in N.E.F.A. and the people living
in Assam and so the British kept the people living in N.E.F.A, completely
separated from the rest of Assam. It was not Possible to go to N.E.F.A.
during the British days.

When we got independence, after independence, why there should be
such difference ? We cannot go to N.E.F.A. and N.E.F.A. people as well
cannot come to Assam without any pass or perinit. This is a Very sorry
state of affairs. Students of N.E.F.A. have not been allowed to come and
take part in games in Assam. Let me read from one of the resolutions of
the students passed on 8th of October, 1956. It was stated that Pasighat
High School was opened four or five vears back, but the students have not
been given any opportunity to take part in games in Assam, Therefore, the
students’ meeting requested the Government to give an opportunity to the
tribal students to join Upper Assam tournament. If this is the case, Sir,
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this is very bad. Even to take part in games, the students of l.’:m_igh:u. I'Iuihl
School are not allowed to come to Assam and this sort of restrictions shoulc
be abolished forthwith,

As a matter of fact he
sought (he clarifization through me and I accordingly allowed him.
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Dr. GHANASHYAM DAS [North-Salmara (Reserved for Scheduled
Castes)] : Mr. Deputy Speaker Sir, [ rise to support the motion moved
by Mrs. Jyotsna Chanda. In doing so I like to say that the Government
is trying to attach importance to all important matters. S me hon. Mem-
bers over there made some statements about the Governor’s Address. I
shall make only a few observations in reply to these statements.  Actually
I did not like to take part in this debate. The Governor’s Address reveals
the progress Ix:!adc' by the Police Department. It is really encouraging to
vote that the crimes in Assam has been reducing. When the International
Statistics prove that the crimes in this country are increasing, but here in
Assam the crimes are decreasing gradually. In this connection I request
the Government to intensify the Village Defence Organisation and to
increase the number of Police out-posts for riverine and bord«r areas.
Because when I visited the various parts «f the State I reccived complaints
from the vi!]agcrs that there were burglary, robbery and dacoities which
were creating confusion amongst the people of the state. Therefore, the
Government should give serious attention to this matter and I hope the
Government will pive the serious thought to it.

Now, regarding corruption, it is a very difficult problem to tackle. The
Government are trying their best to stop corruption as far as praciicable. In
this connection many of my friends and public members doubted to anti-
social element. It is very difficult to control this element. Therefore, we
have not been able to raise the standari of nat onal character. Therelore,
1 would appeal to my friends that instead of simply criticising the Govern-
ment and their policy, we should wholeheartedly support them in eradica-

ting this social evil.

Now, much has been spoken about the cultivators of our State. It is
our duties to see that our cultivators are benefitted by selling their paddy at
reasonable rates. It is richer class, i.e., the millers, whole sellers and middle-
men who take advantage of their poverty. We should see that tke culti-
vators are not deprived of their legitimate claims. But, unfortunately it is
seen that inspite the Government provision to help the cultivators, it is
the millers, wholesale dealers and other anti-sncial element together with
some of the members of the political parties who arc responsible for this, and
{or this reason this schc:m_c could not be carried out successfully. But to
implement the scheme, is it not the duty of ail concerned to raise the standard
of cultivator class. ’ '

appearing ]mbt ¢ examination. Sir, this question was discussed threadbare
and very cla orately not only in Assam Medical Council but also in the
Medical Conference, I, being a member of i, Cou; !

t with the developmer the Medical Council, am con-
versan di pments, and we had to consult other State Councils of
the country regarr Ing this. After taking over all the Local Board dispensaries
by the Cfovernm_—r}t. and when a scrutiny was done it was found that many
_undeservu}g practfl_tloners are Practising without proper medical certifica~
ess Cgrt;ﬁcateslt}nmariyﬂ are not genuine. In this connection, I am giving
you an instance. qualified men like chowkidars or un qualified compounders
who nmnage_cl to Erorlzyre certificate use to practice as a medical man There
are so many mstan;.e(si llfic this and moreover after independence it is neces-
sary to raisé the standard of medical education and to give proper training
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in order to have the facility of treatment to people in a proper and
scientific way. It was felt necessary that some sort ol advanced training
should be given to all concerned. It is not only the case of medical practi-
tioners but for other persons also the training is necessary. Therefore, it is
for their own interest and prestige and also for the benefit of the s.ciety scme
advanced training should be given to them. Itis a sort of short training—
a refresher’s cours: for the unregistered practitioners so that they may
learn the use of modern equipnents and different kinds of modern  treat-
ment. It would be advantageous to them if they come forward to take up
this refresher’s course.  Examinations are necessary because they are going
to be appointed and brought to the same level as Assistant Surgeon 1. In
that case surcly it is nccessary that they must undergo some tmining, But
this examination n:ay not be of high standard. For this it has been necessary
to set up a Board of Examiners by the Medical Council.

My friend Dr. Das would have been convinced had he cared to attend
the Medical Conference and at the same time had he gone through the
proceeedings of the Conlerences and .\_Ica_liml C-. uncils. 'I‘hc_rcl'orn, I am
sorry that being a member of my profession he is not acquamted with all
the developments of the medical world.

Now he also questioned about pl'()hii)i!iml- Sir, ceverybody knows that
it is a very diflicult problem. At the beginning we may not be Very success-
ful in this respect because; Sir, | haye seen that instead of _helping the
Government in successfully carrying out the scheme oi.P_l‘f_)lnblnon some
people are creating obstructions. I have seen that by prohibition good many
rural people have been greatly benefited and they aPPreciate l]}ls. But
some of the educated people instead of co-vperating are going to interfere. 1 his
is why we see that some of the peoples are still addicted and some  addic-
ted persons are found moving even in the strect or in the public places.
But if our friends have the courage enough to say or advise tnem not to
do so it becomes easy to tackle the prohibition. Itis found that even the
educated people are still enjoying the same in their friendly association in
the club. Through great deal of propaganda somie results can be achjeved.
If all our friends irrespective of parties help in this respect then the desired
result can be achieved., But instead , they are owly criticising that the Govern-
ment have not been able to make this prohibition a complete success, M
frien_d on the opposite was making some .undesiral.)le remark that the
Government has not been able to do anytihing in this regard particularly
in some areas. We have scen that alcohol is being sold in the open
market in disguised form. Ae a medical man he is supposed to know all
these things, Government has done its best to check this byt due to dearth
of sufflcient number of Drug Inspectors regular inspectio:s could not be done.
Otherwise it would have been very much helpful to prohibijt liquor. Gene-
rally liquor is not easily available in prohibited areas. But it is available
in the disguised form. ‘

Therefore, I would suggest that Government should enhance and
augment the staff by appointing more Drug Inspector who will be in a

position to check up the adulterated medicines and also alcohol in the
disguise of medicines,

1 do not like to dilate on other pouits excepting I feel that there jsa
VEry important question-which, as a medical man I feel ought to have
been incorporated in the Address. S0, I would remind the Government
te take up this guestion, t.e,, the question of constructing a Medigal
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College at Gauhati at a very early date, because we are feeling acute dearth-
ness and shortage of medical man. For want of qualified men Government
have not been able to man all the dipensaries. Therefore, it is o urgent
necessity that Government should come forward to siart the Medical College
at an early date and if possible within this year, i.e., 1960. Itis a very
important question, but Idid not find .ny thing in the ad Iress, therefore
I hopc tbe Government will give the attention to this very important
question with right ecarnest,

Dr. RAM PRASAD CHOUBEY (Lakhipur) : Mr. Deputy Speaker,
Sir, 1 rise to support the Motion mcved by Mrs. Jyotsna Chanda, and
1 would like to say that the Governor has touched almost all the points in
connection with the progress of our State, and I think there is nothing to
be disappointed. As my suggestions Sir, I would like to add that the atten-
tion of the Government should be drawn with more carnestness towards
the burning problem ie., the land problem in the district of Cachar.

Now when land is going
to be requisitioned from the Tea Gardens and going to be distributed to
people these labourers have been left _aside, and their condition is worse
than those of landless, indegrneous people or refugees, because they have
got no scope to have any loan. They have nothing to mertgage and so
they do not get any loan. They have got no work with which they can
support themselves with their children and family, and so they are In
great distress. In this connection I would like to suggest that they Sh‘?md
be settled first, and then if there is any more land that should be given
to other needy people; otherwise they will be ruined. | hese labourers have
