Bill seeks to amend some sections of the prin-
cipal Act so also to include some banks under
the provisions of that Act. The act provides
for the recovery of loans advanced by the
bank, financial institution or the difterent ban-

king “companies, as arrear on land revenue, I

do not want that the loan advanced by the
different  public institution should not be re-
covered., Loan must be repaid with due in-
terest. But, Sir, there is some difficulty faced
by the poor section of the people, specially
the agriculturist, small poor artisans, etc, In

some cases it has been found that when a loan

is given for the agricultural purpose and for
improving the method of agriculture, though
the agriculturist has applied all precautions in
the matter of improvement of agriculture, due
to some unforseen causes, such as natural
calamities, they could not improve' their lot
by utilising the loan money because ‘his entire
paddy field is destroyed by flood or by draught
or by pest. And, in that cases they must
be given reasonable time to repay the loan,
If in some cases that reasonable time is not
given. and in that case if they are forced to
repay the loan as arrear land revenue.
