THE ASSAM RECOVERY OfF LOANS (AMEND-

s Shri BADAN CHANDRA TALUKDAR : Mr, Speaker,

Sir, for recovery of the loans and advances by
the financial institutions like banks etc, that is
given to the needy persons this bill has been

# Speech not corrected.
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brought, No doubt, the loans and advances are
given not in cash alome but in kind also.
They give loans in kind in the form of seeds,
fertilisers, pesticides, etc, Sir, in some cases it
is found that sometimes the seeds are not found
to be of good quality, as a result if bad seeds
are supplied to the cultivators, the loss issust=

ained by the cultivators due to bad seeds
supplied to them, The cultivator have to sustain

losses due to bad seeds supplied to them and
in such cases, it will not be possible on the
part of the cultivators to repay the loans, SO
m rtecovering the loans this aspect of the
matter should be looked into. Otherwise, there
will be great harassment to the agriculturists
and the purpose for which the loans-and advances
are given will be defeated. So in many cases,
people, the agriculturists bad to sustain great
hardship not because of their fault but due to
negligence of the Department. So I request the
government to look into this aspect of the
matter in respect of recovering the loans from
the loanees, as the financial institutions will
not take into account this aspect of the matter.
They will certainly try to recover the loan,

For some reasons, if the loans could not
be utilised properly or if utilised at all some
unforseen things happenned, government should
iook 1nto these matters, The financial institu-
tions should give them some . time more tO
repay the loans, otherwise the rural sector of
the economy will be affected and the agricul-
turists and artisans will not come forward to
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take loan from the banks, In my area last
year some loans had been given by the banks
to the multipurpose co-operative society. These
loans were given not in cash but in kind
such as seeds, fertilisers, pesticides, etc but due
to the supply? of bad seeds the loanese suffered.
In this area these loans were given by the
State Bank of India, One Officer of the State
Bank of India told me that when he went
to the field and tried to persuade the cultiva-
tors they said that they would never go to
the Banks for loans again because bad seeds
were supplied and pesticides were not given and
as a result they could not get any bencfit
out of the loans, So, if that is the attitude
of the cultivators then itis a very discouraging
aspect and the purpose for which the bank
loans were given to the cultivators and for
which rural banks were' established . would be
frustrated, So my submission or suggestion
is that this asp ct should be looked into and if
there is any complaint from the loanee regar-
ding non-supply of goods in time and other
difficulties they should be looked into. In this
case also, I heard some complaints that the
cultivators were also charged for water supply
also, although they did not/ ask for if.

The State Bank of India loans were given to
the Dhskinpukhua D.S. S. But the cultivators
have complained that they were not given any
water supply and as a result they could not
utilise it, They have also said that if there is
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no water supply then there is not need of It. '

- It is zlso complained that, sorae money Was
calculated, for water supply, but in fact the
cultivators did not take the water. Sir, thisisa
harassment to the cultivators and therefore
they have . lost faith in it. Sir, this aspect
should be taken into consideration, and ifany
complaint is made either against banks or the
Govt. that should be look into inconsultation’
with the Govt. to remove the objections.
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provisions of this bill are yet to be implem-
ented because rules are yet to be framed, but
non-the-less I would like to indicate to the
Hon’ble Members that it is not the desire of
the Government to implement this Act with
coercive measures particularly to those sections
of the people for whose benefit the money
that is available with the Banks are proposed
to be utilised. Neither I am inclined to agree
with the suggestion that loans given to those
who are not in a position to repay should
be written off. Naturally we shall have to give
them time and Government has all along been
taking this approach in the matter of realisa-
tion of loans, Sir,itis true that in the matter
of distribution of loans and utilisation there-
of there are various issues, Complaint has
been  madewbout the delay in the distribution
of loan as well as for non-utilisation of the
loan ,that is given to the cultivators for the
purpose for which it is given, These facts
are there, and, I am afraid that this lacuna in

‘the implementation .cannot be foolproof until

and wunless we all take it to ourselves to
make ita common issue to bring the realisa-

tion to the people that not only loan should

be available at a reasonable rate of interest
but at the sametime loan that is taken should
aiso be adequately utilised and repayment made
accordingly. I do not think that I differ VEery
much with the Hon’ble Membears ‘who have
taken part in this discussion. I have also
grievances against the financial institutions.
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even after nationalisation, We always favour
-that the Banks should be agreeable to give
loan at a cheap rate of interest to the poor
cultivators, and similar rate of interest should
also be available to the Co-operative Societies
through whom loans are disbursed. Sir, itisa
fact that the loans that are given have borne.
some fruit, and it is difficalt for me to agree
with the Hon’ble Members that the action of |
the nationalised banks has not brought any =
fruit to the poorer sections of our people.
There were occasions in the past when it was
not at all possible for the poorer sections of
the people to approach the Bank for loan
because the Banks always insisted on security.
After nationalisation it has been possible 10
offer loan to the poor agriculturists and pooT
artisans even without any security because n
their case the Government has taken the respo-
onsibility to realise the amounts, and, hence
this bill has become necessary, Sir, I would not
like to lengthen my speech because most of the
points relevant to this "bili have been dealt
with by me already, With these observations
I would like to commend the bill for the
consideration -of the Hon'ble Members,

not, on what basis he is telling the House
that some benefits have been available. Sir, I
have already said that we made an assessment
no benetii’ has been derived by the poor cul-
tivators, So, Sir, the statement of the Minister
about the benefits derived by the common
man cannot be accepted, I would like to have
a clarification from the Minister as to what
benefits have been made available to the poc-
rer sections of the people particularly of our
State. Sir, as I have already said ‘not even 1%
of the population has been benefited through
this nationalisation of the Banks by the Con-
gress Government who vfrere iI_l powe‘r both at
Centre and the State, Sifs neither in the in-
dustrial - front - nor in the agricultural front
there has been any marked improvement in
the rural sector, Inthe rural sector cultiva-
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tors are still having the same type of culti-
vation having the same type of implements,
In the rural sector no modern methcd of cul-
tivation has reached., Nationalisation of the
Banks might have benefited a certain section
of the people who are already benefited at the
instance of the Government and on whose in-
stance the party in power is thriving. I agree i
with the Minister that the procedure of gra-
nting loan to the cultivators is to be changed ‘
drastically, and for that reason I bez to sub-
mit that he should convene a meeting of the
Bank officials and tﬁe Finance Department,
and, if necessary he should take up the matter
with the Govt. of India Finance Ministry
for changing the present system so that the
main purpose of nationalisation of the Banks
can be achieved,
