The
CMNAP recommends undertaking Reforms and Restructuring of the
state Electricity Boards and the creation of Regulatory Commissions.
The Govt. of Assam has decided to set up an independent State Elec
tricity Regulatory Commission. A study by Administrative Staff College
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' India (ASCI) was undertaken for Reform and Restructuring of ASEB.
The report of this study is under consideration of the Govt. once the ,

- modalities of the Reforms and Restructuring have been decided upon by~
the Govt. of Assam, the same will be undertaken . Very soon a policy
paper will be made public to enlighten all concerned on the broad direc
