REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE TO WORKOUT THE QUANTAM
OF MINIMUM RATES OF WAGE FOR THE DAILY RATED WORKERS .
IN PLANTATION INDUSTRY IN ASSAM.

The Sub- Committee constituted by the Committee on Minimum Wages
for Plantation Workers submitted a. report in Nov/96. The Committee
recommended and increase in the minijmum wages of plantation workers in
the Assam and Barak Valley by Rs. 8/- & Rs. 7/- respectivelt over the wages
they have been receiving . The existing wage rates in the two Valieys ha\}e
been taken to be Rs. 23.60 and Rs. 21.35. Apart from suggesting minimum
rates of wages for plantations workers the other terms of raference the sub-
committee were - (1) Varistion in wages in different Zones in. Brahmaputra
and Barak Valley , (2) Rest day wages and (3) Minimum Wages for employees
in small Tea Gardens. .

2. The Government constituted a Commlttee vide Notiﬁcation No.GLR

(RC) 127/87/71, dt. 29-03-97 with Secy. Labour & Employment Deptt.

the Sub-Committee. |
The Committee held - 3 sittings and examined threadbare the

recommendation of the Sub-Committee, especially the recommendation
relation to minimum wage's’ rates. It noticed that no basis has been
given for suggestlon a flat rate increase int he wage rates. Committee
thereafter examined the base rates of wages obtaining in Assam and

Barak Valley, in terms of the morms laid down by Indian Labour

Conference in 1957 for fixation of mimimum wages - which have been

approved by the Supremé Court in its decisions. The norms thus laid

down have acquired the sanction of law and therefore any examination
of the appropiateness of wages will have to be maintain of the
appropriateness of wages rates will have to be examined with reference
to these norms. Th following are the norms laid down by the Ipduan

Labour Conference.

i) Working class families should be taken to consist of 3 consumption
units. -

i)  Minimum food requirement should be calculated on the basis of
net intake of calories, as recommended by Dr. Aykyoryd for and
average Indian adult of moderate activity .

v)' " Fuel ligjting and other minscelleneous items of expenditures should
constitute 20% of the total minimum wages.

Supreme later added one more component of minimum wage to provided

for children's wducation medical requirement minimum recreation including

festivals, ceremonies and provision for old-age, marriage etc. Thls is to
constitute 25% of the total minimum wages.
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The wage structure which spproximately asnsers the above six
componets has been terms by the Supreme Court as "nothing more than %3%}
minimum wage at subsistance ;evel ". Supreme Court has further held that
any employer who can not pay the minimum wages has no right to labour
and no justification to run the Industry (AIR- 1992 s¢ 50).
