We are facing
difficulties due to high pay scale of College Teachers as per UGC
norms. The college Teachers and University Teachers may not get
revised UGC pay scale due to financial difficulties and that is why
we are unable to fulfill the demand of the Colleges.

Sri Sukhendu Shekhar Dutta : Hon'ble Deputy Speaker, Madam,
I am-not interested that some colleges are maintaining excess
Teachers. My point is simple. There should be staff pattern in every
college. Whether this is being followed. or not.' Government has
approved 19 colleges under deficit system in the year“i 998-99 with
one staff in every subject but it appears that the Govt. of Assam has
violated the staffing pattern prescribed by the UGC. In this connection
| would like to request the Hon'ble Minister to appoint one more
teacher in each and every department because as per the present
norm. prevallnng in the colleges if some one goes on leave then that
particular department remains unattended. This is no doubt a serious
