Wit regard to the systefm ofrecrduiment oflabours into the tea gar-
dens form outside Assam it may be said that there were mainly two systems
of recruitment (i) contracton system and (i) Sardari system. Since 1841,
laboures were employed throughd contractors. The Government pased the
Transport of Nativef Labourers Act of 1863 for licensing recruiters and to
regularise therecruiment system. These contractors were know as Arkattis. The
ARKkattis were he recruiting atgents of th e planters, who moved to the places
from where labourers could be easily procured. The povery - ridden tribal
people ere themain target as thefy did not find any other mens for their liveli-
hood. The labourers were transported ot the planters. the Act was amended in
1870 when it recognised the Sadari system of recruitment. However, the earlier
