before us, all these, perhaps will not help.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua- What is elementary
education that has not bsen defined here. This is
not given in the defination of the elementary educ-
ation. What are the terms of refereace we are going
to deal with by this Billy My whole contention is,
how we are going to deal with the tea garden school
has been omitted in this Bill. I am surprised to note
that it has been tactfully omitted in this Bill. That
is why T must say that we need only amendment in
this Bill only to accommodate or only to give certain
representation to certain section of people ! Our whole
concern is to give proper incentive to all sections of
people in respect of getting education at least in the
primary level.

Shri Kamakhya Prasad Tripathi: Sir, the refer-

In some
areas the managemept of such schools has been taken
over., But in some other areas the schools have not

More anomalies are there at Jorhat, Cachar and
‘Darrang areas, This amendment. is only to make the
State Board broad-based or to ‘make the Board more
representative in charcter, 1 fully agree with the con-
tention that there is miltiplication of things in the
constitution of the Board. Let me explain how. In
the matter of constitution' of the Board you will find
that the Government 1is going to oust all Tepresen-
tative elements or other educationists from the field,
It is, of course, in paper that Minister, Education,
Minister of State Fducation or the Deputy Minister ;

Again
two members of teachers of Lower Primary and Middle
Vernacular Schools be nominated by the State Govern-
ment. In this regard I am one with Hon’ble Member
Shri Gogoi that the representatives of the teachers

Shii Giasuddin Ahmed: | wantto begin with the
preamble. In the preamble it has- been said ““Whareas
it is expedient to make provision for expansion, Mana-
geren’, improvement and centrol of elementary education,

And whereas it is further expedient that free and
compulsary elementary education shall be intr duced
in the State of Assam in gradual tages ;...... Here
the aims and objacts of the Bill have been laid down
in the preamblar But Sir, @s Mr Dl 1 Barua has rightly
pointed out, the term “_jementary educstion” has not
been defined in this Bill and that is'a major defect
of the Bill. Sir, wa are going to pass this Elementiary
Education Bill and it is going to be enacted ard many
provisions have bzen made with regard to' elemen—
tary education without defining the words “‘elementary
education” —as to what sort of elementary education
we are going to have. Already we' have made lots
of experiments in the ficld of education.

Mr: Speaker: You have said that the term “elemen-
tary education” Has not been definad.” ‘Please refer 10
page 17 of the Bill where-in it has b:en stated ‘“‘ele-
mentary education means education upto such class or
standard, as may be prescribe”
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Shri Giasuddin Ahmed ¢ So, this fundamental ques-
tion has been left to the Government to frame rules
upon and that is the major defect. Government is
empowered to frame ryles regarding certain minor things
like the procedure that to be followed but this js a
fundamenta) question which ought to have been embo-
died in the Act itself, and it ought not to have been
left to ths Government to frame rules upon.

Then again Sir, at page 16 in Section 1(3) It has
been said that “It shall come into force on such that
as the State Governmsnt may, by notification in the
O fticial Gazette, appoint.” In this respect | would like
to submit a few words. The educational institutions
such as Unijversities are to have some sort of gauto-
nomy because education should be above politics; There-
fore, as the universities have bzen granted some auto-
nomy in the ficld of education so also in the field
of elementary education some sort of autonomy should
have been given to the various Committees and Boards

Then Sir, I would pass on to Section 15 at page
24- responsibility of the State Government, Here it
is stated '“Tha State Government shall also determ-
ine the curcriculum and duration, standard and sylla-
bus of the course of iastruction to be imprted inanm
elementary schcol.” Sri, determination of curriculum,
duration, standard and syllabis of the course should be
done by an autonomous body which is free from all
political controversy, an iastitition or a bydy which is
free from all political controversy, an institution or a
body which is free from the influence of the Government;
But here the Government has been empowered (o
determine the curriculum, duration, standard and also
the syllabus. Sri, in a party system of Government,
no Government is free from political influence and
influence of outside pressure: So, it is likely that a
certain type of educational policy may be framed which
may not be ia the best interest of the State, So, in
my oppinion determination of curriculum, duration and
syllabus, ail these things should be done by a body
which is autononous as the University syllabus is
stermined by the Uarversity itself which is free from
Governmental influence. Therefore, this fuaction ought
to have been given to the Board which is autonom-
ous and free from Government influence. Ther fore,

this provision is defective, in my opinion.
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Lastly, Sir, I would like to speak a few words

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level too, Sir; if you go through the powers
and functions of the Board as laid down in Clause
19 of the Bill, it will be evident that the Regional
Board has been given some power and functions, in
the matter of appomtmet transfer, discharge, dismissal
eXpansxon, distribution of funds, sanction of non-recu-
rring grants, preparation and submission of annual bu=
dyet and for other diff:rent purposes. These powers
of the Committee as stated in Cause 19 are not of
advisory nature. So, Sir, that is the only reason for
bringing this Bill in the Hbuse. Many of the hono-
urable members have raised some objections and
advanced some constructive suggestions also. But if I
have correctly understood all these suggestions and
objections centred round mainly on the following

three points :-

1. The inclusion of the official members in
the State Board,

2. The inclusion of the Iaspector of Schools

Sir, in this context I would like to refer to clause
13 of the Bill wrerein the powers and functions of
tne State Board have been Laid down., This State
Board is a bnody which is primarily a poticy making
body. In the State 8card all the policies and principles
will be formuiated and in tha matter of formulating thess
policies and piincipies the association of the Secretary,
Education, D.P.l, and the Addl. D.P.l is essential; Because

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the functioning of the State Board and this control has
bsen exercised by the inciusion of their components,
Vizi— the Secretary, D.P.i. and the Addl. D.P.I. in the
State  Board, Moreovsr, Sir, as this Body is a policy
making body angd as these policibe_s shall be in consis-
tent with the national policy en education, which is
bsing enunciated from time to time by the Government
of India and other Commiss;ionss, -‘sucgh as Education
Commission apg the Mudaliar Cbmmission, so in tais
respect also the Secretary, Education, D,P.l. and others
presence are essential as Members of the Board. Parti-
cularly, in  financial matters, Sir, any . such policy as
adopted by the State Board shall have to be processed
through the Secretary, Education D.P.I. for its approval
Or sanction by the Government. So, Sir, 1 think, their

association as members of the Sate Beard is unavoi-
dable,

With regard to the Inspectors of schools they have
been designated as Joint Secretary of the State Roard.
The main purposs is that in the existing Act of 1962
there is no control over the Subdivisional Elementary
Boards, employees or on the Board. Moreover there
iS no appellate authority at the Subdivisional ievel:
Any person or an employee if aggrieved on the Order
of the Subdivisional Elementary Board or of the 0, |.
of Schools, he shall have to file an appeal to the
Secretary of the State Board whose headquarter is a
Shillong. So, naturally he does not get proper relief
and timely relief. So the Inspector of Schools, in every
district, has been given authority in the matter of hea-
ring appeal against the order of the D.I, of Schools or
of the Regional Board; At the first instance a person
Or an employee of the Regional 8oard may file an appeal
to the Inspector of Schools for early redress of his

&
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grievances. Moreover, the Inspectors of Schools have
been entrusted with certain powers and functions with
a view to ensure proper observance by the Regional
Boird of the rules, directives issued from time to time
by thes State Board and the State Gowvt. So, Sir, for
this reason the association of the Inspector of Schools
as Joint Secretary of the Stats Board is also essential.

With r=gard to the pomt raised by some of the
hon. ora ble members agatﬂsLthe nomination of Chairman
of the Regional Board by the Government, | beg to submit
that if we go through the powers and functions vested
with the Regional Board as envisaged under this Bill,
we will find that the Regional Board is to implement
and give effect to all the rules, policies and directives
issued by the State Board and the Stats Government
Naturally, this Board will have to deal with certain legal
matters congerning the Elementary Education in lhe
Regional Board’s level. So, Sir, the Chairman of the
Board sanould be such a person who, it not fuily but
partially, should be cnnversant with the rules, laws
regulations, etc., pertainirg to Elementary Education,
Regional Board and the State Bcard: Moreover, he should
be a person with certain amount of personality, ability
ad efficiency, so that, he can contrel the officials of
Regional Bosard and the Boara’s meeting.

Thus the total duration of elementary education will
be 7 or 8 years and the corresponding age group
will be 6. to i3 or 14 years ( Paras 2, 14 and 29 of
the Commission’s Report ). The power of the State
Government to prescribe the standard is also provided
in the Bill for the same reasoans as stated above.
Because the schooling pericd fixed at present,
according to the Education Commission and the
Ceniral Government’s National Policy on Education,
will be 10 years from Class I to X and the existing
Higher Secondary Class (i. e. Class X[ ) and also the
pre-Uaiversity Class now attached with the college
will bs abolished, There will be 2 years i the Higher Sec-
ondary stage and that will bes tagged with High School.
Now, 3ir, in the Primary Stage also accordingto age
group the class and standard may be changed.

One point has been rawed by many of the hon.
members regarding the Teachers’ represeniative. it
has been provided in this Bill that the teachers’
representative should be nominated by the State Gov-
ernment. But recently a pettition from the Secrstary
of the All Assam Primary Teachers’ Association which
was moved by Shri Dulal Chandra Barua in this House
to that effect, was referred to the Petition Committee.
