Guwahati Electrical Division had detected one case of
misappropriation in 1968. Subsequently in course of
internal audit of the Accounts of the Guwahati Electri-
cal Division, certain irregularities in the matter of bring-
ing to account some receipts of consumer bills were
noticed in October 1968. Payments received in cash
from some parties, notably som: large amounts from tke
Manager, Cattle Breeding Farm, Khanapara, had not
been brought to account and misappropriated. In the
Consumer’s Ledger, however, the payments were shown
fo have been received by giving refcrerce to (i} Receipt
Nos. of Receipt Books which were not in current use
and had been missing from the office and (ii) Receipt
Nos. which were zctually for smaller amounts received
from other corsumers. In some cases it was found that
the position in the Consumers’ Ledger containing Date
and Receipt No. was torn off. A detailed scrutiny by
a special internal audit party of the Board was orcered.
As a result this was detected.

Shri Biswadev Sarma :— Unless there is some discre-

pancy in these figures I cannot cause an enquiry into
them.

Shri Debeswar Sarmah :— The question in (c) was

“whether it is a fact that Class III and IV Employees
are also taken from outside -the State in recent months

neglecting/refusing local ‘qualified candidates ?”. The reply is
“No”. Any one who has gone to the O. N. G. C. project or
nearabout has seen that a large number of non-residents of
Assam and non-Indian nationals are employed there. Itis
a palpable fact as clear as daylight. Tre Hon’ble Minister
said that this reply had comes from the G:neral M nager,
but the General Manager, isthe culprit in this case.
Therefore, I am making by suggestion to the Govern-
ment in view of the statement made by the Central Indus-
tries Minister on the floor of the Rajya Sabha on the
10th March, from which I am reading a few sentences,
with your permission, Sir. The Industries Minister of
India made a statement in the Rajya Sabha on the 10th
March in reply to a questions asked by some members.
The repoit reads: “Members from various States today
demanded in Rajya Sabha at question time that employment
in public undertakings should be provided mainly to the
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people of the State in which the undertaking was located.
The Minister of Industrial D:velopment, Shri Fakhruddin Ali
Ahmed, said that ‘clearcut instructions had been given
to the public undertakings that for appointments to junior
posts carrying 2 salary of not more than Rs. 500 per
montl, recruitment should be made from the area where
a particular project was situated through the local employ-
ment exchange and advertisement in local newspaper. As
regards the middle and higher posts in the technical and
managerial cidres, rvecruitments should be made on an
all India basis through advertisement, merit and qualifica-
tions being the criteria.

“Members from Orissa, Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra
and Gujarat complained that there was ‘Tresentment”
amorg the people of their States that they were not
given preference for jobs in public undertakings. The
Chairman, Shri V. V. Giri, said he would allow one-hour
discussion on the subject.”

Sir, other States have complained that the local
people have not been given employment. I have no
manrer of doubt that our Government has also com-
plained. In our State it is obvious that when Govt.
laid down its three conditions as to who are to be
cligible “Residents of Assam” the third conditions is that
if any gazetted officer of that area certifies that he is
a resident of Assam, for instance, if a gazetted officer

of Maligaon......

Shri Biswadev Sarma—=Sir, what is the question of
the hon.Member ?

Shri Debeswar Sarmah—I am coming to it. The auestion
involves the whole State of Assam... A
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Mr. Speaker—The question is ; whether it is a fact that
Class III and IV employees are also taken from outside
the State in recent months neglecting/refusing local qualified

candidates 7

Shri Debeswar Sarmah— The answer is ‘No’. Sir, [
started submitting that this reply seems to be ircorrect.

Thereafter, the Minister has said that he got it from
the General Manager of O. N. G. C. to which I enquired
of him whether it is a legal point that a qualification
laid down as early as 1959-60-if a gazetted officer certifies
a candidate as local resident, he is eligible to that post?
For instance, . a gazetted officer at Maligaon, may be
from Kerala, certifies a candidate from Bengal or Haryana
as local resident of Assam, the latter is to be treated
a “Resident of Assam”. My question is: will Govern-
ment be pleased to have the statistical figure through
its own agency in these public undertakings, viz. , O. N.
G.C., Oil Irdia and Regional Research, where not
only non-residents of Assam but non nationals of India
have been appointed in very considerable numbers ¢

Shri Biswadev Sarma-The reply of the General Manager
is Tlike this. ‘Recruitment of Class I & Class IV
employees is being made through the local Employment
Exchanges in Assam. Only when highly skilled personnel
in technical categories are not available within the State
and after exhausting all avenues of employment for the
Assamese people, viz., Commardants of Army Units etc.,
for ex-army personnel and land affected personnel etc.
assistance is obtained from the O. N. G. C's headquarters,
in order to run the mackinerisc so that they' do- not
have to be idle for wani of men. NOW, Sir, as the
hon. Member, who is one of the senformost members of

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this House, has alleged that even non-natiorals are
employed, I shall make an enquiry.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—May I know from the
Minister whether it is a fact that at the instance of the
“ Director of Statistics, the District Statistics Officer Jorhat
went to the O.N. G. C. to collect the statistics in res-
pect of the strength of employment but O. N. G. C.
authority refused to disclose the statistics in regard to
the public undertakings of the Govt. of India as they
said that they could not do so without prior instructions
from the Govt. of India ¢

Shri Biswadev Sarma—So, we have taken up the matter
with the Govt. of Irdia and itis quite natural that the
statistic officers would be refused.

Shri Sadhan Ranjan Sarkar—In respect of reply to
question (b) whether the amount as stated by the Minister
is only in respect of Assamese-speaking people or the
residents of Assam also ?

Shri Biswadev Sarma—The quastion is with regard to

Sir
while supporting the Cut Motion moved from this side
I want to make a few submissions. Sir. I have gone
through the budget provision that has been made under
this particular head. If you go through the Budget vou
will find at page 53 thatin the name of Secretariat and
other attached offices, provision has been made mainly
for the high officials. It clearly shows the top-heaviness
of this administration and you will find. Sir. that
provision has made for the officials and not for the
Grade IV or Grade III employees. I have failed to
understand, how the Govt. under such economic hardshop
ard stringent financial condition as has been pleaded by
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the Government to be prevailing in the State, can come
forward such a high amiount just to maintain the galaxy
of high officers, namely the I. A. S. officers. It wilf
clearly show that the Secretariat, which the nerve of the

administration of the entire State. for development of

this backward State has failed to bring the all tound
development and benefit to the people. Rather it has
gone otherwise. Now let us examine what are the factors
dus fo which these things have happened 7 A Government
depends, or its efficiency depends mnrainly on the efficiency
of the officers; more so on the goodwill of people.
Unless the goodwill of the people can be derived by
the administrative machinery from the people there cannot
be a good administration. But what we have found ?
Apart from maintaining the galaxy of I. A.S. Officers
imported from outside at the cost.of the poor people
living in this State this Govt. has failed to achieve
anything. This cannot b2 called a democratic Governmiznt ;
this is a bureaucratic machinery. It has spent huge sums
of money for giving pillars and fencing around the Secre-
tariat and other offices so that the common people will not
have their access to the cathedral surrounded by all T.A'S.

What is the meaning of that administration in
which the people have no faith and goodwill ¢ This
Government, in the name of democracy this barbedwire
democracy cannot continue. Sir, it cannot be call d a
democratic Government ; It can be very well termed as
bureaucratic machinery which can give no benefit and
justice to the people. It can only safeguard the interest
of certain class of officers the aristrocatic I. A. S. officers
serving in the State.

Therefore, Sir, there {s no meaning in continuing the
capital here. Under no circumstances just t0 keep the

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aristrocratic machinery here the capital may not be kept
here. It should be shifted to some central place of Assam.
Many of my Hon’ble friends have already stated that
multitudes of I.A.S. Officers are being imported to this
State at the pressure of the Government of Indie, and
this Government has no strength to resist that pressure.
Bringing in L.A.S. Officers at the pressure of the Govern-
ment is most unjustified. I do not say that all the I.A.S.
Officers are inefficient and that all are not beneficial to
the administration. There are some I.A.S. Officers who
are really efficient. What I say is that the recruitment
system is detrimental to the interest of the talented youths
of Assam and to the economy of the State. Those Offi-
cers who are not well acquainted with the local problems.
who do not know the manners, customs and usages of
the local society can under no circumstances be good
officers. In a democratic Government relation with the
general masses for that matter with the elected represen-
tatives of the people also is very much essential. Unless
there is cordial relationship between the administration
ard the people there can be no successful implementation
of any developmental project. some of my Hon’ble fri-

ends have already stated, and I also repeat, that there is

them there are some good and experienced officers, but

most of them in-experienced and also without sufficient
amount of work. To justify my contention may I draw
your attention (0O the news item published in the Demo-
cratic Revue. I read out the relevant portion of the news-
item appearing under the title *‘Shadow Cabinet” “In the
Coffee Club in the Secretariat, some of the 1.A. S Officers
reportedly take dicisions on policy matters at their level
like a <‘shadow cabinet.” One of the subjects recently
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discussed at one of such ‘“cabinet” mecetings was allegedly
“The ACS have no valid ground for complaining against
their service conditions.”” This will show, rather amply
prove how so many I. A.S. Officers have been kept
without sufficient amount of work to afford them sufficient
time to spend in gossiping, which is detrimental not only
for the State but for the officers themselves also and the
adminstration in general. Therefore, we demand that
the recruitment policy of I.A.S. OTicers should be re-orien-
ted. I am placing before you a comparative statement
of other States also to show how I. A. S. officers have
been dumped in this State.

Another glaring injustice is that out of 118 I. A.S.
Officers 81 have already got the senior scale whereas
the strength of A.C.S. (1) Officers is 180 but only 18
have been made permanent and given the senior scale.
You know, Sir, the A. C. S, (1) & (11)are the backbone

-~
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of the admiristratic who do all the spade work of the
administration. Their number is 180, and according to
rule after completion of 7 years of servica they:’ are to
get the senior scele. But the top there is'an interested
querter which is twisting things in such a ‘manner as
to suit their own purpose. Before the irtroduction
of the I. A.S. cadre the A.C.S.(I)&(II)posts were
the coveted ones for our talented boys. Although the
tule is there our boys have been deprived by interested
quarters from getting promotion. '

At the moment, there are 60 Officers with 7 years
experience ard about 25 officers who have completed 13 to
14 years of service. But in respect of promotion it will be
seen that most of the 60 officers will not get any scope for
being promoted to the senior scale even at end of their
career and about 25 officers with less than 7 years
experience will have no chance for promotion afterwards.

Sir, I am not expressing any grudge against the Police
Department. But in the meantime what I want to say
is that ‘the A.C.S. Officers ClassI and A. C.S. Class
11 have been reciuited under the Public Service Commission
and they have been given the A.C. S. Class I and A.C. S.
Class-II and the A.C.S. Class I officers have been

_appointed on their merit. But what happened ? The

Police officers are getting promotion in a span of 7 years
they used to get promotion up 1o the rank of D.S.P.
and S. P. and other superior posts such as Commandant
and Assistant Commandant just to provide them scope pro-
motion for. But for A.C.S. Officers there is no such for
promotion. The quota is very limited. Why it so
happens because of the fact that recently there is a
provision that the senior A.C.S. Officers are required
to hold office of the S. D. O., Deputy Commissioner,
Joint Sccretary and Joint Director and so on and so
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forth. The reason for that is just to accommodate the

I. A.S. Officers. That provision has been changed. For
that reason, the A.C.S. Officers who have completed
7 years of service are not getting any promotion. I am
not speaking about A.C.S. Class I. As I have said,
unless promotions are also open to A. C. S. Class II,
the administration cannot be tone up. Sir, as you know,
in the districts you will find that the I. A.S. officers
who are not well canversant with the revenue law_—they
are to take the help of the S.D.Cs and S.D.Ms. & senior A.
C.S. II Officeis. and at the cost of these subordinate officers,
the credit goes to the I.A.S. Officers. At the cost of
the A.C.S. Class I officers, the I. A.S. Officers are
enjoying, In the meantime, Sir, you will find that there
is a Govt. of India’s rule—what is called the I. A. S,
Officers ( Recruitment ) Rule Sir, you will remember that
such - imbalance has been created due to the Government’s
weak—kneed policy and great discontentment has been
created in the minds of our talented youths due to stagna-
tion in the matter of promotion with the result that
meritorious boys do not like to go to the A. C. S. Class I
cadre not to speak of A.C.S. Class I

Now, Sir, as T have already said, in what way these

P?ople are working behind our backs. The Govt. of India
c:rculgr‘is there and that circular requires that in order to get
the senior scale of . A. S. the I. A. S. officers should
ate/lrfa.st complete a minimum of 5 years service with
condition of passing the departmental examination. But
what happened here ? Those officers, who have not
completed five years of service and who have not passed
any departmenta] €Xamination — by twisting the above
circular — many: officers have been given the I. A, S.
senior scale. In this context what promotion this Government
h.as given ‘to A. C.S. officers Class I and Class II ? -Even
since the British regime till to-day, for an officer to

(o
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hold the post of Secretary or the post of D. C., an
officer must have experienz: at least for 10 to 13 years:
But what ha ppened 3 Due to the increased number of I. A. S.
Officers, in almost all the district headjuarters, the posts
of D.Cs’and S.D. Os have bzen held by inexpsrienced
hands of I. A. S. officers. Therefore, in this why things
are going on. Not only that. I have seen those officers
who have completed even three years of service have
zen posted in the district or they have been posted as
S. D. O. in different places. On the one hand, by doing
so, the Govt. is taking away the scope of promotion
from the A.C.S. Officers and on the other hand; due
to the inexperience of these officers who are not well
conve_:rsant with the local problems, the administrative
machinery is gradually deteriorating. (Bell rang). I have
only a few more points to touch.

Sir, now, it has been seen that the limitation of the
I. A. S. officers my humble I should not say -humble,
though the Minister asked us to use decent language —
but because I am neither an expert in English' nor
Assamese, I am not using it. So I am using my own:
Janguage. I say that it is the popular’ demand ' that for '
those' people who have been recruited to A. C. S. Class
I and Class II, there should be ample scope and prospect
for promotion. And at least 50 per cent of the posts now
held by the I. A. S. officers should be reserved for them
and they should be manned by the experienced officers
from A. C.S. Class I and Class IT Sir, without casting any
aspersion or discarding the I. A. S. officer.

I must say that there has been some sang in this matter.
Although the Govt. of India circular is there, the these
officers have twisted it in such a way that when an
officer is entitled for promotion to the I. A. S. on the
recommendation of the State Govt. — from the date
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of the recommendation, he is to enjoy the fruit of
I. A. S. scale and status as was the case in other States
like Bengal, Haryana and Gujarat. For that reason, though
the recommendation was given by the Govt. of Assam but
until the final orders come out from the Govt. of India,
these officers are not getting the benefit. For this reason,
only few persons are getting the benefit—soms= of them at
the fag end of their service career. For instance, the post
of Deputy Secretary, Home which is one of the most
responsible posts and because these people (I. A~ S. Officers)
are afraid of the experienced and efficient hands, that post
is being held by an I. A. S. Officer. According to this
Government the post is manned by an I. A. S. officer
because the A. C. S. officer is inferior to the I. A. S. officer.
How can this Govt. say like that now when this responsible
post can be held by the A. C. S. officer during the last so
many years. Therefore, I suggest that there should be
thorough enquiry into the whole affairs. What we want
to say is that the people of the State—the sons of the
soil — who have the ability to run the administration
should be given sufficient incentive in rtespect of future
promotion. Therefore, I suggest that there should be a
fullfledged Secretary for Appointment Department to be
manned by an experienced hand either from the I. A.S.
cadre or A.C.S. cadre. Such officers will have at least
the interest and at least they will be doing Justice to
the people. ;

Again reservation of promotion from A. C. S. to
L A.S. should be made upto 50% and the Junior grade
A. C. S. Officers should be promoted to senior grade
On  completion of seven years’ service, as has been
provided in the rules, provided their service records are
good and that there should be no discrimination in this
regard. At the same time, Sir, I will be doing injustice
if I do not deal with the A. C. S. Class Il. There is

>
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a growing discontentment amongst the A. C. S. II officers
over the recruitment policy of the Government. Their
Prospect of promotion is also very bleakiy The SACRGERS.
Class I and A. C. S. Class II should be amalgamated
but Govt., is not doing it because, according to the
Government, there are certain difficulties. But Sir, in
other States like Haryana there is no such Class I or
Class II Civil Service; there is only one class. They have
only E. A.C. Senior and Junior and their pay scale is
much higher than ours, from Rs. 350—850 whereas our
scale is only Rs. 300-800. Again in Punjab they have
E. A. C. Senior and E. A. C. Junior. The Senior scale
is Rs. 700-1250 and Junior scale is Rs. 350-1000. They

have also got Selection Grade posts carrying a pay scale

of Rs. 1400 to 1800 and recruitment from Civil Service

Sir, Shri K. Hanumanthaiya, Chairman, Administrative
Reforms Commission, Government of India, in his message
to the Assam Civil Service II Association reiterated this
point. The message reads as follows:- “The State Civil
Service constitute the Chasis of the General Administration
of our country. They give cohesiveness to the diverse and
expardirg administrative structure. If Civil Service in
India are to cope with the new and growing respon-
sibilities and functions of the Government they must
show increased efficiency, better responsiveness to the
citizens’ legitimate demands and greater concern for ach-
jeving results.” He speaks about the A. C. S. officers iand
ot TuALES s @fficers- i It is the A. C.S. Officers who
maintain public relation and not I. A.S. officers. “Our
Civil Service structures need to so reformed that all high-
er reaches are open to every member of lower ranks of
proven merit and telent. Only then can we motivate every
Civil Servant to higher levels of performance. The Adm-
inistrative Reforms Commission also said in connection

with classification that—
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“The present Classification of Service personnel into
Class I, Class II, Class 1II, and Class IV categories and
as Gazetted and Non-Gazetted should be abolished.
There should be uniformly graded vertical structure of
pay scale for the posts. The posts should be classified
on the Principles of experience, strenuousness of duties
scope and magnitude of responsibilities, knowledge and
Skill need.” But even then we are still having A. C. S.
Class I and Class II and why should they be deprived
of their legitimate claim ? What right the Government
has got to deprive them ? Sir, in this connection, at the
time of Lokapriya Bardoloi, the Government was kind
enough' to appreciate the position of the A.C. S. II cadre
and decided to stop recruitment to the A. C.S. I because
it was felt that the existence of the two classes had a
harmful affect on the administration. Therefore, it was
decided to amalgamate the two cadres. But this Gove-
rnment has totally failed to do so. Therefore, I submit
that this question of prospect of promotion from A. C.S.
Class II to A.C.S. Class I should be seriously consid—
ered. Sir, I cannot give the details because the time at
my disposal is very short. I hope the other hon. Members
who will be participating in the debate will give details.

Then Sir; Government has adopted a policy of
superannuiation at the age of 55 and we accepted it. But
we find that in many cases Government adopted discri-
minatory policy in respectof a few officers. Some undue
favours have been shown to some families. Those people
Who retired at the age of 55, some of them have been given
employment in some other Government organisations.
Sir, We are to adopt a policy, it should be uniformly
applied and that no discriminatory policy should be adopted.

T'he_n Sir, Government has appointed an Inquiry
Commission— they have appointed many commission—but
for what 9 The Commission has been appointed for the

.
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disposal of the cases of those officers who were under
suspension. But Sir, you will surprised to hear that we do
not know how many such cases have been disposed of by the
Commission during the last few years. We are always hear-
ing that they have disposed of so many cases but they do not
say categorial how many cases were taken up by the
commission and how many cases have so far been dis-
posed of. I want to know how many have been placed
under suspension and how many of them reinstated beca-
use it affects the economy and administration. After a
long time if the officer is reinstated, he will have no
energy or initiative to work. As you know, Sir, the case
of late lamented I. N. Hazarika, Ex. Director of Techn-
ical ‘Education, was disposed of after his death. Our Govt.,
has also constituted an Administrative Reforms Comm-
ittee. But may I know whether this cemmittee has
submitted any report or not¢ what this Government is
doing to give incentive to the officers 3 They are only
creating prospects of promotion for the I. A. 8. officers
at” the cost of the low paid officers.

With these few words I support the cut motion.

Then, Sir, he was complaining about the prospect
of I. A.S. officers. Sir, the I. A.S. Cadre is 1 time
honoured institution. The Britishers, when they came here,
in order to keep a standard of administration at cectain
level opened this service and our constitutoin also has
provided creation of such services for administration. In
pursuance of this, I. A. S. cadre has been created.

Now, the next question comes about percentage of
I A.S. officer in our State. It is not favourably compar-
ed with those of other States. Our Barua is kind enough
to refer to certain States and also indicated the policy of
those States. He compared the population of this State with
that of other States. But, Sir, I. A. S. officers are not
appointed on the basis of population, because parapher-
nalia of administration jg almost the same in a State

with lesser population and in a State with greater number
of population.

I heard some of the hon’ble members criticising a few
days back on the scope of Panchayat. They were telling
that by introducing Panchayati Raj in our State number
of officers has been multiplied. T need not mention that
when there was o Local Board only one Overseer could

Similarly Sir, in a decentralised administration every
State is having number of officers and as the decentra-
lisation is progressing the number of officers is also on
the increase. And, after independence we had to bring
radical change in our administration. Therefore, the num-
ber of officers at the higher rank has increased. By in-
troducing the I. A.S. in the administration I cannot ag-
reec with the views expressed by the hon’ble members that
the prospect of the ACS officers has been bleaked. As the
number of I. A.S. posts has now gone up so also the

number of promotion from the ACS officers has increa-
sed.

As regards the number of JAS officers it may be
pointed out that there are now 114 officers in our cadre
as against the sanctioned strength of 118. The sanctioned
strength of 118 includes 23 posts under the Central Govt.,
12 posts of deputation reserve. 7 posts of leave reserve
and 6 posts of training reserve. Of the 114 officers in
the cadre, 86 are actually serving under the State Govt.
(including the autonomous bodies and Public Sector Und-
ertakings owned or controlled by Govt.) 22 officers under
the Govt. of India, 5 officers under training and one on
deputation to Govt. of West Bengal. In this connection
I may be allowed to point out that since the Constitu-
tion of the I.A.S. on 1946 altogether 59 ACS. Officers

had been appointed to the IAS. The break up of this
(39) is as below :-

(2) Under Emergency Recruitment Scheme — 8
(3) Under the Special Recruitment Scheme 1956 — 11

Total — 59
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Besides two non-ACS officers from the State Services
have been appointed to TAS against the promotion quota,
viz- Shri R.Z. Ahmed and Shri H. P. Rajkhowa.

The TAS cadre Rules 1954:— Rule 4 of the TAS (Cadre)
Rules, 1954 provides that the strergth and composition
of each cadre should be determined by regulations made
by the Central Government in consultation with the
State  Government. The question of depriving the legitim-
ate claims of ACS officers, therefore, Sir, is not so very
strong.  Thei Indian ! Administrative - Service (Cadre) Rules,
1954 provides that 25 % of the posts should be filled
up by promotion from officers of State Civil Services,
and that direction has been followed.

It is true that some
of them are unduly delayed for a long period Attempts
have been made to improve the situation. An Officer has
been appointed and that in charge of this appair. After
his appointment the things are improving satisfactorily and
we hope that these will be completed very soon. I have
replied to the main points raised by the hon. Members
and I request them to withdraw the Cut Motion.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua: One point Sir, how Senior
Grade given to the ACS Class-I has not been explained.
We have not heard about the fact that after completion
of 7 years senior grade is given to them if there is no
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adverse report against an officer. The other point is about
the treatment of the D.C. Nowgorg to the hon. Mem-
bers which concern the entire house. :

On an earlier
occassion the Fon. Member met the Chief Minister. I think
Mr. Bhattacharjee was also there with them.

The Chief
Minister told them that he would make an enquiry about
the conduct of the D.C. Nowgorg and inform them
about it.

Shamsul Huda : Ore question Sir, 93 persons in the
Senior scale of the I. A.S. but Govt. have workcd out
94 posts that point is not clear.

As regards the number of I. A. S,
Officers it may be pointed out that there are now 114 officers
in our cadre a5 against the sanctioned strength of 118. The
sanctioned strength of 118 includes 23 posts under the
Central Govt. 12 posts of deputation reserve, 7 posts
of leave Teserve and ¢ posts of training reserve. Of the
114 officers in the cadre; 85 are actually serving under
the Statc Govt. (including the autonomous bodies and
Public Sector Undertakings-owned or controlled by Govt.,)
