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Shri Gaurisankar Bhattacharyya—The thing is this.
At the very beginning of Article 316, it is said “the
Chairman and other members.”” If the Chairman would
have been one category and members would have been
another category, then it would have been said <he
Chairman and members.” The very fact that the word
“other”” is there shows that a Chairman is a member—
Chairman and there are other members. And this has
been adjudicated by the Calcutta High Court. In the
case of Mrs, Bonily Khongmen, the Government of Assam
did not refer the matter to any court either to the
Supreme Court or to the High -Court. In the case of
Bengal, that matter came to the Court and the Court
interpreted it like this. When the word ‘other’ is there
it shows that one is a member-President and others are

ordinary members, for example, there may be ~member-
Secretary algo, Therefore, as soon as a member comple-

tes six years. of service or attains the age of sixty-five
years, he or she is liable to retirement. Now, in case
of Mrs. Bonily Khongmen, she representented to the
Government ang she got the opportunity. Now; in the
case of this present Chairman, he held his membership
for about gjx years, When this question of legal inter-
pretation was there and particularly when there was 3
verdict of the High Court, though the Govt. of Assam
is not bound by the decision of the Calcutta High Court,
yet there is at least g guideline. So 'either the guideline
set by the Calcutta High Court ought to have beep
followed or ijf the Government of Assam did not agree
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with it, it ought 'to. have moved the Supreme Court
through the Law Ministry of the Government of India
to get the interpretation. So, on what ground either of
the two courses was not taken by the Government of

Assam ?

Shri Mahendra Mchan Choudhury—1I do not know
what the Calcutta High Court verdict is. But we are
‘guided by the Article of the Constitution. Article 319
(d) says “a member other than the Chairman of a State

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officers nor overjealous of ‘ACS officers. To my mind,
too much interference by the political parties on the
administration is bound to cause deterioration in the
administration. I believe if we could do away with the
political interference on the administration we would get
better service from the district or subdivisional autﬁoriﬁes.'
Another factor which goes to deteriorate the standard of
administration at the district level is frequent transfer of
officers from one place to another. If experience be any
guide, we know it  requires atleast six wmonths® for an
officer to know all about the district. And, after that
if. he is transferred soon—say oné fine morning he gets -
a notice that he should go to such and such place handi‘ng :
over the charge to certain officer—this certainly does not
help the administration. Therefore, I would suggest that |
the Govt. should be more particular about the posting.
and transfer of officers. Atleast an executive _officer in
the district should not be transferred before three
years unless and until there is very serious negligence of
duties on the part of the officer or any. complaint of
malpractice against an officer. The officer should not be
disturbed not only for better administration but also for
the welbeing people of the locality because if the people
do not get an officer to their satisfaction, they will feel
they in Co-operating without which the administration
cannot run properly. : AT S

Secondly, Sir, so far as the corruption is concerned
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the district authorities should be given 1nore

power to
take action against

the person found guilty of any
corruption. Unless and until some sort of mandatory
provisions are there to take immediaie action against
the corrupt persons then simply shouting here on the
floor of the House that corruption runs rampant in the
administration will not help us and lead us anywhere,
So, T suggest that the Govt. should find out some ways
and means and strengthen the hands of the executive

authorities or the district authorities so also the Subii-

visional authorities so that they can take immediate steps -

just to remove corruption from all spheres of adminis-
tration,

My last submission to the Government, Mr. Speaker
Sir, is that unless and until the housing arrangement
for the officers are made in the Districts and Subdivi-
sions the administration will not improve.

the balance of Rs. 3.4, 49342 is .the value of summgled
gold, jsilver, jewellery and cuxlency The total value of

smuggled goods seized throughout the jurisdiction of the

land customs collectorate here that is,.in Assam, Manipur,
Tripura and Nagaland is about Rs. 7 lakhs during 1968.

The smugﬁled goods after se1zme and confiscation are
sold by customs authormes in auction to public who may
resell the same to others. Some such smuggled “foreign
‘goods in limited quantlties may also be possessed’ ‘dnd

exposed for sale by petty dealers.

It may be true that some smuggled foreign goods are
also being illegally sold in some of the markets in the
State, b'ut these are not in large quantities and such goods
are not exposed in the open markets. Such sale is done
stealthily aad in small quantities. It is an exaggeration
to say that the markets are flooded with smuggled goods.
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There is no information with the State Govt. or the local
customs authorities about large scale storage of smugglied
goods in Shillong or Gauhati or any other place of the
State.

In order to have more effective checks on smugglnig
an ordinance amending the customs Act has been promu-
Igated on 3.1.69. Under the provisions of this Ordinance
the holders of stocks of certain notified goods are required
to declare their stocks of such notified goods to the Cus-
toms authorities within a specified date and to submit
further declaration for disposal of such goods. Beyond the
specified date if any stock of undeclared notified goods is
found with any one such goods are liable fore seizure. Having
regard to the magnitude of illegal goods of any class of
description the Centra] Govt. under this Ordinance may take
special measures for the purpose of checking the illegal

Import, circulation or disposal of such goods or facilitating

detection of such goods and specify such goods as notified

the Customs Act like the Land Customs Officers. The
Central Bureau of Investigation is however, understood to
have taken up the question of making certain offences
under the Customs Act cognixable to enable all Police
Officers to arrest without warrant any one violating these
provisions. It has also been included in the terms of
reference for the proposed Police Commission for the State
to examine whether the Police in this border State should

have some such powers.
