Mr. Speaker : Motion moved. There is cut motion.
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Shri Sailen Medhi: Sir. in moving my cut motion, I
would like to put forward some irregularities in Local
Fund audit Estatlishmrent ard Accounts Cfl cers. Sir, the actuz!
amount iS not very small. It is nearly Rs I3 lakhs and
it is put forward to defray the charges which will come
in course of payment during the year ending the 31st
March, 1970. Sir, this Local Fund, audit Establishment
and Accounts Officers dea: with huge amount of public
exchequer and they find fault with various departments.
Sir, this department was formerly under the establishment
of the Accountant General, Assam and Nagaland and only
in 192i, it came only under the Finance Department.
Though the volume of works increases considerably, the
same set of rules and procedure is still followed.

Sir, inspite of this heavy burden, this Government is not
thinking it proper to re-arrange or reorganise this depart-
ment according to the present need. Sir, till 1947, practically,
we find, there was no irregularities, but it has been increasi g
after that period gradually, due to increase of misapp:o-
priation and all sort of fisancial irregularities. The main
difficulty to tackle the situation is the shortage of staff in
the establishment. The staff has to see various records of
various departments. another difficulty is that Auditors and
Assistant Auditors have to go to various depar ments to
examine thle irregularities and to seize the documents from
these_of‘ﬁcers but if these papers are sent to the court
without supervision or authenication of a gazetted officer, it
is very difficult to prove them in the court of law, becauss
these papers are seized without supervision of a gazetted
officer. But this department is facing difficulty in putting
forward the reports for dearth of proper gazetted staff.

Now, Sir, according to the recommendaticn of the last
Pay Committee, we have seen that the staff maintained
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by this department is meagre -at least, 8 more assistant
oxaminecs should be taken. But uptil now, Government
have not imolemeated that recommendation. Morever, this
deparimen: has to deal with various monetary matters. So,
their recommendation should be impemented soon

Sir, vou will be surprised to know that this Department
ao not have any permancnt establishment, permanent office
build'ng or permanent quarters for the officers though the
establishment is permanent on so the impetus which is needed
for them for carrying on their day to day work, is not
there. and a sense of frustration prevail in their mind.
Now_’ regarding th: salaries of Auditors and Asstt. Examiners
of this focal Accounts ic is very 1nteresting that in 1921
the pay scale was 180-400/-. In 1964 it has been raised
to 250-700/-. But several representations were made to
the Govt. to raise the pay scale anl the Govt. had promised
to raise the scale from 410-700/-. But uptil now it has
not bee- implemented. Another thing, Sir, whole of Assam
has been divided into several circles in respect of auditing
and the officer of a circle is given fixed T.A. for covering
that circle only. This system of fixed T.A. does not exist
in any sister department of the Govt. Now as a result
of introducing Panchayati Raj under their jurisdiction it has
become practically difficult for an officer to tour a circle
with a fixed T.A. You will be surprised, Sir, that while
the pay scale has been raised doubly the rate of T.A. has
been increased by Rs. 5/- only. In case of fixed T A OF
Rs 70/- it has been made 75/- and in case of Rs. 40/- it ha.‘-'é
been made 45/-. I do not understand why the normal T.A.
rules applicable to all grades of Govt. officers could not be
made efective in case of the officers of this Department.

Lastly, [ would like to point out that there are some
Corporatioas and Boards under the Govt. of Assam which
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have got their vwn Accounts Branch. For inst;ance, Assam
State Elecrricity Board —they have got their Accounts
Departmeat, Chief Accounts Officer is there to look into
the.is accounts. But there are some CrOporations—they
cmploy some Ahartered Accountant under them for auditing
their accounts. I feel it necessary that these sorts of
Corporatien  and Aocards should be brought under the
jurisd:ction of the Audit and Local Accounts Department
so that they get an independent authority to find out the
irregularities arising out of misappropriaion. So, by conside-
ring all aspects of this maitsr Government will reorganise
this Department to suit th: present circumstances.

With taese obseivations, Sir, I move the Cut Motion.

If
the money is misappropriated or lost subsequent action
of the auditors cannot recover it. Hence every organisation
must have a inbuil system of and of course an out-
side audit to is helpful in the sense that if the Internal
Auditor is influenced then the FExternal Auditor will
find it out. Therefore, the necessity of External Anditor
is always there'and necessity of an Internal Auditor will
also remain. The inbuilt internal audit system is a necessity
in the big institutions and should be there. In point of fact
the grants which has been given by the Govt. must be
audited. In such institutions a large number of malpractice
have been noticed, and therefore, I agree with the hon. Mem-
