day by day.' T would like to givea comparutive statement
of the crimes detected by the Police Department  and from
that it" will be apparent how ihe crimes are increasing.
In 1965 the number of cri'rrges detected was 1, 705, in 1966-
67 the number was 2,882, 1967-68 the number was 3,592
.and in_the year “1968-5J the number rose to a record
figure of 4,972. This shows the number of crimes in the
State has inc eased from 1965 to 1968-59 by more than
1507, which shows the efficiency of the Department. This
Department which is meant for a welfare State, has corn-
verted this State into a Police State. This Departrent in-
- stead of serving for the cause of the welfare . of the people,
for the benefit of the people and instead of maintaining
law and order, is only harassing the people. As you have
said, thoy are only exhibiting their power and they are
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not for the. protection of the life and property of the
people. Sir, I can give « simple instance. This Dej artmment
always sav that ‘the crime position in the State has impr-
oved but we do not find any &ign «of it.  Fven here in
Shillong only a furlong away from this Ass mbly one ar-
tiste of the All India Radiv was killed .abcut a month
back but uptill now they have not been able to detect
the culprit sithough all the heads are here. Agzin  Sir,
I. would like to refer to an incident which had taken place’
in the Jorhat Engineering Coll ge in which one gentleman
was kidnapped and killed near Bokakhat and we a.ked
the Government tn take pronpt zction mn the r atrer but
uptill now no actin has been taken. Again very recently
in the very nose. of the sublic and police ¢ne man was

.murdered i the Jorhat stadium and no detection could be

made. Again in the very nose of the people in front of
the Jorhat jail another man was killed but no detection
could te made hy the Police. This shows how callous this
Depaiimenteistand S howss theyd are “acting o - ther rame
of maintenance of law apd order. Everywhere  you.
will find wherever = there s popular  movement. there
is- interference of police force, wherever there is democratic
movement, there is interference of police force and wherever
there is a stgle movement there also activities of the
police force. There is executive power and there is execu-
tive strength, but with this power and streagth

they are
not doing the beneficial thing for

the people. What is

the part of the
Police Department ? My freind Shrj Medhi, yesterd.y told

elaborately about the present I.G.P, and his antececdents.

Rani Manjula Devi—Mr. Chairman, Sir, I was in two minds
whether to take part in this debate o: 1ot because the
very word ‘Police’ fills me with disgust ard disappoiniment.
But a fickle light of hope arises in the dark horizon by
the appointment of the new T.G.P. Mr. Lala B.K.Dey.
I know him personally. He is of a noble, upright, and
an hone.t personality with a broad vision and able adm-
inistrative capacity. - Sir, the Hon’ble member on the otler
side perhaps did not knmow that” Mr. Dey has ra-ried in
to a very wealthy familv. He has married the sister of
Mr. Maham Singh a very rich and old family who own
at least half of Shillong and as such if is his own
prop:rty and 5is foim has nothing to do with the Poli¢
Depa tment. 1. however, f el very sad that such an unjust
accusation could be made against a personality, so noble
and upright. Tt is. of course true Sir, and I do agree
with the Hon’blé members of the other side that the
Department is full of corruption and full of dirty deals.
I know that the Police in spite. of being the custodian
of peace and protection, thecy have joined hands even
with the criminals. T will teli you sir how it is so.
I will give you one or two -instances. In 1967 July 18th
there was a news iiem published in the Statesman and
also in the lucal papers which -reads as “Seven Polic-
emen . held at Aijal : Shillong, July 18-Seven policemen
have been arrested at Aijal, headquarters = of the Mizo
Hills district on a charge of murder. According !0 in-
formation available here they had entered a shop at
Il pm. on Jul 5, demanded cash and the keys of the
iron safe in the shop. When the shnp-kecper raised an
alarm, the constables allegedly shot him dead at point-
blank range and had then left the shop. After investigetion
seven policemen were arrested, three ‘of whom are under-
stood to have made confessional statements. Further
investigations are proceeding. There was a complete hartal
at Aijal town yesterday as a mark of protest against the
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mrder, demanding punishment for tre culprits.” Again
the e is another case which appeared in the Amrita Bazar
P ‘rika of 16th March, 1969-a VEery recent ore which
Te ds 87 Dacoits hideouts unearthed : Gauhati Mar,15
Police have urearthed some hideouts of the dac: its in the
outskirts of the town in a serics of raids during I=st few
days. A police constable was also arrested in this conre-
ction for alleged collusion with the dacoits. It w. . also
alleged that the constable had stolen some cartridges and
handed them over to 1he dacoits. Police also recently
arrested  a  pan with an unhc-nsed  gun, who was
suspected to be the | Jeader of . the . daco gang which
commit‘ed dacoity in Kokrajhar in Goalpara distr.ct.”

I know of a case which js personally known to me : one
Kalu Towang, a driver and Leva Tschring a he.rer who
were «ppuitied 1o 1964. This Kalut Lama was re-appoinicd
by me. 1.is very interesting.  This Lama told me that he
belonged to the C.U.D. anpd happened to know seve al
languages-six or seven languages ope' of them being Chinese.
I became very suspicious and fang up the C.1 D. and asked
them t muike investization whether any such person of
this name was appointed by the C.I.D. This man told me
that he was appointed by tte C.I.Department to caich
some Chuiese in the guise of Khasi. C.I.D. personcel came,
but I do not know whether they made any investigation
or not. One or tro questions were asked and one fige
morning, on tke Sth of Decemter, 1964 several thousands
worth of things were stolep including two transisiors,
gramophones, sarces, carpets etc,,

Immediately the Police weie informed and somie of the
stolen articles were found under there bed : they were
arrested but to my dismay they were released, on payment
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of something, some money I suppose. Thereafter nothing was
heard either of the C.1. D., Lama, or the driver. Such
things are very common. Another theft was committed,

Police came and took away some of the articles never

to return. To identify a stolen sari, that is also gone a
silk pieces may ging of no trace of it. This is the usual
procedure of the Police. We are spending a lot of money
for Police Training School, College. I do not know what is the
syllabus there, what kind of training is given. Policemen should
be above average. Service of the police shouvld be social service
. to humanity. The London ‘Police are given special training
and they are full of courtsey and gentleness. When ‘a
child is crossing the road they conduct the child across the

road holding of the enters traffic. They are given a spe-

cial sort of education in' social service. Sir, I won’t take
much time, but these are some of the many of the points
which have been raised in the House and we must
- insist on the Government that special training ‘should be
given to Police prerSOnnel. With repard to the district
authorities, there was one S. P. at ‘Dhubri who was very

notorious tor smuggling Bhutan liquor for giving large

picnic parties fo some of the notables of our State whea
thev go on a visit to Dhubri. (Shri Gourisanker Bhattacharyaa
spoke something in Assamese). That is the one T am refe-
rring to. The entire set-up of the Police Department must
be changed and the money spent on the training of Police
should be properly spent. Some sort of an Advisory
“Council or Cominittee with social workers and leaders of the

society should ‘- be formed to advice the Government as to

how to train the Police.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, it is not the man undér the ‘uniform
who is under discussion; it is the man in uniform—

the sytsem which we have discussed and our criticisms have _
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been about the police sys‘em in the State. We know that

the police personnel are as much human as any other sect-
tion of the people ; they have the same problems and also
the same necessities, goodness or otherwise, as any other
se:tion of the people. But as Shri Zahirul Islam has very

L d

the British police which was an instrument of oppression
and terror. The police, particularly in a colopial dependency,
is always sought to bte an instrument ot tersor, Unfortua-
ately, that trend is" still continuing. So long as there will
not be a radical change in that outlook, in the set-up znd
pattern, even good persons, when brought into the ranks,
may not give the best possible service that . might be poss-
ible by the same man in an improved system.

Sir, when we heard the speeches from different hon. Mem-
bers, i- appeared that the police was particularly inimica]
towards a particular section. While hon. Member, Shrj
Moneswar Boro described .the bestiality of a section of this
police and that was on some tribal people, - should some-
body, therefore, take the coaclusion from that  1his
police machinery is meant to be only against the tritals?
During the last disturbances at Gauhati, the business comm-
unity of Fancy Bazar, particularly the Hindi-speaking ones-
they said that they did mot get any protection from the
Assam police cr in other words that the Assam police, instead
of being the protectors, they were the perpetuators of
crimes. Should we, therefore coaclude that the Assam
Police is meant to be the perpetuators of crimes against
the non- Assamese speaking people ? when Shrj Zahirul
Islam or some Other membere coming from the Muslim
community spoke, it appeared as though the Assam Police was
particularly meant to be an instrument of Oppression against

' only the Muslims. I hold a little different view, My view is

that the police maChinefy as ‘such—;—l do not go to see the
man behind that machinery-is a machinery of oppression
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and terror against all secti>1s of the common people, be
he a Hindu or a Muslim, be he a tribal or jimmigrant,
whatever he might be. Therefore, the radical change in this
machinery ‘is overdue, and it is a good news for us that the
Government has decnded to set up a police Commxssnon
Let us see the result

But Sir, whﬂe makmg, this general observation, 1 should like
to sav that so fiur as the police activities in iegard to the
socalled P.I. P. camps—that Pak Infiltrator's Check-Posts-
are concerned; that stand as a class by itself. Why and
how?

I may be opprssed; 1 -may be even -looted, I may
be even thrown to ~prison as I  was thrown several
times; but my political life, my Indizn pationality,
cannot “be taken away by any policeman-that is inviolable.

Huge loss to the Assam Government Marketing Corpuration,
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shri Biswadev Sarma;— Sir, the Assam Government Marketing
Corporation was registered in the year 1959 and it started
busiress from  May, 1960. The object in starting the
Corporation was basically to undertake the marketing of small
and cottige industries products within and outside the State

~with & view to promote the market for indigenous cottage

and small industiries products of the State.

With t1Fe starting of the Assam Government Marketing
Corporation, the emporia which were till then being managed
and run by ile Industries Departinent were handed over
to this Corporation, and the Corporation at present has
in ali 33 emporia, including one in Delhi, one jn il o
and one at Kalimpong.

Except for 1963-64 in which year ite Corporation made a
smail proqt of Rs. 356,58p. it has teen running at a loss
for all these jears, and the accumulated loss up till now
comes to Rs. 831.210,50p. Loss for the year 1967.68 comes
to Rs. 3,04,116.00 and 1s the biggest to far. In view of
the loss sustaincd by the Corporation continously the Board
of Directors, by ileir resolution No 3 of the meeting of
the Boara held on 29th November, 1968. formed g Finchc
Sub-Committee to examine the position leading to the
increased loss dumnng the year under 1eference.
