Whether the Government is aware of the fact that
thz Deputy Commissioner, Sibsagar, Jorhat under-
took a massive operation of eviction of the petty
local “‘Pan’ Shopkeepers in and around Jorhat town
for alleged encroachment of P. W. D. road-side
land, during the last few months ?

If so, what is the number of such shopkeepers
that have already been evicted ?

Whether Government has made any alternative
arrangement for settlement of these poor <Pap’

shopkeepers ¢

Whether ‘it is a fact that certain big capitalists of
Jorhat town are still in occupation of P.W.D. road-
side land for years together in the very nose of
the authority without any eviction procecdings

against them ?

(e) If so, why there is such discrimination ?
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Shri Altaf Hossain Mazumder [ Minister of State, Public Works
Department (Roads and Buildings)] replied :

258. (a)— Yes, Eviction operation against all encroachers of
P.W.D. road-side reservation and other Govern-
ment land were taken up at Jorhat town by the
Deputy Commisrioner.

(b)— 15 Nos. of Pan Shops were evicted.

(c)— Question of arrangement of settlement for encroa-

chers on road-side and reservation land does not
arise.

(d)— All the encroachment cases has been referred to
Deputy Commissioner, Sibsagar, Jorhat, There are
encroachment proceedings against all the encroa-
chers at the Deputy Commissioner’s level.

(¢)— Does not arise,

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua :— [n reply to (b), the hon.
Minister has stated that 15 Nos. of Pan Shops
had been evicted. May I inform the Minister
that the number is not 15, but 55 shop-keepers
had been evicted from the rdadside, including
even those who had obtained permission from the
Municipality 2 If this is correct, may I know

I
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whether Government consider it necessary to give

protection to those people who had obtained per
mission from the Municipal Board ¢

Shri Altaf Hossain Mazumder : Sir, as regards the Pan shops
our information at the moment is—15 numbers
have been evicted. About the overall total number
of encroachment proceedings instituted are 54
against 198 encroachers. Total Proceedings finalised
8 against 23 persons, 3 proceedings are pending
in the Revenue Board. The proceedings stayed
in 4 cases and 29 are pending. As regards
the question of making provision for settlement,
that is  the responsibility of Revenue Deptt.,
our duty 15 to see that the P. W. D. roads are

not encroached and if anybody has encro-
ached he will have to be removed.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua ¢ As the Minister has replied to
the question (d) that all people who were occupy-
ing the P. W. D. lands against them the Deputy

2 Commissioner has proceeded with eviction procee-

‘ ¢ dings, but may I know from the hon.Minister whe-
ther Govt. is aware of the fuct that in the heart
d - of Jorhat town on the main road side the capi-

) talists are practically occupying the major portion
{ of the road and till to-day no action has been
-if, ‘ taken against those people ? 1If so, why s
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Shri Altaf Hossain Mazumder : T have already stated that
after encroachment cases come to the notice of
the Deptt. proceedings are started against them,

but if any case is left out Govt, will certainly
proceed against them.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua : Sir, The big capitalist have got
sufficient money to go to the High Court or
any other Superior Authority to redress their griey-
ances. But the people who have obtained licences
from the Municipal Board to construct Pan
shop even they have been evicted and for want
of sufficient money they cannot go to the court
for redress. Why this kind of discriminatory
policy has been followed by the Government ?

Shri Altaf Hossain Mazumder : Sir, I would like to point
out there is o question of discrimination. Any-
body who is an encroacher, it is our duty to start
proceedings against him. I do not know in which
case the Municipal Board has given permission,
Anyway if these shops put hindrance to the traffic
our duty is to evict them.

Shri Jogen Saikia : It is a fact that P.W.D. have construc-
: ted the footpaths along the main road, I mean
A.T.Road in the heart of the Jorhat town by -

leaving portions for big firms ?
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Shri Altaf Hossian Mazumder : If'a separate question is
put I shall be able to say about it.

Shri Jogen?! Saikia ¢ Is it a fact that big people are encroac-
hing those lands and constructing big permanant
buildings ¢

Shri Altaf Hussain Mazumder : I have already said Sir, that
we do not make discrimination. If any such

specific instance is brought to the notice of the
P. W. D. certainly action will be taken against

them.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua : Sir, as the hon. Minister has
stated if any such instances comes to the notice
of the P. W. D. action will be taken against such
cases, may I point outthat permanant buildings
are being constructed by the big capitalists for
which the P. W. Deptt. had to change the direc-
tions of the footpaths.

Shri Altaf Hussain Mazumder ¢ Sir, itis a general observa-
tion and if a specific case comes to our notjce
then we can take action against such persops.

Shri  Gaurisankar Bhattacharjyya : How is it a genera]
observation 3 The P. W.D is overall in-chage
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of the P.W. D roadside. The Jorhat Municipal
Board has constructed some footpaths not
by the edge of the P. W. D. lands but
keeping some roadside lands vacant by the
side of the shops and those big shop keepers
taking advantage of that encroached those lands .

left out on the other side of the footpaths. Had
the P. W. D officers have no eyes to see it

Shri Altaf Hussain Mazumder : agree with the hon. Mem-

ber that it is the duty of the P. W. D. to look
into it, The Deptt. have issued instruction on
this point. If any case is left out certainly
the Govt. will take action if brought to notice.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua s The hon. Minister has said

that if any specific instance is brought to the
notice of the P.W.D they will take action against
them. I point out that the construction of the
footpaths has been taken by the P.W.D ang
just to Comply with the encroachers belonging
to the richer section of the people and they had to
construct the footpaths in a zig zag way by keeping 9
the space for the capitalists to construct the build
\ings. IS not the definite and clear instance ? If so,
why no action has been taken against these people ;

Shri Altaf Hussain Mazumder : I have already said that L o
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far as the construction of footpath is concerned

if a separate question is put, I shall be able
to reply to it.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua: It is a relevant question. What

does he mean by a ‘separate question’ 9

Shri Altaf Hossain Mazumder: I have already said that
action has been taken against the encroachers.
Any further srecific case come to the notice of
the Govt. action will be taken against them.

M. Shamsul Huda: May I know from the hon, Minister
whether it is a fact that municipality and big
firms that is the capitalists in collusion with the
Settlement Officer during the Jlast settlement has
abolished the very road side reserve ?

Shri Altaf Hossain Mazumder: I am not aware of it.

M. Shamsul Huda : Will the Minister make an enquiry ?

Shri Altaf Hossain Mazumder : Sir, it is a matter for the
Revenue Department, and if question is put to

the Revenue Department, I think, it will be looked
into.

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Dry battery sets; During 1966-68 while
there was acute scarcity of dry battery packs in the
open market and great demands were received
from our allottees, 1239 dry battery packs were
purchased for sale. Approximately 1200 dry
battery sets of the pack type were there,
Assuming that 50% of these were out of order
then the total number of purchases were not
sufficient even for one year, Subsequently it
was found that the alottees were jeither unwi-
lling or not in a position to bear the cost of
these sets which weare allotted to them. The
price was Rs. 66/-, As the dry battery packs
were liable to be spoiled by long storage the
Government reduced the price. It isseen from
the reports so far received from the districts
that about 80% of dry battery packs were sold
out and a very negligible percentage is still
lying.

The question of printing some posters was
taken up by the Directorate of Information and
Public Relations on the occasion of the Crime
Prevention Week during April, 1968, Tbe
allegation that a bi-colour poster of inferior
quality was printed in the Gauhati Press at a
higher rate than that paid for a multicolour
posters printed by Hindusthan Advertising, Shi-
llong is highly inaccurate and misleading. The
cost of printing thrcugh a letters Press i higher
than that of printing through offset press or lithu
press. In Assam there is no offset press or lithu
press, The Hindusthan Advertising, Shillong,
printed the multi-colour poster at a relatively
lower rate but their minimum quantity was
10,000 copies and above while the quantity of
posters on the Crime Prevention Week was as
low as 100 copies in respect of some. Besides,
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the rate paid for a similar poster on prohibition
printed through a letter press during 1964 at
Gauhati is comparable to that paid to the Gau-
hati Press during 1968. The printing order for
the poster was also placed with the Gauhati
Press by an A, I.G, of Police tdgether with two
officers of the Directorate of Information and
Public Relations afier contacting the d fferent
Printing presses at Gauhati and verifying the
prevailing market rates.

dated 5.2.69, It has been alleged in the News Item
that Pakistani infil rators have re-encroached

the Mandira, Jaljali and Mekli-Reserves falling
in the Chamoria Anchalik Panchayat area
of Kamrup District. It has been stated therein
that over 18,000 Pakistani infiltrators, after
having been evicted once are re-encroaching
Mandira Reserve at the instance of a local agent;
also that encroachment used to occur at pight
times but it is now occurring in full day light
and-that landless persons of Chamoria, Nagerbera
Boko and neighbouring areas who have applied for
settlement in this reserve bave become restless.
The MNews Item also alleges .that in Jaljali

Reserve, while applications from local landlsss
persons are pending some non-Assamese
people have encroached this reserve. It is also
alleged that in Makeli Reserve where applications
for settiement by erosion affected landless people
~are pending many othecs (by implication-Pakis-
tani infliitrators) have encroached, and that simi-
larly reserves in the Barpeta 'Subdivision have
been encroached by Pakistani infilirators.

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Sir, I propose to give the position regarding
these reserves.

Mandira Reserve s

This reserve containing an area of 9630
bighas has not been de-reserved. There were
encroachments jn this Reserve by some immigrant
muslims, Bengalee refugees, tribal and local
Assames Hindu people in 1968. All thess
encroachers were evicted in the last part of
1968. Subsequently however, these old encro-
achers along with some new ones reconstructed
their houses and started cultivation. The Deputy
Commissioner and the Superintendent of police
bave visited this Resorve on 5.2.69. The enquiries
made so far, do not reveal any encroachment
by Pakistani Infiltrators. The SDC, Chaygaon
Circle has been directed by the Deputy Commi-
ssioner to remove encroachment and cases
2gainst 154 persons occupying 642 bighas of land
have already been started.

Jaljali Reserve s

A total area of 7826 bighas of land hag
been dereserved from this reserve; Allotments
have been indicated and possession delivered in
regard to 6859 bighas of land to erosion affected
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people of Barpeta Subdivision, Pub-Chamoria
and Paschim Chamoria area, to Palashbari flood
affected people, landless families of Barpeta Sub-

division and also 135 families whose lands were
cancelled at the time the PGR was constituted,

Possession has been delivered in all these cases.
Instructions have been issued in regard to allot-
ment of 141 bighas of land earmarked for flood
affected people of Chaygaon and 800 bighas of
Jand earmarked for landless families of Chaygaon
Circle. These instructions are bing implemented
by the Deputy Commissioner. In the lands
allotted to the erosion affected people of Semina
there are some immigrant encroachers. These
encrochments were encouraged by the fact that
many of the allottees allowed the immigrant
muslims who reside on the border of the reserve
to cultivate their allotted lands within the Reserve
on realisation of monetary rent. This reserve is
bounded on the North, South and Eastern sides
by immigrant muslim vtllages, The Sub Deputy
Collector in-charge Chaygaon Circle has been
directed to evict these encroachers and simul-
taneously to deliver possession to the allottees.
Enquiries made do not reveal that any of these
encroachers are Pak Infiltrants.

Makeli Reserve:

This teserve is now free from encora-

[
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‘ chment. The Deputy Commissioner and the
(S Superintendent of police have visited this Reserve

iﬁ ' : on the 5th of February, 1969.

There are encroachments in some of the
Reserves in Barpeta Circle. Vigorous enquiries
are being made to asceertain whether Pak;
Infiltration has taken place in these reserves,
No such infiltration has been detected so far.

However, as a further precaution against
encroachment and possible Pak, Infiltration,
steps are being taken to open additional tempo-
rary police camps in these reserves.
