Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury ( Minister, Revenue)
replied :

389. (a) Five thousand bighas of lands were requisiti-
oned in the year 1958.
(b) The reasons in nut shell were as follows-—

(i) The garden was listed by the Cachar
Plantation Enquiry Committee in 1950 as
an uneconomic garden and granted special
relief consideration.

(ii) With a view to make the garden an eco-
nomic one, the proprictor of the Co.
secured a loan of Rs. 10 lakhs on mortgage
of the entire garden from the Metropolitan
Insurance Co. Ltd. (now a Unit of Life
Insurance Corporation of India) in 1955
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(1ii)

(iv)

Cuestions ‘ 7

In case of requisition of a large area of
valuable land the mortgagor would have
demanded repayment of the loan, thus
forcing the garden  iato liquidation.

Due to the peculiar position, isolation
and in-accessibility of the Chargola Gar-
dens, the Gardens are to bz self-suffi-
cient with regard to fuel, timber and
thatch ; hence a large area under forest
was considered mnecessary for the economy
of the Garden. The entire Cachar District
was also given special consideration due
to’ its isolation caused by the partition
of the Surma Vailey and disturbance of
the old communication routes. ‘

To reduce cost  and ensure self=sufficiency
the Garden authorities intended 'to shift
their plywood plant at Caleutta to this
Garden and had already secured permis-

sion of the 'Industries Department, Gov—
ernment of *Assam. The big trees exist-
ing on the requistioned area was alleged
to be necessary to feed this plant. More-
over, it was to give employment to about
500 persons without any employment.
Acquisition, it was felt, might upset this
plan.
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(v) In support of reservation of virgin soil

for future expansion, Chapter XXI, para-

graph 8 of the Plantation Inquiry Com-
mission Report, 1956, was referred, which
recommends reservation of virgin soil in
tea growing areas, for future expansion.
The area requisitioned appeared to be
good virgin soil for tea.

(vi) The area requisitioned was an excellent
forest. Wanton devastation of this forest
may have had an adverse effect on the
surrounding areas.

(vii)  In 1956, this land was requisitioned and
then released for these reasons in 1959.

Shri Gaurisankar Bhattacharyya—Government would do
well to make a difference because the two transactions
are altogether different. But apart from that, Govern-
ment has cited as one of the reasoms, the recommend-
aticns of the Plantation Enquiry Committee. That Comm-
ittee made various recommenations which by now are
almost out of date. Some of those recommendations were
in favour of the tea garden owners and there were
also recommendations in favour of the tea garden lab-
ourers and ex-tea garden labourers. Whether the Gov-
ernment care to see that the recommendations of the

Plantation Labour Committee with regard to the tea garden
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labourers and ex-tea garden labourers are implemented ?
If they have been impiemex;ted, how then the tea garden
labourers and the ex-tea garden labourers are clamou-
ring for land ?

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury — The report of the

- Plantation Enquiry Committee is dated as far back as

1950. The position obtaining at that time was not present
at the moment. Therefore, although the Plantation En-
quiry Commiitee made such recommendation on the
uneconomic gardens, that proposition does not hold good
now. It has been proved that the Cachar tea gardens
are cconomic units, and all the laws which govern the
Assam Valley tea gardens, the same laws will govern
Cachar tea gardens also. I do not knmow Sir, how
labourers, for the sale of the tea gardens are thiown
unemployed. However® the matter will be enquired into
and if any labourer are found to be unemployed, we
shall try to accommodate them.

Shri. Gaurisankar Bhattacharyya — Can Government deny
if I bring the charge home that the six  grounds are
only alleged and bogus grounds ? The real ground was

the employment of a Minister’s son and a present of

SOME ornaments ? That was the real ground.
Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury—What I have stated
I am speaking from the records. I am stating the

grounds which were given as the reasons for dercquis-
itioning the land,
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Shri Biswanath Upadhyaya— Sir, the land was requisit-

ioned for a specific purpose i.e. for plantations. But
we find that on misrepresentation the lands have been
derequisitioned. What Government propose to do against
such people for cheaing the Government 9

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury—It is not cheating
at all. They have a right to appeal
heard by the then Minister. That was in the year 1959
and the Minister was satisfied that the grourds which I
have already stated in the reply are valid.

Shri Biswanath Upadhyaya — May I know from the
Minister that the land which was allowed to the tea
garden was for plantation of tea and they have got no
right to lease out the land ? That is my point.

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury—I have already replied
to that.

Shri Hiralal Patwary—The Minister has stated just now
that portion of the land has been ailotted to the tea garden.
May I know whether that land has been allotted as free
simple grant for special cultivation of tea and they
have po right to sell it ? Whether it is a fact ¢

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury — No, Sir, the lcase
by which the land was given is not at the moment
before me. I have asked the Secretary to examine the terms
of the lease and whether under the condition of the
lease the owner of the garden can sell the land or not.

Shri Dulal Chandra Burua—The Hon'ble Minister has
stated that the appeal which was heard by the then Minister

of Revenue by which the land was allotted to the tea garden
has been set aside.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—- Sir, whether it is a fact
that many of the tenants, specially low paid Govern-
ment servents lodged complaints to the Deputy Commi-
ssioner for exhorbitant increase of house rent day by day
in Shillong ? If so, may I know from the honourable
Minister what steps have so far bzen taken to relieve
these poor Government servants ?

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury— No such specific
Complaint has been received by the Government. More-

OVer, no relief can be given byjthe Deputy Commissioner,
only the Civil Court ‘can take up such cases.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua— Sir, is it a fact that Govern-
ment itself has taken houses at exhorbitant rent for Govt.
Purposes which has g'ven impetus to other house-owners
to increase the house rents? Why. inspite of operation
of the Urban Area Rent Control Act, Government cannot
give relief to the poor people ?

Shri Mahendra Mchan Choudhury— The provisions of
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the Assam Urban Areas Rent Control Act confer no
power upon the Government to fix house rent. Any
tenant aggrieved may seek relief in the Civil Court.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua— Sir, if provisions of the
Assam Urban Area Rent Control Act does not confer

power to take action against the wrong-doers, do the
Government not consider it proper to amend this Act

so that such wrong-doers can be punished ?

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury— Amendment of the
Act can be done in this House. It is up to the House
to do so, if it so desire.

Mr. Speaker : An adjournment motion was tabled by
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Shri Promode Chandra Gogci, M.L.A , Shri Giasuddin
Ahmed, M.L A. and Shri Kehoram Hazarika, M.L.A.
today regarding the situation arising out of the hunger
strike launched by the representatives of youth and stu-
dents of Assam in front of the Assembly House. The
purpose of the hunger strike is regardng demand for
establishment of second public sector refinery in the
State, solution of unemployment various other problems,
incltding appointment of local youths in public and pri-
vate scctor industries. Shri Promede Chandra Gogoi,
M L.A. spoke about the admissibility of the motion. The
Minister for Parliamentary Affairs opposed the admissi-
bility of the motion on the ground that these problems
are not recent but continuing ones. The questions were
discussed threadbare not only during the current session
of the Assembly but also in the past. Moreover, the
House has adopted a resolution demanding a second oil
refinery in Assam and decided to serd a delegation to
New Delhi to press this demand, The questions of
anemployment and industrialization are going to be dis-
cussed very shorty in this House in connection with motions
tabled by Shri Phani Bora, ML.A., Shri Gaurisankar
BhattachTyya; ML A. and Shri Dulal Chandra Barua,
M.L.A. This discussion may take place either on 7th,
gth or Sth April, 1969. Besides, there isa notice under

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which will take place on 7th April, 1969, when the
Hon’ble members will' have ample opportunity to discuss
the problems raised in the motion. In view of the fact
that the problems are continuous ones and further that
the problems were discussed in the Budget Sessions of
the Assembly and are going ‘to be discussed very soon
in connection with the motions submitted by the hon’ble
memters stated above and also in view of the fact that
there will be ample opportunity for the hon’ble members

to discuss these problems in the very near future, I
disallow this motion.

Shri Hiralal Patwary—Sir, we bow down to your ruling.
But as becausc it is a new thing in the history of Assam,
and as I have seen’ that some tribal boys are also there
among the hunger strikers, will you kindly request the
Government to make a Statement about the unemploy-
ment problem in the State. Sir, as you kunow, this is
a very important matter agitating the minds of the people
of the entire State. - Therefore, in view of all these,

may I request the Government through you to make a
statement on this ?

Shri Phani Bora—Sir, at least the Minister-in-charge of
of Employment or the Leader of the House or in his
absence the Deputy Leader should have gone outof the
House with your permision. You can also direct them
to meet the hunger strikers to: tell them what the Gov-
ernment is thinking about the problem for which they
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have resorted to hunger strike. That minimum thing
they should have done, We all know what a burning
problem our younger generation will face in the near
future I We should be very serious about the situation
that is arising out of the growing unemployment problem
for which the youths are in demonstration through
hunger strike in front of the Assembly.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—Sir, I admit that you are
perfectly correct to give such kind of ruling. But we
should examine and realise the gravity of the situation,
the gravity of the matter. Now a days what do we
find ? Yesterday we saw how the Engineers were thrown
out of employment from the Fertilisers Corporation of
India. Now, again in other industries, the industrialists
and managements are acting in a different way. It would
have been better, if along with your ruling, the Mini-
ster, Labour or in his absence the Deputy Leader would
have come with a statement apprising the House of the
employment potentiality in private sector industries or
what steps they have taken in. this regard and what
are the measures they are going to take in regard to
employment of local youths in indu stries. Such a state-
ment could have at least helped subsiding the heet gene-
rated among the unemployed youths of the State.

Shri Mahendra- Mohan Choudhury—Sir, I said that this
matter was discussed in the House and steps have been

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demand for establishment of a second refinery in the
State. As regards other things, such as employment of
local youths in the private sector industries etc, the

matter is coming up before the House when the Hon'-

this connection I suggest thatthe formula of 1:2.should
be changed to 1:1. This is ‘a ‘'very delicate issue and
the entire force entire energy of the machinary should be app-
lied. In making thie tea garden lacd abailable to the landless
peaple we have excluded the tea garden labourers. Tea
garden land ought to have been made available to the
landless people of tea gardens. Frist priority should be
given to these people.

Now in respect of Adhiar Act, Government has
in page 74 ( Committee on Government Assurances—Fift-
eenth Report ) said ”Certain beneflcial provisions of the
Adhiar protection Actmay, if necessary, be repealed.”
Sir, that is to be done immediatly. Beause, Adhiar
protection Act is there only in name; neither it his
given any benefit to the trenants nor has it given any
benifits to the owners and conscquent on this, there is
a huge number of case pending in th2 Courts. Apart
from this fact, at the time of survey we are 1O see
whether Government has given aunything to the Co-oper-
ative Department. This has to be scrutinised carefully,
Co-operative farming is good and this has to be enco-
uraged but not at the cost of peasants. I have alceady
said that we are following the legacy of British regime

“in respect of Land Revenue Manual. That has to be

made ‘up-to-date in conformity with our present socia]

conditions.
Now, about the cealing, we find that government
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propose to fix the cealing of land holding by an indivi-
dual from 150 bighas to 100:bighas. Our view point is that it
should not be more than 60 bighas.

Now apart from this I .want make to more suggestions.
It is very .clear that although the Government has aboli-
shed the zamindary system, in practice zamindary system

is still in force in Cachar and Goalpara districts. That

has to be seen. Now as stated by the Hon’ble member

Shri Saikia that we may make land available in one
Sub-Division. But if any people come other areas, as
for instance, an acute land problem is going in the
district of Goalpara and the people are coming to other
areas, it may not be possible tc accommodate them in
that Sub-Division. There is another controvertial matter
and that is with regard to Tribal Belts and Blocks.
Government should adopt a strong policy in this regard.
If they are to retain the Tribal Belts and Blocks that
has to be maintained at all costs.

Mr.Deputy Speaker — What is your suggestion in this
regard 3

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua—Sir, Government has made

a mistake in the beginning. Bacause it has created certain
dissension in the minds of :the people. For the pro-
tection of the poor peopls belonging to the Tribal
communities the Blocks and Belts should be main-

tained. As we have discussed earlier, in the name of
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Tribal Belts and Blocks no non-Tribals should be given
settlement there.

Suppose in a p'articular belt or block there are
100 numbers of people to be re=habilitated and after
re-habilitating these people if another 30 or 5o landless
indigenous people are accommodated, I think my tribal
brothers with not object to it which will create a con-
genial atmosphere. Sir, my last suggestion is that Gover-
nment should thake immediate steps to prevent people
from encroaching lards within the tribal belts and blocks.
I have found thatin the North Bank specially in North
Lakhimpur and Dhemaji the entire tribal belts and blocks
have been occupied by non-tribals and by people who are
not even from this State. I have also seen that the
lands by the side of the Railway line from Rangiya to
Silapathar have been occupied by people from Rangiya
to Silapapaihar have been occupied by people from
outside the State When we afe_ not in a position to

feed. our people ... ..

Mr. Deputy Speaker—They are people of which place ?

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua -Thay are from Bihar, Nepal
ard some eclements from Pakistan also who claim
themselves to be refugees. Sir, we have a duty to acco-
mmodate the real refugees. But we should not enco-
urage whose people who come from Pakistan under this
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or that plea in the name of refugees. The question of
accommodating refugees is a delicate question and it should
be examined very carefully because it is scen, that in
the name of refugees there is an onrush of people
from that side of the bordﬂer. If we allow this process
to go on unchecked, a time will come when the entire
people of Assam will be

extinct. Sir, these are my
Suggestions.

This is not a problem which could be solved
in a day or two. It is a continuous process. Now it

Shri Kandarpa Narayan Banikya : Mr. Deputy Speaker.
Sir, the present policy of 1 nd settlement in the district
of Goalpara is like a cup of milk adulterated with
morphia.

sures should be taken by the Government.

Sir, with regard to V.G. Rs...I have s¢ mething
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to say. As a matter of fact, no member mentioned
about the V. G. Rs. These V.G. Rs. are sandy and
less grass can grow there than what is required for
the cattle. So. my suggestion is that some parts of the
V. G. Rs. should be given settlement for only one year
so that fresh and new grass can grow for the better-
ment of the cattle. Sir, the major portion of our dis-
trict was under the zamindars, and when Government
tock possessicn of the acquired estate, it is a matter
of great regret that the Government did not consult
with the officers of the Zamindaris in order to give
settlement peacefully.

# Speech not Corrected
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“The problem of land settlement and revenue
administration is a complicated one. It is more so in the
District of Goalpara which is passing through a transitional
period is so far as the revenue administration is concerned.
The Zemindary system was abolished in 1951.  Subse-
quently settlement operation was started and it is now
over. In the process the temants had to confront with
manifold anomalies that have smashed the very founda-

tion of the economic structure of the peasants.

1. Incorrect record of land :

During the period of Zemindary system in most
of the esiates proper record was maintained. The maps
or the chitas were prepared really on the basis of actual
possession, And as a result people had little scope of
making any complaint regarding record of right. Except
a few foundary disputes or disputes regarding title or
Possession occuring normally here and there, people were
generally satisfied with the records of rights prepared
during the Zemindary system. Their tenancy was secured

and they got a psychological - impetus to devole more
attention to cultivation.

Unfortunately this position was disturbed unwi-
~sely  due to the following defects of the recent settle-
ment operation :—

(a) The procedure of “Bujaot” as laid down in the

Goalpara Tenancy Act was not followed.
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(b) Survey and settlement was corcectlessly ‘without
any reference to or'consulting the previous sta-
tes chitas or maps.

(c) This complicated job of survey and settlement
was made with incompetent hands i, e. upstant
young boys getting only six months training—
learning nothing but how to be richer by exac-
ting money.

(d) The tenents who were never experienced about
the procedures of the settlement operations were
not given any chance to know things prior to
the beginning of the settlement operation.

The result was disastrous, the whole thing went
topsyturvey. The records of rights enjoyed by tenants
for generations together vanished over night. The land
of X was recorded in the name of Y. The land of Y
was recorded in the name of Z and Z’s land was con-
verted into a no-man’s land and so on an so forth.

Thousands of cases under section 107 and under
section 103 of the G. T. Act were the result of these
incorrect records. . There are thousand other p-ople who
could not file any case whatever for correctiin of the
records.

2. Encroachment cases :—

As mentioned above many touzi lands were inc-
orrectly recorded as khas. Now eviction proceedings have
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been started against those who could not get or avail
of the remedies under section 107 or 103 of the G.T.
Act nor couid file any Civil suit. They are going to
be . evicted from their own. ancestral touziland only be-
cause of the incorrect record Their only fault is that
they could not understand in time the dmplication of
the settlement operation. Although ignorance of law is
no excuse, the authority concerned also cannot be exc-
used for the defects stated in pars 1 (a)(b)(e) and (d)
above,

3. Rent without land =

There are instances of demand of fent according

to the old touzi whereas the tenent has no such land
according to the settlement record.

4. Status lowered :

Some times a periodic Patta holder is compelled
by circumstances to take annual patta of his own per-

iodic patta land which was incorrectly recorded as Khas.
5. Corruption :

Corruption in the Revenue Administration knows
no bound. The officers from top to bottom in a circle
are really living in a paradise of corruption. To them
there is no law but money. In revenue and settlement
matters they can do whatever they like for the sake
of money. Indeed in the field of Revenue Adminictration
it is money that counts, and nothing else.
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6. No remedy &

Now that ‘period of  limitation for filing appli
cation under section 107 and suits under section 103 of
the G.T: Act as Civil Suits is seen in all the Dehis.
The aggrieved tenants who could not take any steps for,
correction of the incorrect records ave pow going {0

leave their arcestral land for good.

In short these are the anomalies besid% others
which I hope to discuss with you on some other
occasion. '

My suggestions for removing the anomalies are
given below i(— :

1) Section 124 of the G.T. Act should be
amended so as to give it ‘wide ‘scope with a view to
providing remedy similar to that of section * 107 and

103 of the G.T. Act.
2) The period of limitation for filing Civil Suits

as prescribed in the G.T. Act should be: extended up-

to 12 years by amendment.
3) All encroachment cases should be stayed

until a thorough enquiry is made to find out the real

state of affairs.
4) The system of giving anaual patta within the
jurisdiction. of the G.T.Act should be strictly prohibited.
5) An enquity commission should be appointed
to make a thorough investigation into the anomalies in
the matter of settlement and administration,
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6) The rights and privileges of tenants as per
provision of the G.T Act should carefully be protected.

The matter discussed above is really a life and
death question of the people of the District of Goalpara.
