To encourage the growth of local products as well as
for improving harmonious growth of revenue of the

State Entry Tax was levied @ 4% on plant and

machineries. However, after proper review and in

_ conformity of the Finance Ministers' Budget Speech

in the last Budget Session, the rate of Entry Tax has
been drastically reduced. So as to give priority to the
growth of industry than revenue collection, Health
institution including Medical Colleges are totally
exempted now from such Entry Tax. For small scale
Industries it is levied in the nominal rate of 1% only
and for medium scale Indusstries upto Rs. 5 crores
levied only at 2%. For capital investment on plant
and mechineries on major and heavy Industries Entry
Tax remains at 4%. As such, it is expected that there
will be no regulative impact on Industries as the revised
rates are nil or nominal for those who may suffer more
from imposition of higher tax.

MEMORAMDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
REACHED BETWEEN GOVERNMENT OF

MEDIUM TERM FISCAL REFORMS

The Government of Assam and the Ministry of
Finance, Govt. of India agree on this 26th Day of March,
7003 that the Government of Assam and the Ministry of
Finance Government of India will work together to enable
the Government of Assam to achieve fiscal sustainability
in the medium term in accordance with the Assamk
Medium Fiscal Reforms Programme (2000-01 to 2004-
05). Accordingly, the parties agree to the following
measures of fiscal reforms and the indicators by which
the performance of the Governemnt of Assam would be
