MAHALS RULES, 1977

(Published in the Assam Gazette, Part-IIA, dated April §,1978)

- The 16th December 1977

No. FRS. 586/77 — In exercise of the powers conferred’ by Sections
26, 33, 34 and 72 (e) of the Assam Forest'Regulation VII of 1891,
the Governor of Assam is pleased to frame the following Rules for
sale of Forest Produce from the Reserved and unclassed State
Forests.

These Rules supersede the Assam Settlement of Forest Coupes
and Mabhals by Tender System Rules, 1967 notified under No. FOR .
329/65/46, dated 25th September 1967 and No. FOR. 329/65/56
dated 25th September 1967.

1. Title and application of the Rules. — These Rules shall-
be called the Assam Sale of Forest Produce Coupes and Mahals

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The question that arises for consideration is what is the meaning
of the expression "by negotiation". Whether it empowers the State
Government to dispose of forest produce by private negotiations
with select individual? The Supreme Court had occasion to decide
identical question in similar circumstances. In Ram and Shyam
Company v. State of Haryana. (1985) 3 SCC 267, 283, it was
held that the meaning of the expression "private negotiations" in such
a case must take its colour and prescribe its content by the words
which precede them. And at any rate disposal of the State property
in public interest must be by such method as would grant and
opportunity to the public at large to participate in the State reserving
to itself the right to dispose it of as best subserve the public weal.

Viewed from this angle sale by private negotiation should be
interpreted to mean by negotiation which also fulfil the essential
attributes of tender or public auction.

"+ Government have all along been most anxious to find a'satisfactory
solution to the problem of foreigners in Assam. The All Assam Students
Union (AASU) and the All Assam Gana Sangram Parishad (AAGSP)
have also expressed their keenness to find such a solution.

Lo

2. The AASU through their Memorandum dated 2nd February,
1980 presented to the late Prime Minister Smt. Indira Gandhi, conveyed
their profound sense of apprehensions regarding the continuing influx of
foreign nationals into Assam and the fear about adverse effects upon the
political, social, cultural and economic life of the State.

3. Being fully alive to the genuine apprehensions of the people of
Assam, the then Prime Minister initiated the dialogue with the AASU/
AAGSP. Subsequently, talks were held at the Prime Minister's and Hone
Minister's levels during the period 1980-83. Several rounds of informal

talks were held during 1984. Formal discussions were resumed in March,
1985.

4. Keeping all aspects of the problem including constitutional and
legal provisions, international agreements, national commitments and
humanitarian considerations, it has been decided to proceed as follows :—
