During his term of service in the Bank Sri Tamuly sanctioned
two Bank Guarantee to Assam State Electricity Board for Rs.
22 07,684/- (Rupees twenty two lakh seven thousand six
hundred eighty four) and Rs. 58,33,389/- (Rupees fifty eight
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lakh thirty three thousand three hundred eighty nine)
respectively in favour of M/S Trans Power Pvt. Ltd. vide ts
letter No. ADV/TEA/2002/260-261 dated 13.01.2000 in a
most irregular fashion and in total departure from the official
norms for such sanction. |

It may be informed that M/S Sonarie tea Company Pvt. Ltd,
a limited company availing financial assistance from the
Bank Against the Tea Garden M?S Sonarie Tea Estate,
applied to the Bank Vide their letted dated 29.11.99 for the
aforesaid two Bank guarntee on behalf of oNe M/S Trans
power Pwvt. Ltd and as security Against the Guarantees the
Bank was offered the properties of M/S Sonaries Tea Estate
which was already mortgaged to the Bank. By passing the
usual norms of sanctioning Bank guarantee against hundred
percent liquid security, the then Managing Director sanctioneq
the Guarantees mentioned above against securities of Rg,
2,00,000/- in fixed Deposit with the Bank vide letter No. ADVy
TEA/2000/260-261 dated 13.01.2000 in spite of the fact that
the beneficiary was not a customer of the Bank, neither they
applied for the Guarantees on their own self. More surprisingly,
the sanctioning letter also did not specify any form of
documentation to secure the properties of M/S Sonaries Teg
Estate as against the Guarantees mentioned above. As Per
existing practice, the Managing Director is not empowereq
to sanction such Guarantees of huge amount, which is Within
the power of the Board of Directors of the Bank only. Even

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after sanction of the Guarantees, the matter was not placed
before the B.O.D. for information and necessary approval.
as it turned out, the beneficiary had dehaulted in executing
the job with ASEB as a result of which the ASEB invoked
the Guarantees vide letters dated 09-01-2001 and 09.01.2002
causing embarrassment to the Bank and leaving no scope
to the Bank other than remitting the amount to ASEB from
its own found. Had there been proper documentation holding
the property of M/S Sonaries Tea Estate as security against
the Guarantees, the Bank could have, at least, take action
for recovery of the amount from the Tea garden, but taht was
also denied to the Bank by not executing any such document
to secure the guarantees. As a result of this, once contigent
liability has become the actual liability to the Bank.

The joint committee comprising of officials of the State
Government, representative of Registrar of Cooperative
Societies and the representatiVe of NABARD, reported very
adversely innregard to these Bank Guarantees in their report
already submitted to the Government of Assam and also
apprehended that this contingent liability would become
Bank's actual liability. The NABARD also in their statutory
inspection, reported the same thing and accused the Bank
for providing the Guarantees violating the established
procedure.

During the tenure of the incumbent Managing Director, the
matter was placed before the Administrative Council of the
Bank for discussion in the meeting held on 20.20.2002

Pvt.Ltd for recvery of the amount of Bank Guarantee.”

In view of the stand taken by the Bank not to further extend the period

£
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of the Guarantees, the ASEB moved the Hon'ble Gauhati High Court
against the Bank vied Wp (C) No. 4480/2002 and MS No. 46 of 2002
in the Court of Civil Judge (Senior Division), No.3, Kamrup, and
considering the rerms of Guarantees, the Bank has no means to
defend the case but to pay the entire amount of Guarantees to ASEB
from its own fund starved coffer. It may be informed that the Bank
has already iniriated departmental procedings against the Bank
officials found to be involved in the irregularity and request the State
Government to take all possible steps as well as necessary action
against all those involved by instituting a proper enquiry and in the
spirit of the above resolution of the Administrative Council of the
Bank.
