cemed.
Further-more, S. K. Oil is the major source of fuel for

lighting purposes for the vast majority of the population here,
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because of the erratie power supply situation, which is
even worse in the rural, hilly and remote areas of the State.
the power supply situation gets even further aggravated due
to the spates of devastating floods, which ravage the state
several times every year.

The matter has been taken up repeatedly with the Gov-
