Due to frequent change
of courses of Sankosh River some boundary pillars were not found
to have been existed. As a result it was difficult to take Suitable
action in regard to the state boundary as also to the Kachugaon

 Forest Division boundary. On 21.4.1997 the S. D. O. Gossaigaon

Sub Division, the D. F. O. Kachugaon division jointly inspected
the area in question and the S. D. O (C) Gossaigaon submitted a
detailed report alongwith all relevant documents to the Deputy
Commissioner, Kokrajhar District. A copy of this letter was also
endorsed to the Commissioner, Lower Assam for his information
and necessary action. The D.F. O., Kachugaon Division requested
the Deputy Commissioner, Kokrajhar to convey his valuable
suggestion in this regard vide letter No. dt. 23.4.1997. There
after on 24.3.2001 a joint field inspection was conducted with the
presence of the following officers from Assam as well as West
Bengal. From Assam, DC., Kokrajhar, SP. Kokrajhar, SDO (C),
Gossaigaon, Divisional Forest Officer, Kachugaon Divn,
Subdivisional Police Officer, Gossaigaon and other officers from
Kachugaon. From West Bengal side the Addl. Deputy
Commissioner, Jalpaiguri Dist., Addl. SP., Jalpaiguri Dist. BDQ.,
Kumargram, Manager, Kumargram Tea Estate and other officjalg
from West Bengal, The problems for ascertaining the boundary
was still there. It was decided to carry out a joint preliminary
survey after-the rainy season is over and afterwards survey of
India may be requested for finalisation of the disputes.
