Sukhendu Shekhar Dutta to speak. -
Shri‘ Sukhendu Sﬁékhar Dutta : Hon’ble Chairman,
Sir, actually we donot want a fulfledged budget, we
prefer one Vote on Accounts only. However, we have to
accept the reality. Now coming to budget discussion
my good friend Mr. Hemanta Kalita had mentioned
certain points hopping that certain results should
come O_u‘t‘ S.C. and S.T. will be benefitted, water
supply Vf’ﬂl be provided.
