(a) Is it a fact that about 4 (four) months back, Government had
issued instructions to withraw/dismental all unauthorised Forest
check gates constructed adjacent to National High Ways?

) If so, then how some unauthorised Forest check gates still in
Barak Valley, only by removing Bamboo/wooden bars and
harrasing truck drivers by stopping trucks on National High
Ways?

(c) Whether Government will look into this and implement its own
order by letter and spirit?

Sri Pradyut Bordoloi (Minister of State Forests (Ind.)) replied :

(a) Yes.. :

(b & c) The connotation of a Forest gate is different— it is not just a
check gate but meat to be forest protection/conservation post
which is usually put up at a strategic point to prevent illegal
movement of forest materials/produce. Such Forest gates have
been operational in Assam as per Forest manual of 1891.
However, there is no unathourised check gate in the Barak valley
as per as information. However, any specific complain would be
promptly looked into and Govt. orders would be fully
implemented.

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(a) Government has taken steps to prevent illegal felling/theft of
trees and other Forest Produces by intensifying patrolling by
the forest staff, Assam Forest Protection Force, etc. regularly.

(b) Action is taken to seize/cismantle whenever un-authorized
sawing of tlmber is detected in the river side and other forest

areas.
(c) There are 10 nos. of approved saw mills which are
functioning in Cachar Forest Division as below :
1. M/S Meena Saw Mill.
2. M/S Laskar Saw Mill.
3. M/S Assam Timber and Saw Mill.
4. M/S A.R. Mazumder Saw Mill.

(d) There is no large scale illegal felling of trees in Cachar Forest
Division. However illegal timbers are brought from the
neighbouring State, e.g. Mizoram and Manipur, specially
during the rainy season through rivers, which are detected and
seized within our territory. During last three and half years, a
total of 22 nos. of offence cases have been detected and
registered.
