Owing to defective and ambiguous language of the Government Order and
interpretation thereof regarding drawal of initial pay and allowance of Govern-
ment Officers at the revised scale of pay there occurred overdrawal of pay and
allowance til} receipt of the initial pay statements approved by the Comptroller.
The overdrawal commenced from 1948 and the initial pay statements were not
received from the Comptroller until 1951, In some cases these statements
have not yet been received. In consequence of all these circumstances,
the amount of overdrawal drawn in good faith accumulated to a large
amount for each Government servant. The Comptroller has now directed
the Heads of the Departments to effect retrenchment by recovery of the excess
money in the pay bills_. If the_se directions are given effect to the affected
persons will be hard-hit in this critical economic situation due to abnormal rise
of price of all daily necessaries gf life. Itis therefore resolved that Government
be requested to take sympathetic reasonable view in the matter and grant relief
to the affected persons by waiving the excess drawals.

this effect was taken from each employee drawing pay in the revised scales,
On the basis of this undertaking, amounts overdrawn as pay and allowances
as a result of wrong fixation of pay in the revised ;scales are being recovered and
in some cases in easy instalments to mitigate the hardships of the officers con-
cerned. Government in the circumstances, regret, they cannot agree in general
to waive recovery of amounts overdrawn as pay and allowances as a result of
wrong fixation of pay in the revised scales.

Government Resolution regarding permanent retentien of the 25
temporary posts of Sub-Inspector of Police for Unarmed Branch

The Hon’ble Srijut BISHNURAM MEDHI: Mr. Speaker, Sir, I beg to
move the following Resolution :— : : ;

#¢On account of deputations, general increase In the Police Force necessary
to cope with incrcased crime and border problems, etc., there are at present
89 temporary posts of Sub-Inspectors of Police sanctioned from year to year.
These posts are being held entirely by promoted Assistant Sub-Inspectors of Police
25 direct recruits cannot be entertained on temporary basis. This temporary
promotion ultimately means a shortage in the Police personnel as a whole either
in the rank of Assistant Sub-Inspector, Head Constable or Constable. On the
other hand, if these posts are made permanent, under the rules at least 50 per
cent. direct recruits can be entertained against them, restoring an cquivalent
number of men fo their substantive ranks and strengthening thereby these lower
ranks. In the interest of better administration of the Police Force it is considered
essential that at least 25 of these temporary posts should be made permanent with-
out delay. Normally a schedule is necessary for such provision but as such pro-
vision cannot be made earlier than in the next year’s budget it has been decided
to seek through this resolution the approval of the I;Iopse to the permanent reten-
tion of 25 temporary posts of Sub-Inspectors of Police for Unarmed Branch so
that the proposal may be given effect to as soon asit Is approved. As there is
provision for these temporary posts in Fhe bud_.get for the current year no extra
expenditure is involved, but this implies additional recurring expenditure. I,
therefore, commend the proposal for the acceptance of the House™.

In moving this Resolution I want to0 draw the attention of the House to
another factor, and that is that all the appointments 1n the rank of the Assistant
Sub-Inspectors are filled up by promotion from the rank of the Constables.
Generally educated people, who are graduates or have passed the Intermediate
Examination, do not like to join the rank of Constables with a view to be promo-
ted to the rank of the Assistant Sub-Inspectors. If there are permanent vacancies
in the rank of the Sub-Inspectors 50 per cent, of these can be filled up by means
of direct recruitment and in that case we can get educz?.ted and efficient men who
would increase the efficiency of the cadre. In view of these difficulties, and also

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4. The system of protective measures should be adopted by Government to
prevent recurrence of annual floods. i

5. Government should adopt another measure, viZ., ¢
land under cultivation and encourage cultivators to grow double cropping.

The
first thing is to create a new psychology among the minds of cultivators about the
improved methods of cultivatoion.  For that a good deal of publicity is

necessary. Qur Publicity Department should be more active in this direction.
I must confess that our

Publicity Department is not at all working vigorously
in this direction.

Lastly, I should say that that we should not alwa
ply. We should depend on cur own resources and make our country fit for
growing more food. Food business is our problem, and I have offered this
suggestions in order to tide over the difficulty. Let us all meet this situation as

> n. Members of this House about the poor cultivators
and their misfortunes under the present procurement policy. Procurement affects
the poor cultivators very little as they are obliged to consume all they Produce,
In Mmany cases the poor cultivator provides barely enough for his own require.
ments. Those who are a little richer may produce a little more and there is SOme
surplus but they are obliged to sell this surplus to buy necessities of life, Tt is the rich
cultivators with substantial holdings who have been able to benefit from high prices

and we feel that their case deserve little sympathy. They have not sold their surplus

i e
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to the Government Procurement Department, but ha've profited frpm the misfor-
tunes of others. In any case once Government h_as.demdcd on a policy of control I
would contend and contend most seriously that it 1s not open to Government to
question the fairness of the arrangement that they have themselves proposed.
They have established control and they cannot plead now that they have not
applied it vigorously because it would be unfair to the cultivators. We would on
our part welcome and welcome very strongly the removal of all control, as there is
nothing worse than inefficient control. We pnderstand, however, that Goxzern—
ment have no intention whatever of abandoning comrql_ a_nd therefore there is no
alternative for them but to make it a real success by utilising all the powers that
have been vested in them.

It has been argued that there is no rice available in Assam. Firstly because
Procurement has not been able to purchase it from the cultivators. Secondly because
during a brief period of decontrol little rice was forthcoming. Against this we
have Government figures of 2 pra_)ducnon of rice in - Assam which shows
that with an equitable distribution there } would be only a relatively
small  shortage. It IS natural that cultivators prefer to keep rice
rather than cash which is steadily losing its purchasing power. It is
natural that those who hoard rice should be reluctant to sell to Government. We
have to recognise that man is actuated by economic motives. If that view is
correct they will hesitate to sell "at “controlled rates when they feel that it is
against their own personal ﬁnanm_al interest. _When commodities are fetching
high prices it is natural that the individual will be reluctant to hold cash and
prefer to keep his wealth in the form ofrice. In almost all areas where corruga-
ted sheets have been offered cultivators have been willing to give rice in exch ange.
This does not suggest any real shortage on the part of the producerbut a greater
degree of selectivity. Government claim that requisitioning failed to reveal stocks.
I am fully aware of the limitations of the requisitioning policy. Requisitioning has
of necessity to be carried out by means of subordinate staff. On many occasions
advance information is obtained of the arrival of the requisitioning party and it is
therefore no surprise that stocks are not found. In other cases it has been reported
that the requisitioning staff have not been able to discover rice where it existed.
In other instances it is believed that the requisitioning staff instead of concentra-
ting on.the big cultivators and big producers, concentrated on the small individuals
to obtain their meagre paddy surplus while neglecting the granaries of the large

roducers. I am not blaming Government for these malpractices as I realise hogw
difficult it is for the Hon’ble Food Minister to superintend operations which ma
be going on in so many areas.

When, Sir, a year ago I pressed for a compulsory levy 1 never suggested that
it was the only solution to the problem. Bt up to date it still remains the best
course which is open. That, Sir, is equally true today. The compulsory levy was
not an invention of myself nor an idea of the Tea Industry. It was a recommenda-
tion of the Rao Committee Report--to give it its full title—the Foodgrains Procure-
ment Committee set up by the Government of India. I was, Sir, taken a back
by the inference which the Hon’ble Food Minister wish to suggest when he stated
that their procurement was in accordance with the recommendation of that Com-
mittee. It was stated in the memorandum which was placed before the members
of the Foodgrains Advisory Committee that their scheme was the same as that

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its labourers at pre-war prices. The Tea Industry cannot bear this burden indefi-
nitely—a burden which is imposed on no other industry, and a great factor in
stabilising the steadily rising cost of production would be for Government to make
itself responsible, as is its duty, for supplying all tea estates at the proper procure-
ment price with sufficient supplies of controlled foodstuffs for the needs of their

workers’’.

Government may be indifferent to the prosperity of the Tea Industry. But we
would ask them to remember that on the Tea Industry to a large extent depends
the prosperity of Assam. If it cannot operate on a competitive basis with the tea
gardens in other parts of India or in other parts of the world it is doomed to
destruction. 1f this great Industry were to disappear, the Assam Government
would lose 90 per cent of its agricultural income-tax, to mention one item only.
This would involve the bankruptcy of the State of Assam or very drastic retrench-
ment throughout all departments. However, Sir, I wish to make it quite clear
that in the earlier debate, and in the debate to-day,I am not specially pressing
the claim of the Tea Industry. They are merely one of the many consumers in
Assam and we donot ask that they should be placed in any privileged position.
We ask that all consumers, whether in the Tea Industry, whether in the rationed
towns, or whether in the villages, shoulc.l be made secure from shortage. We feel
that the danger which we have faced this year cannot be overcome unless Govern-
ment adopt a more realistic policy. Lakhs or crores of rupees have been earned
illegitimately this year and we can well assume that those who have profited this
year will be devoting their energies and resources in the next year to counter the
controlled arrangement of Government. Each_ year, therefore, it needs increasing
efforts on the part of Government and to do this Government must have a right
policy, they must have a most efficient staff and they must be given the entire
backing of the Ministry and of t_he' Congress Party in carrying out a vigorous food
procurement policy  Unless this is a.chleved I see very little prospect of avoiding
the danger of starvation. Large scctions of the public are looking to the Govern-
ment of Assam to provide them with food. TItis nota great deal to ask of an
Government and we trust that fron} the discussions in the Assembly today th}é
Ministry, and particularly tbe Minister-in-charge of food, will be able to devise a
policy through which he will be able to succeed where in the past only failure
has resulted. We do not wish to embarrass Government and asI said earlier
we are most anxious for the procurement organisation to be a success. I can assuré
the Hon’ble Minister that any support or any assistance which can be offered b
the Tea Industry will be most readily and willingly given. Y
