There are 2,486 Gaon Panchayat Level Multi-
purpose Women Cooperatives (GPBMSS/WMPCS) in
Assam. The banking sector in the State has witnessed
an unprecedented increase of operation during the last
decade and the level of competition has also increased.
The 8 Urban Cooperative Banks in the State are play-
ing a pivotal role in providing Credit to the small and
marginal en.trepréneurs'in the State as well as generat-
ing employment opportunities for the unemployed youth
of the State. : o

.Under the Chief Minister’s Assam Bikash Yojana
and Assam Forest Protection Force scheme, the depart-
ment has taken-up massive plantation drives in the hill-
ocks of Guwahati City along with construction of eight
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barracks and watch camps with the deployment of
Assam Forest Protection Force personnel to increase
the green cover in and around Guwahati. My Govern-
ment has taken up “Aranya which is a module based
Spatial Decision Support System (SDSS) using open

source technology It fac111t1es the decision maklng in

different domains of forestry. The main functlonalmes
of this system' include (i) Identlﬁca‘uon of Plantatlon
sites (ii) habitat sultablhty analysis for w1lclllfe (iii)
Carboon pool 1nventory @iv) land use pattem analy51s
and (V) Forest Crime analy81s Assam is the ﬁrst state in
the country to constitute Tiger Conservatlon Founda-
tions for Ka21ranga Nameri and Manas Tiger Reserve

serve and also notified Tiger Conservation Foundation
Rules for the State for makmg the foundatlon opera-

tional. To counter the challenge of i mcreasmg pressure

on forest and its resources, the 2nd Battalion of Assam
Forest Protection Force has been raised. The Central
Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 has been amended to
give more force to the legislation. As per this amend-
ment, known as the Wildlife (protection) (Assam
Amendment) Act, every offence under this Act shall be
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cognizable and non-bailable within the meaning of the
Code of Criminal Proeedure, 1973. '
~ For efficient manegement and prompt serviee de-

llvery by the State PSUs, my government has laid em-
phasrs on capacrty bulldmg, instilling of professronal-
ism in PSUs etc. Further, a study has been conducted
through institutional consultants for the implementa-
tion of the Memorandum of Understanding & Training
Needs Analysns through the same consultants, for im-
provement of performance accountablllty and super.
vision of the State PSUs In the current financial year,
my Government has launched a few innovative schemes
for SLPEs to strengthen the IT Infrastructure of a few
PSUs for the improvement of their Management Infor-
mation System and Computeriz_eltion of Accounts and
Téchnical Upgradation of PSUs. A few officers of the
Government as well as of the PSUs have been deputed
to the USA and also to places within the country to un-
dergo advance training enhancing effectiveness of
Boards of PSUs and corporate governance.

My Government is exploring avenues for a bal-
anced economic development of the State as well as to
generate employment avenues for the ever increasing
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number of local unemployed youth. In order to facili-
tate growth of the Micro, Small and Medium Enterprise
sector, our Government has glven special attention for
the setting up of Micro, Small & Medium Enterprlses
and also for enhancing the employability of local youth
through industrialization and skill development train-
ing. Durmg the last five years, 6,414 Micro & Small‘
Enterprlses have been set up and these have provrded
approx1mately 46,955 persons with employment. Be-
sides, under the PMEGP Programme, 3682 enterprises'
have been set up by local entrepreneurs have generated

employment for approx1mately 25,738 persons
Initiative has been taken for promotlon of brand

“Assam” in respect of Assam Orthodox Tea and handi-
crafts items in the national and mternatronal market.
The Look East policy is surging ahead with closer and
deeper economic integration by improving relations and
exploring market linkage with South East Asian coun-
tries including China.

My Government has taken many steps for im-
proving the road connectivity in the entire State. Many
schemes such as the Mukhyamantrir Pakipath Nirman
Achani (MPNA), Mukhyamantrir Paki Dallang Achani
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(MPDNA), Assam Bikash Yojana (ABY), State Annual
Plan, SCSP & TSP schemes, etc. have been taken up
for the improvement and construction of roads and
bridges. Moreover some additional schemes funded by -
the World Bank, the ADB and the NABARD have also
been taken up for construction of roads and bridges. In
the meantime, more than 20,000 km of all weather roads
have been constructed and more than 2,900 RCC
Brldges have been constructed Over and above this,
5000 km of road work and 1, 250 RCC Bridges are in
various stages of constructlon Assam has 24 Nationg]
Highways with a total length of 2, 848 km. At present
644 km of thns length is under the NHAI on which work
on the 4-lane East West Corridor Project is in progress,
Another 253 km is under. the BRO and the remaining
1951 km of NH is under the Public Works, Bldg & NH
Department.

My Government has directed the NHAI to com-
plete work on the 4-lane East West Corridor by Decem-
ber, 2014 and to start the 4-lane works of NH-37 from
Numaligarh to Dibrugarh within this year. Action has
also been initiated for an early start to the 4-lane work
beginnihg from one end of the Nagaon Bypass to
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Holongi in the Assam Arunachal Border, via Jamuguri
and Gohpur. My Government has persuaded the Minis- -
.try of Road Transport & H1 ghways to take up construc-
tion of the two mlssmg hnks between NH-37 and NH-
52, connectmg Majuh via Tekellpota and upgradatlon
of the Dhodar Ali to the standard of National nghway
Steps are initiated for the construction of a 4-lane Bridge
over the river Brahmaputra between Gohpur and
Numaligarh. .
My Government has been domg its share for pro- N
viding safe drlnkmg water and sanitation fac111t1es to
the rural areas of Assam by plannmg, designing, and
executing water supply schemes ensurmg adequate sani-
tation facilities and promotmg hyglene practlces accord-
ing to choice and affordabxllty During the last decade
Assam has w1tnessed a significant 1mprovement in the
sectors of rural water supply and samtatlon with i in-
creasing coverage of rural habltatlons in the water sup- |
ply sector and access to toilets by households in the
sanitation sector. A-total 049,093 habitations have been
covered under the rural drmklng water. suppty_scheme.
Over 89 schools have been covered during 2012-13
under the drinking, water supply scheme and 1,44,334
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Individual House Hold La&ines have been constructed
for BPL families. - o "

. My Government is committed to contribute to
the all round development of women, children, persons
with dlsablhty and to the old and mﬁrrn people of the
society as.these groups need special intervention for
their betterment.

My Government has been implementing the
Flagship Programme of the ICDS since its inception to
the satisfaction of the general public. At present 58,279
Anganwadi Centres including Mini Anganwadi Cen-
tres are in operation. All th_esé centres are covered un-
der the Supplementary Nutrition Programme for the all
around development of Children below the age of 6
years and for pregnant and nursing mothers. 500 women
SHGs have been covered under the Mukhya Mantrir
Mohila Samridhi Achani. The Women’s Development
Council is in the process of being set up as the apex
body to co-ordinate all the schemes relating to women
empowerment in the State. A scheme has also been taken
up to insure the llVCS of unorganized landless labourers
of the State under the Aam Admi Bima Yojana.

“Under the scheme of Unemployment Allowance
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to Persons with D'isabiiit_y:a;h& A‘lléwanceto the family
with Disabled Children; my-G6vernment has released
an amount of Rs. 396.00 Lakhs for 6,530 beneficiaries.

My Government has signed an- MoU with the
Govt. of India to roll out Integrated Child Protection
Services to Strengthen the'Juvenile Justice system and
to take up child protection activities in the State as well
as to control child trafficking and child abuse.

During the year 2012-13, my Government dis-
tributed, 34,248 MT of APL rice, 39,602 MT of BPL

rice and 24,641 MT of AAY rice monthly among ‘the

19.06 lakh BPL families and 40.20 lakh APL families.

Through special allocations, an additional 14, 143 MT

of wheat have been provided by the Govt. of India by

way of adhoc allocatlons which has been lifted in close

coordination with the FCI and the Railways. The quan-
tum of food- .grains is expected to increase in view of
the enactment of the Food Security Act by the Govt. of
India shortly. Therefore, initiative has been ‘taken by
the Govt. of Assam to enhance the storage capacity of
godowns by 6.82 Lakhs MT,. Under the Mukhyo Mantrir
Anna Suraksha YOJana, 20 Kgs of rice has been pro-
vided to each beneﬁ01ary family per month at BPL rate
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against a special FCI. With a view to bringing transpar-
ency, accountab111ty and effeetwe dehvery of PDS}1tems ;
to the FCI holders in the State B10metr1c FCI or Ratlon
Cards are 1ntended to be mtroduced There is constant
effort to reduce the margin between the wholesale and
the retail prices of commodities. Vigilance and moni-
toring committees have been constituted and these are
functioning at all levels.

My Government has formulated and implement-
ing policies and programmes for the all round develop-
ment of the SC, ST and weaker section of the people of
the State. Besides these “allocation of fund against 6
Autonomous Councrls and BTC has also been enhanced
during 2012-13 for imparting development activities of
the Council areas.
