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of the situation which has not only effected the normal
life and activities of the people of this State but also of
the whole country. A demand has also been made for remo-
val of the Chief Minister or the removal of the Government.

But we are aware of the gravity of the situation and there-
fore, we feel, the House be adjourned to discuss this situa-
tion arising out of the killing of Shri Rajuand Shri Mahanta.
Till today there are 7 more hostages in ULFA’s custody.,
and nobody knows what will be their fate tomorrow.
Therefore, Sir, this is a definite matter and of urgent
public importance. Sir, it fulfils all the conditions required
under Rule 57. Rule 57 (i) says— “not more than one such
motion shall be made at the same sitting”. Sir, this is the
only motion that is being moved today. There are no other

motion realating to this issue. Rule 57(ii) says— “not more
_than one matter can be discussed on the same motion, and

the motion must be restricted to a specific matter of recent
occurrence.” Sir, our motion relates to the situation that
took place only yesterday and we have not added any other
matter in our motion of adjournment. Thirdly, Rule 57 (iii)
says— “the motion must not revice discussion on a matter
which has been discussed in the same session.” Sir, we did
not discuss the hostages issue or the killing of these two
innocent persons on any day after the session had begun
during this period. Fourthly, Rule 57 (iv) says— “the motion
must not anticipate a matter Wwhich has been previously
appointed for consideration or with reference to which a
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notice of motion has been previously given, regard being
had to the probability of the matter anticipated being brought
before the House within a reasonable time. “and (v) says—
“the motion must not deal with a matter on which a
resolution could not be moved.” —There Was no scope to
move a resolution on such a situation. Therefore. it is a
fit case to be moved in an adjournment motion. Rule 57 (vi)
says— “the motion shall not deal with any matter which
is under adjudication by a Court of law having jurisdic-
tion in any puart of India.” This question is also not under
the jurisdiction of any court of law in the country. Rule 57(vii)
says— “the motion shall not raise a question of previlege....”
We have not raised any question of privilege, Rule 57 (viii)
says— “that it must not relate to a matter which is not
primarily the concern of the Government of the State,
Sir ; our matter primarily concerns the State Government,
Therefore, our motion fulfils all the conditions required
ander rule 57 of the Rules of procedure and Conduct of
Business in Assam Legislative Assembly.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, lastl

y I want to appeal to you and
through you to all the

Honourable members both in the
Opposition and the Treasury banches to consider the matter
that has arisen today due to killing of citizens. Irrespective
of our party differences and other reasons, we should try
to find out a solution so that the crisis can be overcome.
Therefore Sir, in the last session, we appealed to you to
call a Secret session so that all the members belonging
to the opposition and treasury benchan expresg their view
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freely and frankly and arrive at a consensus as to how’
to over come this crisis; But Mr. Speaker Sir, you did' not
agree to this suggestion. Even to-day we feel there is a
big gap between the approach of the Government and the

Sir, you are aware that certain quarter made an effort

- to find out a solutlon ‘but that was sabotaged at different

levels. Previous Governor of Assam Shri D.D. Thakur
bad made a sincere effort to find out a solution and he
contacted the emmisary of the ULFA and they responded
and a letter was written by the ULFA to the Governor
of Assam agreeing to the proposal without any precondition
to start a dialogue with Government of India but that was
stopped. The former Goverror was shocked to know that.
Secondly Sir, I do not know whether it is true or not.
A news has come out in the Indian Express on 8th September,
1991. I shall only read out that— *Saikia foils Pijlot's bid
to talk to ULFA” by Devsagar Singh dated New Delhi
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September, 1991 “The Minister of State for Communica-
tions, Mr. Rajesh Pilot’s attempts to secretly mediate
between ULFA militants and the Assam Government were
foiled by the Chief Minister, Mr. Hiteswar Saikia, and
other Assam leaders’’. I do not know whether this infor-
mation is correct or not, but it was published from Delhi
and it has got widest publicity in the country. Mr. Speaker
Sir, through you to all members particularly treasury bench
I appeal that let us try jointly to overcome this crisis,
I am sure if we make an effort we can find out the solution
and save Assam from agony and disaster.
