Shri Promode Gogoi : Mr. Speaker Sir, under Rule 56 of
the Rules of Procedure and Conduct of Business in Assam
Legislative Assembly, we like to move in this session of the
Assembly an adjournment motion to discuss about the 11—
hour Assam Bundh Call by the All Assam Students Union.
Mr: Speaker Sir, according to our information this Bundh
has been called against the BSF firing in the district of Darr-
ang as a result of which 5 innocent persons were killed and
several others badly injured and this has created great resent-
ment amongst the people of Assam.  As you can see, it is a

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total Bundh and to our information this Assam Bundh today
is a complete success. There is no vehicle on the street, bus
services are closed, “even the padestrians are not in the street.
Therefore, response to the Bundh Call is almost a complete.

' The reason is obvious. We might have differences with

ASSU or some other organisations; but the cause they have
taken up with their cause. In any case, we cannot support
suppression or killing of innocent people by military or

para-military forces.  Therefore, Sir, this is'a matter of

public importance and this is a matter of recent occurrence
because it is taking place today and Mr. Speaker Sir, you

must remember that thisis not only one instance. If there

definite matter of public importance and today there is only

one motion. According to Rule 57 not more than one
can be moved and there is only one motion today and
secondly, we have discussed only one matter relating to
the Assam Bundh taking place today, which is a complets
success. Thirdly, Sir, on this issue I have already given a
definite notice and stated all the factors with respect to our
motion. Therefore, Mr Speaker Sir, this is a fit case for
an adjournment motion and the House be adjourned to
discuss the issues which took place as a result of the Assam
Bundh in the State, which is a complete success.

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Shri Dewan Jainal Abedin : Mr. Speaker Sir, I speak
on the admissibility of the adjournment motion. This Assam
Bundh has been called by the All Assam Students Union in
protest against the firing by BSF Jawans at the Dipila Chawk
killing 5 innocent persons and injuring many others and noi it
is not the question Of..cniiii: Now; it is not the:question asto
who has given the call for the bundh. Rather it is a question
whether the cause is justifiable or fiot and whether the matter
is of urgent public importance which is of very recent
occurrence.  Sir, we ate sitting here in this House-to discuss
the various business of the House. S0, when a successfui
Bundh is being observed today all over the State in protest
against the ghastly killing of innocent people by the B.S.F.
Jawans, we feel it is our duty as well to discuss this matter
of urgent public importance in the House. Sir, this excess by
the Police particularly by the B.S.F. Jawans has surpassed
all records of the past. Sir, recently we have seen similar
incidents in my own constituency and also in the constituency
of one of the Hon’ble Ministers of this Government. In
Mankachar Constituency two innocent persons were killed by
the B.S.F. Jawans for no fault of theirs. Sir, during the last
flood some cattle were gathered the embankmert but B.S F.
Jawang forcefully took them away and when the villagers
protested to thig, they were mercilessly shot at and asa
result of that two persons were killed. In Karimganj also
one Abdul Nur and Rahima Begum were shot dead and Rahi-
ma Begum was also raped In Dipila Chawk, unofficial

discuss this matter and no other matter can be more important than this

matter. This is the only motion we have taken up toJay and this matter is

not discussed earlier in the House. 8o, Sir, instead of taking up the business

as given in the list of business today, this matter of urgent public import-

ance may be taken up.

motion regarding 24 Hours Bandh by the ASDC and KSA
demanding the unconditional release  of Shri Rajendra
Rongpi, Executive Member, Karbi-Anglong District Council,
Hon’ble Member Shri Holiram Terang stated that the matter
was definite and having urgent public importance. Partici-
pating in the discussion about the admissibility of the moticn
Hon’ble Member Shri Promode Gogoi advocated that the
matter was of public importance as the- Bandh began from
31st July, 1991. Agreeing to the views expressed by Hon’ble
Members Hoiliram Terang and Pr¢mode Gogoi, other two

Hon’ble Members namely Shri Giass Uddin Ahmed and Shri
Zoii Nath Sarma advanced their submissions for discussing
the matter of adjournment motion.

I have also heard the submission of the Hon’ble Minister,
Parliamentary Affairs opposing the admissibility of the adjou-
roment motion. He also submitted that the said Executive
Member was arrested on a cognigible offence. He also ment-
ioned that the Court did not allow Shri Rongpi to be released
on bail and the matter was subjudiced.

In this connection I would like to inform the Hon’ble
Members in the words of Speaker Movolongker which I quote-

“The crucial test always is as to whether the question
proposed to be raised has arisen suddenly and created an
emergent situation of such a character that there is prima facie
case of urgency and the House must therefore leave aside all
other business and take up the consideration of the urgent
matter at the appointed hour. The urgency must be of such
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”
a character that the matter really brooks no delay and should
be discussed on the same day the notice has been given.”

While considering the admissibility ' of the adjournment
motjon, three ingradients are to be taken into account, that
is, the matter must be definite, it must be urgent and it must
be of public importance. I fully agree with the Hon’ble
Member Shri Holiram Terang that the matter is definite but
when the Minister Parliamentary Affairs disputed the facts

stated in the motion, I must pay greater emphasis and accept :
the submission of the Hon’ble Minister, Parliamentary
Affairs.

Secondly, a matter to be urgent must have arisen suddenly
in the nature of emergency. But a matter which has beeq
continuing for sometime cannot be raised to an adjournment
motion. Even a matter is of very recent occurence, it may
not be urgent. If an opportunity for its discussion is availa—
ble in the ordinary course of business within a reasonabie
short period, an adjournment motion on a matter which can
be raised during the debate on the motion of thanks on the
Governor’s. Address is not considered to be in order.

Thirdly, the matter must be of public importance. The
question of public importance is decided on the merit of each
case. In the instant case the arrest of a member of the Exec—
utive Council is a normal course of administration of a law 5

and order situation. - So it does not carry the test of public
Importance, I have also gone through the submission of the

Hon’ble Parliamentary Affairs Minister on the matter which
is stated to be subjudice.
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In this connection I would like to refer to page 457 of
Practice and Procedure of Parliament by Kaul and Shakdher,
( 4th Edition ) as follows :

“A matter is not subjudice until the legel proceedings
actually start, but the moment a complaint is filed or a petition
is launched involving jurisdiction of any of the Courts in
India, the court is seized of the matter and to that extent the
jurisdiction of the House to discuss the: matter is barred”.

On the face of the above it appears that the matter is a
continuing onc. Morsover, the Hon’ble Members will get
ample avenucs to discuss the instant matter sought to be
raised in the Adjournment Motion through other procedural
devices. I therefore feel that the motion suffers from the infi-
rmities of the Rules. Considering the facts as stated above,
discussing the matter by way of adjournment mation is not
a fit case, I regret to withhold my consent to aliow the adjo-
urnment motion.

For the information of the Hon’ble Members I would
like to make a clarification.

Sir, in regard to supply of water, the present system is
that with the deposit of Rs 6 lakhs 17 thousands, 1000 connec-
tions are given. Sir, Silchar has a big areas and with the
present treatment cannot serve these areas. So, I urge upon
the Government to s€t up new treatment plant and in this
eoard money should be provided to the departments.
