He says the right to raise two govern-
ing points that not more that one question should be raised.
Secondly, that matter should be restricted to specific matter
which shall be important and this happens so. and No. 3,
the matter requested the intervention of the House and if
this matter does not require intervention of the House. then

be more 1mportant Slr I submit that this is a very. much fit
case for pnvﬂege motion.
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Conduct of Members : In order to maintain the Highest
traditions in Parliamentary life, members of the Parliament
are expected to observe a certain standard of conduct, both
- inside the House: as. well as outside of it. Their behaviour
should be such as.to-enhance the dignity of Parliament and
its members in general. The conduct of miembers should
not be contrary to the usuage, or derogatory to the dignity

of the House or in any way inconsistént with the standards
which Parhament is entitled to expect of its members.

; Apart from the Committee of Privileges which is
there to inquire into. cases of breaches of Privilege of the
House and its members, adhed committees of the House may
also be appointed from time to time to consider and investi-
gate the conduct of a member of the House and to find out
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whether such conduct-was derogatory to the dignity of the
House and inconsistent with the standards expected of mem-

To a‘“short notice question under Rule 48 of the
Rules of Procedure and Conduct of Business in the Assam
Legislative Assembly, given by me with regard to the total
expenses incurred by the Government in connection with
the appointment of three Advisers to the Hon’ble Governor
of Assam, the Hon’ble Chief Minister gave his answers. In
the House on 2.8.91 and placed the same with a statement
on the table of the House. According to the answers, the
State Government paid to the there advisers diverse amounts
_, on the heads, namely, (1) Pay drawn, (2) TA, DA drawn (3)
- Newspaper bill draws, (4) Light refreshment charges, and
(5) Cost of POL. ‘

The there advisers served in the State for different peri-
ods, such as,-
. ShriK N Prasad, Sir Advisor, from 9.1.91 t0 26.6.91
Shri I.P. Gupta, Adviser - from 14.12.90 to 26.6.91
Shri P. P. Srivastava- Adviser, from 29.11.90 to 26-6-91

Strangely, equal amounts have been shown against each
on the head- light 'Refreshment Charges- i.e. Rs. 7,500-/
and on the head- cost of POL i.e.Rs. 23,400/-; How could
equal amounts be paid to each of the three advisers against
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two particular heads although the periods of service of each
of them are different?

This is a clear case where the Hon’ble Chief Minis-

ter has suppressed materials and made before the House
untru statements, Thus, the Hon'ble Chief Minister has mis-

led the House and its Hon’ble Members.

This is clear case of breach of Privilege committed
in the House itself under Rule 158 and 159 of the Rules of
procedure and Conduct of Business of the Assam Leglsla-
tive Assembly.

This is a very important matter and should 1mmech-
ately be brought to the notice of the Hon’ble Speaker for
allowing me to raise it today in the House for taking neces-
sary action against the Hon’ble Chief Minister. Thank you.

RULING FROM THE CHAIR

Mr. Speaker : I have heard the motion. Now. that motion will be

raised tomorrow. Now, Hon’ble Members may kindly re-
call that on 2nd August, l 991 Hon’ble Members Sarvasree
Sasha Kamal Handlque ‘Nizamuddin: Khan; Mumn Mohanm,
Alaudin Sarkar and Chandra Mohan Patowary gave a no-
tices of an adjournment motion regarding the result of: the-
last H.S. L. C. Examination declared on 10.7.91. Hon’ble
member Shri Sasha Kamal Handique made a forceful sub-
mission about the admissibility of the motion as per require-
ment of Rule 57 of Rules of Procedure and Conduct of
Business of Assam Legislative Assembly. He was supported
by Hon’ble members sarbasree Nizamuddin Khan, Munin
Mahanta, Alauddin Sarkar, Chandra Mohan Patowary,
Giasuddin Ahmed, Dewan Jaynal Abedin, Holiram Terang,
Zoii Nath Sharma and Hiteswar Deka and they spoke about
the admissibility of the motion Hon’ble Shri Sasha Kamal
Handique stated that percentage of passes in the High School
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leaving Certificate Exam‘matlon has fallen down and number
of successful candidates in the HSEC Exam. of this yearis
only 23%. This has caused great anxiety not only to the
students community as a whole but also in the field of edu-
cational system in the state. Hon’ble Members who have

- made their submission on the admissibility of the motion

stated that the matter is urgent and héving sufficient public

‘importance and sought the permission of the Chair to ad-
. journ the business of the House for its details discussion.
- .Hon'ble Minister, Parliamentary Affairs opposing the ad-

missibility of the motion and stated that the matter was con-
tinuing for several years. He also submitted that result of the

~ High School Leaving Certificate Examination were declared

on 10.7.91 and therefore, it has not been arisen suddenly.

Hon'ble Member Shri Abdul Jalil Ragibi also made
a submission and opposed the adjournment motion.

I have also heard the submission of Hon'ble Minis-
ter, Parliamentary A ffairs who opposed the admissibility of
the adjournment motion.

Hon'ble Member are aware that in my rolling dated

- 1.8.91 I have held that the matter proposed to be raised

through the ad_]ournment motion must be arisen suddenly
and capable of creatlng an emergent situation of such a char-
acter that there is a prima face case of urgency necessitation

the ad_]ournment of other business of the House to discuss
the matter in detalls

I am fully ahve of the apprehension of the Hon'ble
Members about the causes of 23% of pass in the High School

- Leaving Certificate Exam. of this year. But then this has not

occurred suddenly which has warranted the adjournment of
the other business of the House to discuss the matter. Hon'ble
Members will get ample opportunity to raise this matter during

the course of the debate on Governor's address and through
other procedural devices.
