It is clear from the above chart that occurence
of earthquakes is not ‘at regular interval. Neverthe-
less we should not remain passive onlookers. With
the motto ‘Hope for the best and prepare for the
worst’ we should think and work in such a manner
as would enable us to face as litile affect of
an earthquake as possible. Our approach should be
two pronged one precautionary and the other pre-
paredness.

So there should be an Earth quake Disaster
plan covering both precautionary measures and
preparedness to face the situation,

As regards precautionary measures we are tgo
advise construction of buildings with such materijajg
on which impact of a tremor is minimum as pep
guidelines laid down by ISI codes. The seminar whicp,
was held at the Regional Research Laboratory Jorhay,

in May, 1992 emphasised this aspect and suggested
that Govt. should enforse building codes Seriously

in North FEastern Region which is seismically yepy,
active, The seminar also laid stress on making the
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" ‘people awate about the possible hazards from earth-

quake. The RRL, Jorhat endorse the above views.

30. The industrial policy Resolution of 1556 gave
the public sector a strategic role ia the economy,
Massive investments Lave been made over the past
four decades to build a public sectors which has a
commanding role in tiic economy.
