money so taken, will be returned but it will not
be possible to return the money by today itself,
as we had diverted money actually in June *92 when
we faeed serious financial difficulty. To tide over all

these difficultips, it was diverted, so, I promised
to return the money.

AGP Members walked out in protest )
Shri Holiram Tarrang : Sir, the point is that this fund

was diverted in June. Now, if the Govt. could
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return so much of money to other Corporation, why
can’t the Govt. return a single pie to jhe Sche-
duled Caste Corporations.

If the Govt. can not return the money by today
itself. the Corporation will not bz able to pay all
the outstanding dues and the Tribal Development
Authority will not be able to take up the different
schemes. The Hon’ble Finance Minister should

give us a clear assurance by which date the money
will be returned.

Indian Oil stoppzd supply of raw
petroleum coke to this firm from Octeber 1982 and
their plant at present is closed.

Indian Oil has filed a case against this firm for the
recovery of the outstanding which amount to approxi-
mately Rs. 7.18 crore. Of this, Rs. 2.87 crore have
already been deposited by the firm in the court.
Also the firm has filed counter claims against Indian
Oil amounting to Rs. 14 crore. These claims are
absolutely unacceptable te the Corporation.

The Government of Assam and the Ministry of Indus-
try (Government of India are concerned at the closure
of this unit and efforts are, therefore, under way
for finding solution to the problems of the firm
so that it can recommsnce opsrations. The idea is
that supplies of raw petroleum coke to this firm
may be resumed without prejudice to Indian Oils
outstanding claims against it. The Government has
advised IOC to work out a solution.

The matter is presently under negotiation between
IOC and ICL, and a final decision has yet to be
taken.

There is a general tendency by the businessmen to
evade taxes, that is true. But again, it should not
be taken for granted that all businessmen are disho-
nest. There are some honest honest businessmen as
well. But they also try to evade taxes when the rate
of taxes are very high and that is why, itis better
that taxation policy should be to make the rate of
taxes lower and maximise the realisation of taxes. We
can get maximum resource if arte is low but we will
have to ensure maximum realisation on the minimum
taxes. That makes a good Taxation Policy. I would

So,
these medicines should not be taxed. These should

be free from taxes. And one more important subject

which is known as Unani, i.e, Ayurbedic medicines.
This branch of medicines are very important now-

da-days. More emphasis should be made to develop
this branch. But unfortunately, in Assam till to-day
absolutely nothing has-been to this branch of medi-
cines. I would ~like to make a proposal - that fhe
Ayurbedic College which we have got, that is the
Unani College of medicine, it is just like that, it
should be immediately started in Assam here. T a

rather glad to mention, the Education Minister, who
is not here now, I have seen the minutes of discu-
ssion with the Madrassa educated youths he had the
other day about the use of some drugs, there has

been some agreement with the Government. So, Go-

vernment should take some positive .steps in this

respect, Another. thing I have already told in my Budget
speech that the Government, for the first. time is

going to impose taxes at the rate of 10/. paise per
ticket of lottery. As a matter of principle, Isuppose
this enhancement of tax will bring some coffer to the
Government Exchequer, there is no doubt But asa
matter of principle I would like to say that through-

this isa very dishonest economic practice. Lottery is
a kind of gambling I donot believe in lottery and
gambling.

Our young boys should earn their liveli hood
only by sweat of the brow instead earning lots and
becoming lakhpati and crorepatti overnight. We should
not encourage them to live in false promises. To my
personal knowledge some have become: bankrupt in a
day or two in the pursuit of earning crores of rupees
overnight.  So I want to opposz tooth and nail. I
would like to say that Government should completely
abandon this schme of State lottery business. This is

nothing but a Govt. patronised gam‘blling. This should

“be stopped. (voices from some corners of the House) Yes,

you may bring your Ramrajya. There was no busi-
ness of lottery tickets in the days of Ramrajya. Sir,

I have seen that certain institutions, in respect this
there-has been 5+/. increase in domestic  telephones,
This sort of things in taxation and in consequent
hikes should be avoided, such as, cinematography,
cameras etc. Taxes on such items should not be there.
