An amount of Rs. 1,03, 214/- as per estimate submitted
by the Railway authorities for construction ofal

on this road have been deposited by
concerned authorities in the Railways in August, 1986, There-
after the Assistant Engineer, N. F Railways, Badarpurghat
was directed by the Divisjonal Manager (W) Lumding to take
up the construction of the said leve] crossing to open the
road for public Purposes, vide letter No.W./218/\W-A dated

28.12.87. This action was taken by the Divisional Manager (W)
Lumding, after a lapse of more then one year since making

available the amount for the purpese by this Department.
The Assistant Executive Engineer, N. F. Railways, Badar-

purghat, was reminded through series of correspondances
by the FExecutive Engineer, Karimganj; but to no avail.

However, the matter is also being pursued from this end

All other works relating to this project have already
completed long back.

(B) Kayastbagram-Singaria road

Administrative approval for construction of Kayastha-
gram Singaria road (with a railway level cro sing) was origi-
nally communicated for Rs. 1.68 lakhs, which includes an
amount of Rs. 0250 lakhs for providisg the railway level
crossing vide Government Memo No. DASR, 272[62/40
dated 18.9.70. 7he railway authorities asked for placing of
the fund of Rs. 2,000/~ at their disposal for cerrying out
Survey works which was completed with by this Depart-
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rent as an advance. All other works related to this pro-
ject wes completed  long back, for which an expenditure
of Rs. 1,08.421/- has been incurred. Railway autho'ririels
submitted an estimate for the Jevel cressing amouvnting to
Rs. 1,3183/- lakhs vide their letter No. W-218/22-5 dated
17/20.7.79 with a request to deposit the balance amount of
Rs. 1,29,580/-. The estimate for the project was, therefore
revised for Rs. 2,38,301/-, which was duly approved by the
Government in the department vide No. DAbSR-272/62/47
dated 5.12 gl and the balance amount for the level crossing
amount to Rs. 1,29,880/- was deposited to the railway
authorities through Bank Draft by the Exccutive Engineer
Karimganj Road Division’s No. G-5/9-8/38 dated :g.11.81.
The Railway authority, however, asked for depositing a
further amount of Rs: 33,763/-, stating the total cost of
the level crossing would be Rs. 1,73,643/- vide their letter
No. 218/22,W-5 dated 22.283.

The project was therefore again revised for Rs. 2,93,6C0/-
only, inclusive of Rs, 1,73,643/- for the level crossing. Re-
revised approval was accorded on this estimate for Rs. 2936
lakhs vide Government’s No. DAS5R-272/62/73 dated 6.5.86.
Railway authorities however, did not act to provide the
level crossing and instead of submitted a fresh estimate amoun-
ting to Rs. 7,10,883/- (instead of Rs. 1,73,643/- for the level
crossing only) and asked for depositing a future amount
of Rs. 5,79,003/- vide their No. W/218/22/W-5 dated 4.2,92,

It is therefore, evident that instead of taking timely
action for providing the level crossing the railway autho-
rities have gone on revising the estimate for the same, due
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to which the project estimate has to te revised on two

occasions till 1986. It is however, been reported by ihe

Executive Engineer, recently that railway anthorities have

now expressed their nability to provide the proposed rai-

lway croising on this alignment of the aforesaid road, due

to existence of another level

the proposed crossing,
In view or the position as attained above, the Execu-

tive Engineer, Rarimganj Road Division has been suggested
to take action as follows,

1) Re-revising the estimate for the project and submi-
tting the same omiting provision of the level crossing and
including provision of a link road connecting this alig:.-
ment with NH-44 on the eastera side of the railway line
So that the portion of the 1oad already coustructed in the
Castern side can become functional, while the portion of
the road already constructed on the western side of the
railway side is already serving as a link roal to NI-4
for the adjoining areas.

2) To ask rajlway authorities to refund the amount
depos'ted with them immediately, in view of dropping of
the proposal for providing the ra‘lway level crossing.

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General Discussicn on the Budget

Shri Parameswar Brabhma ; Mr. Speaker, Sir, the finence

Minister has presented the budget tor 1993- 94, this budget
is a deficit one of Rs. 162.00 crores. Now Sir, as the finance

Minister has pre_se_nted this budget, I have not seen that
this budget will be able tu meet the need of the State,
for development and strengthening the economy of the State
In certain heads as presented in the budget, I want to
cite that the allocation made for the development of Sche-
duled Castes and Scheduled Tribes is Rupees 102.05 crores
from the State Plan supplemented by Rs. 11.28 crores of
special Central assistance. As our finance has eXpressed his
deep concern for the deve]opment of Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tnbcs the allocation is VEry meagre, compare
to Rs. 97'71 crores for 1991-92. Sir, you know the area
where the triba{i' ‘and backward people are living These
people are extremely backward in all respects in the field
of road and communication, schools and all other develop-
mental and infrustructure because of these Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes people are stil] lagging far behind
in compare to other population cf the state. Yes, Sir; 1
agree Assam is a backward state. Even then, These people
is should have, got the minimum requirement for their
livelihood - but Goverament have always been paying less
attention for which development of this area remainrs lep-
sided in the field of Agriculture, in the field ¢f Fducation,
road communication and other necessary infrastructure., These
pepole are lagging behind and are deprived of getiing deve-
lopmental facilities in all respect. Government must see to

welfare of these tribal people so that they can contribute
something with their inciease efficiency in all fields for the
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building of the State of Assam as a whole. So, I express
my feeling that concerning the necessity of their develop-
ent and to help them to came up cope With present
situation. There is no point of satisfaction considering the
backwardness of the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
people living in the interior places. I hope, Government.
will give more attention for their development. Next Sir,
in the employment there has been a reference in the budget
about the increasing trend of unemployment. Yes, unemploy-
ment is a national problem, and it has taken a serious
turn is Assam and Government must. have policies to
overcome this increasing unemployment. But in this budget
our finance Minister has shown and has drawn the attention
of the people on this unemployment ﬁroblcm. But he has
failed to spell out how to overcome this unemployment
problem. He has failed to formulate any pragmatic approach
to tideover the inereasing unemployment among the educa-
ted youths and uneducated youths. So it is my opinion that
the Government should have the pragmatic approach and
see how to create opportunities for observing these educa-
ted and uneducated youths. So that their energies and
potentialities can be utilised for building a developed State.
In the Agriculture, Sir, Assam is an Agricultural State and
more than 70 /;, though it is mentioned 65'/., depends on
agriculture and for the Agriculture sector the allocation has
to be increased to developped Agricultural system on the
hn.e .of Punjab and Haryana and Andhra Pradesh. I think
this is not sufficient and there should be some more affec-
tive steps to being a break through in the Agriculture
syste.m fo'r mechanising the cultivation and for meeting the
‘rcq‘uxred infrastructure, but no such mention has been made
in the budget, So I therefore feel to develope Assam and

-
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its economy and the main stay of Agriculture should be
given more attention and there should be better under-
standing with the Irrigation Department. The Irrigation
Department and Agriculture Department must have a
conserted effort so that we can bring a charge in the sysiem
of cultivation in the State, bzcouse of the lack of co-ordination
and co-operation of these two Departments though we have
vast potentialities we feiled to achieved good results in
Agriculture to bring self sufficiency. As T have said in the
field of Agriculture the power shortage has also created
problem for development of the State, the power is an
imperative necessity in any aspect We carnot think of
development without power. So we must have policies to
overcome this power crises. Qo that we can help, pros-
perity, development and bring a break through in tradi-
tional condition with the help of this power.

In health Sir, as I have said the interior areas the people
are suffering more because they are memters ¢«f Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled 7ribes communities. I bhave come
across with these people, they are still being deprived of
hzalth services We have discussed many things and
apprise the House also. Even today the Tribzl people of
these interior areas are still living in the way of tradie
tional life. They do not have knowledge of modern science
particularly medical science and as they are still depen-
dent on superstition. To bring a change in their leaving con-
dition, it is necessary that health services and more spe-
cially medical infrastuctures stould be provided in these
areas. So that the common people can have their minimum
necessity and get the minimum requirement for their be-
tterment with the knowledge of medidal science. We do
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not have hospitals, we do not have mecessary apperafus
for treatment even number of times we have placed this

watter before this Government. Sir, Kokrajhar and Gossal-

gaon area the most backward places of Assam. In Kokra-
jhar, we have two hospitals of 200 bedded and Gossaigaon
of 100 bedded, but without any apperatus, people are being
treated in these hospitals. Even in Kokrajhar Hospital we
do not have ‘X’-Ray Machine and other necessary appa-
ratus’ to undertake same eXamination to help the treatment
of the suffering people which is essential. But even then
Government has not been able to supply  or provide all
the facilities and many areas are still' without any pri-
mary health centre etc, So we have seen there in higher
mertality rates in these backward areas because of these,
lapses. It is very unfortunate that these people are still deprived

of modern medical treatment in these days where people are
having the developped and improved medical science. These
Tribal people are still more mortalities rate and they succumb
to death with even a simple diseases l'ke malarija, diarrhoea etc.
So Sir, I request the State Government to take effective steps
so that their life standard can be improved and their
children do not have retandasion because of these. Now, Sir,
in Education the plan outlay for general Education our Finance
Minister allocated Rs. 191'50 crores, but far TSP what

should be the allocation has not been mentioned here. There
is still same enemalies in the allocation of fund for improve-
ment of Tribal Languages aspecially Missing Language & Rava
Language, These people are still suffering more due to lack of
clear-cut allocation that what this TSP should share is out

of this allocation, It should have been ‘mentioned that
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certain amount should have been allocated far Development

- of their education in TSP areas, Because of thig anoma-

£

lities in the mixed medium scheols the Assamese medium
has been provincialised but the Bodo medium has not been
Provincialised. It js questioned why the Bodo medium has
not been provincialised the reply is simple (we do pot
have allocation far TSP while we bhave allocation for
general ), So it depends on the allocation thag may come
for TSP. This should have been clearly mentioned. Then
< it would have been Fetter to look into the proble_ms of

the Tribal Students what they have faced in thjs field.
That is why for higher and better education I have been

demanding to create a separate Directorate with separate

budget provision for tribal education. So that this anom alies
dces get room and so  that th'e’rc cannot be any
misunderstanding in the management of Tribal educatjon,
A and Sir, after all our Finance Minister has expressed
\ his concern that under the present condition with this
budget provision, he has expressed hope that the
dificulties may be overcome and this deficits also may be
Overcome with certain policies and other sources that may
come in and I hope that if these are sincerely implemented
and sincerely carried out it will help in developmert of
of our State and improvement of our economy of the State.
“In this few words and suggestions, I hope that through
' co-operation and understanding from all quarters we will be

able to strengthen the economy of the State, Because our
development depends on the economy of the State,
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S'r, the things which are presented in this Budget may
help in developing or strengthening the economy of the
State. With these few words and suggestions and keeping
in mind the progress of the State in the near future
through co-operation a.d understan ing from all quarters,
I hope we will be able to strengthen the economy of the
State. Beciuse to develop and strengthen the economy
ot the State it requires co-operation from trom all quer-
ters. We will be able to get more and more help trom
our Finance Minister in the near future for the develop-
ment of S heduled Caste, Scheduled Tribes, Tea garden
popu]ation and other backward classes people, The regqyr-
ces and potentialities which the tribal people are having
should be utilied properly so as to bring about an M
mity in the matter of deve'opment. It inspite of having
varions potentia's, if a section of the community remain
undeveloped then it will be u bad example for us.

Speaker, while speaking on the budget proposal presented
before the house by the Honourable Finance Minister, I
would like to state that there cannot be an ambitious budget
under the present financial constaint.

Now talking about Agriculture and Allied Services
with an Annual Outlay of Rs. 13531 crores which re-
presents 1319, of Annual Plan Outlay and also stated by

intensity through doubls and multiple GroppinS marketing
support and adoption of improved agriculture practices.
An outlay of Rs. 69:40 crores is proposed for Agriculture
in 1993-94 Annual Plan. Honourable Deputy Speaker,

I am under obligation to state that this part of Honou-
rable Finance Minister’s statement is more academic tham
practical. As a member trom Barak Valley I wouid like te
state that the development of Minor Irrigation in Cachar

is zero. the buffer stock of seeds and fertilizers is most
erratic and the development of improved Agricultural prac-
tice is almost nil. Whatever is the development, it was

done in 1970s and nothing more has been added to it. All
the Agricultural Officers starting from the District officers
down to the Agricultural Demonstrators and Gram Sevaks
are morc Reports and Retun minded than Production
minded. I would request the Honourable Minister, Agri-
culture to constitute a Committee with Honourable Mem-
bers of this August house and gear up the Agricelture
Department so that these officers are compelled to woik
seriously and sincerely in the production side otherwise,
whatever has been stated, all will remain in pagers and
notbing more would be achieved,

Now coming to Panchayat and Rural Development, I
am under obligation to state that the three-tire Panchayat
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Raj bodies are fast becoming old wine in new bottle un-
Jess the Modus Opereni is changed. The IRDP and the
Jawzhar Rojgar Yojona which are poverty alleviating pro-
grammes intended to im'pr'ove'tbe living condition of the
rural poor are becoming Midd]é-man ai]eviation progra-
mmes than poverty alleviatibn ones. ‘The executlons under
IRDP and JRY are dove by the Block Development

Oftcers through their nearest man in Junior Engineer or
the extension officer who would pick up'a Middle-man
or an agent from the village and get executed with 1/4th
of the allocated fund some nominal work which will vanlsh
within two months of execution or which the first ShOWeI'
of the Monscons. Thisis how the scheme is executed and
the rest of the money that s 3/4th- of allocated fund goes
to the pockets of 50 many, in other words, the fund is
misappropriated. This is the field reality of ‘execution
under IRDP and JRY. ‘The DR.D.A. also suffers from
the same fate; The modus operendy i§ the same as JRY
and IRDP, more chocking is the fact that a big persen-
tage of D.R.D.A furd is diverted to the Uiban area for
development work from which the Rural people and the
Rural poor derive no benefit. This has been discussed in
this house a few days back; I would-request the Honou-
rable Minister, Panchayat and Rural Development to gear

up the machinery and by administrative order by some other -

appropriate measures change the Modus Operendy of IRDP
and JRY so that at least 80% of the allocated fund is
utilised and the benefit goes to the Rural poor, I would

also request the Honourable Minister to ensure that D.R.D.A
fund is not diverted to the Urban areas for either deve-
lopmental or Non-developmental works.
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Now coming to the Hea th sector, jt is state that the
qwfoor'amnwes under health sector has been desigred to
achreve the goal of health fer all by the year 20C0 AD
but I am under obligation to stat that in Rarak Valley,
m- st of the state dispensaries, Primary Health Centres and
the Hospitals are in very bad shape. The buildings of the
hospitals P. H. Cs and state dispensaries as well as the
staff quarters have not been repaired for the last few years.
The first Aid materials like Bandage, gauge, cotton wool
are not available in the hospitals, the medicines for daily
use are not supplied to the hospitals and if supplied, these
are exhausted in a few days Life-saving drugs are very
scarce.

up the Medical administration so that doctors do attend
the hospitals according to time schedule, the medicines in-
cluding the Lite saving once as well as the bandage and
stitching materials are supplied to the state dispensaries
P.H. Cs and Medical College Haspitals; 1 would also
request the Hanourable Minister to look into the disparity
in income of teacher of Clinical and Non-clinical subjects
of Medical College and bring about appropriate legislation
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<o {hat teaching posts of Medical Colleges are made Nen-
practicing ones, for unless that is dome, the standard of
Medical education and hospital services to patients cannot
be improved. 1 would like to request the Honourable
Finance Minister to prevail upon the Government of India
to write off the Loan :s:istance given to the state so far
or otherwise there should be Rescheduling of the loan and
moratorium on Loan-Repayment for notless than 15 years.
