Shri Hiteswar Saikia (Chief Minister) replied :

(a) Altogether 21 (twenty one) daily newspapers are pub-
lished in Assam.

(c) Realese of Advertisements are Governed by thé existing
policy of the Government on the subject. :

Shri Sashakamal Handique : Sir, in reply to my questioﬁ
Honourable Chief Minister replied that the release of advertise-
ment are governed by the existing policy. What are those existing
policy for that release of the advertisements? >

Shri Hiteswar Saikia (Chief Minister) : Sir, the existing
policy is by the Government decision held on 21-8-86
Policy for release of Advertisement
General Policy .

(A) Advertisement are not intended to be a measure of fi-
nancial assistance and no Newspaper can claim advertisements as
a matter of right. The primary objective behind releasing Govern-
ment advertisements is to secure the widest possible coverage keep-
ing in view the special needs and the targeted audience of the mes-
sage contained in the advertisement. In pursuance of the broader
social objective of the Government, weighted as far as possible
will however be given to :

(a) Small and Medium newspaper.

(b) Language papers.

(c) Paper in backward areas.

(d) District paper.

(B) The General Policy which governs the release of adver-
tisements within the fund available will be as follows :

~ (a) There must be widest possible coverage.
| (b) Pulling power of the papers in the areas intended to be
covered will be considered. L :

(c) political affiliation of a newspapér will not be taken in to
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accou.nt but one that does not show regard to journalistic ethics
will not be issued advertisements. The paper's no-adherence to the
ethics will be judged by any of the following tests :

- (i) Report inputs to a person on statements he or she did not

make.
(i1) Baseless, motivated, malicious, securrilous or absence

reports.

(iii) Roports, designed to inflame communal passion or
preaching violence or lawlessness.

(iv) Reports repungnant to socially accepted conventions of
public decency and morals.

(v) Non-publication or publication in mutilated or tenden-
cious manner of Government Press notes, handouts and communi-
ques. |

These are the gilidelines given by the Government.

Shri Sashakamal Handigue : Sir, The guidelines as men-
tioned by the Honourable Chief Minister are lengthy one. How-
ever, it is seen that most of the newspaper in Assam are deprived
from the benefit of getting the Government advertisements and as
a result general people think that there are discrimination in the
matter of releasing the advertisements. Therefore, may I draw the
attention of the Honourable Chief Minister to this matter so that
the discriminatory attitude of the Government in realing the adver-
tisements is done away with.

Shri Hiteswar Saikia (Chief Minister) : So far my knowl-
-edge goes to discrimination is meted out to anyone. If the Honour-
able Member could give me a particular case where discrimination
is meted out, I will certainly look into it.

Shri Holiram Terang : Sir, may I know from the Honour-

(a) The Greater Diphu Water supply scheme (Immediate
phase) was taken over by Assam Urban Water Supply and Sewer-
age Board with effect from 25/11/89 from Diphu Urban Water Di-
vision under Public Health Engineering Department.

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But the scheme has already been Commissioned on 13/01/91 by

partial completion of the Project and since then water is supplied to
the town from this scheme.

(c) The reasons of delay of 100% completion is due to vari-
ous site problems. There was alignment problem at site particu-
larly in respect of laying of the clear water gravity main from water
treatment plant to the existing 9 lakh litres capacity reservoir through
the heart of town. These problems have since been solved in con-
sultation with Local P. W. D. Officials, Town Committee and pri-
vate land owners to be affected while laying the pipe line. The
scheme will be completed in all respects during the financial year,
1993-94.
