or much longer time is being taken in some places
to electrify villages—all these are true. Apart from some
inherent defects in the functioning of the Electricity Board, ‘
as I have said earlier, the Electricity Board is a auto-
nomous body constituted under the provision of the Cen-
tral Act. it is not a Corporation or body constituted
or set up under the provisions of a State Act, and
hence we do not have such Jurisdiction on the State
Electricity Board as we can excercise over the other

corporations or bodies under the State Act. However

there has- to be a sort of coodination between the , ‘

the State Govt. and the Board in the matter of its
functioning, and there Wwe endeavour to excercise some
Jjurisdiction over the functionig of the Board, and take a
stand as to how improvement may be affected.

Sir, it would be our endeavour to see that the
Board carries out electrification projects and covers almost

every village. Our Hon. Chief Minister has made a dec-

aration that though some other States have decided to

Py .
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complete their electrification of all their areas - within

the next 10 years, in Assam we are going in for com-
pletion of rural electrification within 5 years. This is a
rural Electrification Corporation is ther and we have
taken up with this Corporation so that the programme
of electrification of all the remaining villages of
our State is imlemented and completed within the
stipulated time. All the nine Schemes are in
hand, and in the function of the State Board there
are some difficulties because of some mechanical reasons
and we hope the entire structure of the Board being
streamlined, its functioning will improve and the pre-
sent difficulties which we are faeing will be removed.

Such difficulties are everywhere—for example, a  power

electricity. When there are such interruptions in the
supply, everybody ‘takes interests to get the supply

restored, and Mr. speaker Sir; nowadays. I remember,

on a number of such occasions. I received a number of

telephone calls myself from many people. But we are

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These are some matters which possibly cannot be

rectified because they are mechanical things, but the

overall situation we are trying to improve and with the

stabilisation of generation, we hope, there will be imp-
rovement. Today we are giving to west Bengal,
Arunachal, Nagaland and with the failure of Loktak
project even to Manipur.

shall have to extened the House for another one hour.
I want to know whether the Hon’ble members of this

August House like to extened any more ?

Shri Md. Umarruddin :— Sir, there should be no inter—
eference or discussion when the Minister, Finance is

giving reply.

Shri Binoy Basumatari:— Sir, I wanted to know from the
Minister, Finance that Government received an amount
of Rs. 60 crores for relief and rehabilitation. I want
to know what was the revenue earning from this Rs.
60 crores. I have asked him about debit position also

Hon. Finence Minister has not made any statement on

these points.

- Shri Md. Idris .— My honourable friend raised a point

that to whom this relief was giving and what was
the number. I do not go give details of these distress

people but I assure the Hon. members the relief was given
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to only help those distress people who lost their belong-
ing. We provided them shelter. He also raisedapoint
in Gahpur area tribal victims have not received any reh-
abilitation help. I have checked it and found that jt is
not a fact. Rehabilitation help was definitely givepn to
them. Sir, I almost covered all the points raised by the
Hon . members and if there is any point left . my Hon.
friends will get opportunify to raise then at the tjme
of the discﬁssion on the Demands and at the time App-
ropriation Bill.
