Shri Benoy Kumar Basumatary :—Mr. Speaker Sir, what
is the reason for repeatedly discreminating schools in

Udalguri constituancy which were established as early
as in 1965. All those lists were submitted repeatedly
by me. Even to-day, these schools were not included
in the lists of provincialisation of schools.

Shri Mukut Sarma ( Minister, Education ) :—Sir, if these
schools are in the list, it will be taken np.
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Shri Binoy Kumar Basumatari :— Sir, Hon’ble Minister
had assured that the teachers will be appointed. But
Sir, in my constituency, one Nepali speaking boy who
established the school, he was chased away by the
Sub-Inspector of School with remarks that-“you are
foreigner, your case will not be considered.”

Mr.ijpeaker :—~Grant No. 31 to be moved by Hon’ble
Minister Shri Mukut Sarma.

Shri Mukut Sarma ( Minister, Education ) :—On the reco-
mmendation of the Governor of Assam. I beg, Sir,
to move that a sum of Rs 80,15,97,000 be granted to the
Minister-in-charge to complete the sum of Rs 1,56,13,
06,000 necessary to defray the charges which will come
in course of payment during the year ending the 3lst
March, 1984 for the administration of —Education’.

Mr. Speaker :(—Two Cut Motions have been submited,
one by Shri purna boro, Shri Hemen Das and Shri
Mathura Deka and another by Shri Binoy Kumar
Basumatary and Shri Alit Chandra Boro.

Shri Purna Boro :-That the total provision of Rs. 1,56,
13,06,000, under Grant No. 31, in respect of ‘“Education”
at pages 1-92 of Vollume II, Part VIII of the Budget,
be reduced to Re 1/-j.e, the amount of the whole
grant of Rs. 1.56.13,06,000, do stand reduced to Rs 1/-.

Mr. Speaker :—The second cut motion to be moved by
Shri Binoy Kumar Basumatary.

Shri Binoy Kumar Basumatary :—That the total provision
of Rs. 1,56,13.06.000 under Grant No. 3] in respect of
“Education” at pages 1-92 of Volume II, Part VIII
of the Budget, de reduced to Rs I/-i.e the amouut of

the whele grant of Rs. 1.56,13,06,000, do stand reduced
to Rs 1/-only.
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Shri Binoy Kumar Basumatari :—Mr. Speaker, Sir, the
demand for grant for Education Department is in front
of us. The total allocation of Rs. 156,13 G6,0C0/- covers

the planned non-planned 615 scheduled areas, planned

and noﬁ—planned allocations. QOut of this grant in the
primary Education alone over Rs. 66 crores is proposed
to be spent, and out of this Rs. 66 crores Rs.19,82,000/-
is proposed to be spent for administration and for inspec—
tion it proposes to spend Rs. 1,8261,000. So for admi-
nistration and inspection only. with regard to primary
education, it has been proposed to spend over Rs. 2
crores. But I wish to bring to the notice of the Goy-
ernment that under head of Inspection though a big
amount has been allocated, no Inspection of  schoolg
visits any school. They prepare the inspection  report
sitting in their own offices. It is also. a fact that thosa
teachers Who remain absent they to get their salary
regularly ~because the teachers approach . the S. I. of
Qchools in their residences giving them a share of thejp

absentee pay. Things are very much in practice in my
constituency. I think it is a common feature of tpe
S. L’s ﬁya over the State. Regarding provincialisatioy
and recognition of schools these Inspectors never submig
their inspection report- after they visit or inspect
schools. It a  primary school is to-get a faVOUl‘able
report from the S. 1 he is to be adequately  proy; deg
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with things like Joha rice, row fish etc. I have already
mentioned about Bengbari- School in the question hour.
I do not like to repeat the same. In most cases, most
of the S.1I.s are on the same stand with the student

agitators. If an S. I can declare some one as a forei-
gner then what does the Government thinks.” Is he not

with students agitators ? In our areas we have Ieasons
belive that the teachers are running the agitatio‘ﬁ They
are conducting the agitation. In regard to Bomr Medium
Schools, some schools have not yet been - provmc1allsed
These is one school which was established in 1965 but

this school has not yet been provincialised. And Wwhen
our people, who are illiterate, visit the D. I'.s office at
Mangaldoi people are addressed by the staff as “junglee”.
They say to these people “you should go back to your
home”, and why these junglee people should educate their

children. The Head Assistant of the D.I.s office, who
is always inabriated behaves with our people very inde-
cently We have complained about his behaviour

‘and he was transferred but he approached the Lower
"C"'b“iirt and the Court and the Court has stayed him.
‘tfch thgs are going on in the Education Deptt. Even
'if Serlous Charges are levelled by Hon. members of

“Govérnent priniary schools.  As far| as Tam concerned.
ol thinks1T was< never sought .of any:advice or suggestion

. thatolr should: be  provided, with. a; list of schools for
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grant of this assistance to non. Government primary
schools. I do not know where this ~ amount is being
distributed. Neither has the Hon. Minister never enli-
ghted the House about this, but in the Demand it has
been provided. Regarding Secondary Education it has
been proposed to spend Rs. 5,25,04,000/- on inspection
under planned and non-planned allocations in scheduled and
non-scheduled areas etc. There is also another head for Seco-
ndary School for Govt. grant of Rs. 3,32,00000/-. But I wish
to report to the august Ifouse that these schools have
become nobody’s business. Cnly the. Headmasters rule
the secondary  Schools. They _-chaz:gé: building fees,
admission  fces, . examination feeé etc. and 1n this
way - these . schools earn a lot of mony. They
also earn a lot of money . from the products sold
from work experience. For instance. the turn over from
selling work experience products amount to thousands of
rupees and this amounts are never shown in the
records. Then there are the annual functions. Originally
the annual functions were supposed to report the fun-
"ctioning of the schools — administrative measures taken
and, the position of the schools. Now a days these
annual day functions confine to dance and music-the
real position of the schools are not placed. I Wwish to
draw the attention of the Minister in charge so that
these schools could be brought under control. An amount
of over 97 lakhs of ruppes are proposed under ‘Adult
Education. ‘But what are the schemes ? The least bene.
fits out of the adult education allocation has not gone
into the interior areas like my constituencys. The assis-.
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tance proposed to mnon Govt. colleges amount to
Rs. 11 crores and odd, but I can very well record it that

not a single college in the Tribal Sub plan areas have
received a single rupee from  under this head. There are
are colleges in Sarfanguri Udalguri, Barpeta and Jalah
all these in tribal areas--but out of this 11 crores not
a single ruppee has gone to these colleges. There is
clear discrimination because these colleges are in tribal
areas and these colleges were started with Englsh medium.
For the last five years we have been trying to obtain
a clear cut quantification of the Tribal Sub Plan grants
of the Education Department but we have failed. Even
in this year’s budget the Govt. have not quantified this
allocation. For the last five years there has been a Tribal
Sub Plan for tribal education but nowhere in the ‘Demand
for Grants’ we have seen that quantified amount. Sir,
there is a Planning cell in the D.P.Is office and this
cell has sabotaged this quantification. Then there are
some grants for universities and other things. Sir, what
are these universities doing ? We are having a lot of
difficulty in the matter of getting affiliation from the
Gauhati University. Sir, there is an untold, unexpressed
division in the educational sphere of the State, parti-
cularly in case of those belonging to the tribal
communities and minorities who have been demanding
implementation of English medium as medium of instruc-
tion and the Gauhati University has failed to provide
justice to the minority educational institutions. Therefore,
Sir, I place a demand before the House that in the
North Bank one university should be established so
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that the tribal people and the minorities have easy
access. Sir, I have gone though the demands in detila
and I have not found anywhere that Middle English
Schools will also be provided with grants. There are
of course heads for grants to Middle English schools
but not a single rupees has been earmarked for these

schools. There are heads for Secondary and Primary
education but for Middle English Schools no specific

amount has been shown. Now, a little about the Tribal -

Sub Plan. In my constituency there is a school under
the name ‘Lal Bahadur shashtri school’ which was esta—
blished in in the year 1960. On 1lth of August 1980
the ITDP of Mangaldoi had granted a sum of 11 thousand
rupees to this school, but surprisingly in the D.P.I's
office the name of this school had been cut off and
even today this grant has not gone to the school.
During the last holocaust in the month of Febryary,
Sahid Maniram Boro L.P. School and Puthimari 71 .p.
school mnear Dhekiajuli were completely guited and
destroyed by the agitationists. Today the boys are sitting
under the trees. We have seen that an amount of ¢g
crores of Tupees have been provided for relief and reha—
bilitation of the affected people and their ingstitutions
and we are told that these schools will be Ie-construc-
ted from this relief grant but even today no grants have
been allotted to these schools. These were fully esta—
blished schools with furnitures and other equipment
for teaching but even today these S¢hOOls have ngt peen
reconstructed.  Sir, T wish to ask from whijcp . Head,
such schools destroyed during the trouble will e recon-
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structed ? Sir, I want to bring on record some dictatorial
works that are going in the inspectorate. By the month
of August, 1981 Kathalguri M.E. school in my consti-
tuency received over 87 thousand rupees but out of that
amount a sum of over Rs. 37 thousand was defalcated
by the Headmaster and thé then Secretary of the
school, and the D.I. instructed me personally to recon-
stitute the Managing Committee, and accordingly, we,
after holding a public meeting reconstituted the Managing
Commitee with this humble self on the Chairman. But
unfortunately immediately thereafter I had to go abroad
and on my return I learnt that the Rulling = Party had
placed one man who absconded from service after
defalcating several thousands of rupees from a Marketing
Society. This man was brought again and was elected
a5+ Chairman.. - He . has: . pressusisedithe =D L= and. the
recommendations of the fictitious committee was approved,
Not only That Sir, we had decided to remove the headmaster
for defalcating this Rs. 37,000/—. No audit was conducted
by the department nor any steps taken by. them. But
this headmaster was re-instated in service by the government.
Not only that, Sir. We had very few students belonging
to Assamese-speaking community in the school numbering
about six and we dccided that the Assamese medium should
be stopped. Then this headmaster along with the Chairman
and the Managing Commiitee brought police on the plea
that Assainese medium was driven out and devided the
school properties like blackboards, almirahs and took
away the school about 2 miles south from the existing
school, and the serious thing that the Inspector of Schools

had done is that the schocl which was an established
school since a long time- that is in 1974, was declared
as a Vanture school overnight and the school that was
established with the help of police in a single day was
declared a Government aided school. Sir, these are the
processes by which <hey are creating a situation in the
tribal areas. There are many instances which I hope
the hon’ble Minister. Education will discuss with us and
then we will Give details to him because, I do mot
want to take a lot of time of this House. Sir; Wwith
these words, I move that the Demand be refused.

Sri Muhammed Umarucdin ;—Mr. Depty Speaker, Sir, I~

want to speak not on Cut Motion but on the Motion
itself for certain clarifications. Sir, the total budget for
the Education department is for a very large Sum of
money, that is Rs. 1.56 13,06.000 which is almost one-fou.rth
of the total expenditure. The whole process of Education
comes under 3 stages (1) Primary (2) Gecondary and
(3) College and other technical edcation etc: There I
fiind under Primary Education which is most important
part of educations and which is compulsory under the
Constitution that the total sum provided is Rs. 66 crores.
Sir, all this amount is being spent from year to sycdl.
Sit, how s it that different parts of the state- from
district to district, sutdivisions to subdivisions momn
iS not being spent on equal basis ? How ¢ We
Teémove this disparity and imbalance ? Sir, W€ may not
be scientists or highly learned men butwhat the -pGOple
would demand and deserve and a right to demand i literacy.

Sir, in this primary Education, I have told time and
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again that certain areas have been neglected for «\‘
the last 35 years and of these districts, my district |
is one and the only one in the Plains districts
where literacy is about 20.6% only, acording to 1971
‘consus, though after the districts have been divided,

there is some difference. I have examined the whole

position and statistics for the last 30 years and I find &
that this disparity between one district and another
continued ; never the Government cared to examine the ‘ﬁ

position to find out the reasons for this and to bridge
this gap and disparity. Sir, it is the moral and consti-
tutional duty of the Government to examine this positions
from time to time and then take steps to bridge the
gap but nothing has been done in this direction by the

Govt.
It is something like carrying coal to the New Castle ; 1

some are progressing faster and others are lagging behind
Sir, there are certain areas like Char and Hill areas and |
inaccessible areas wherc again education hardly reached. l
So, I would like to tell the hon’ble Minister,
education that the whole position should be exa— Q
mined carefully and a clear-cut policy decision
should be made so that within a given time (say, 3/4
years ) through an accelerated or crash programme all these \(’
gaps or disparity be bridged as far as possible. : { [

Sir, last time abaut 2600 venture schools were taken ¢
over and we the M.L.As from the district of Goalpara
demanded that all the ventures schools of this district
's,h‘ould be taken over but it was not done but some
were taken over. Sir, the Minister; Education toured
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many districts several times but he had never toured our
district.

Sri Mukut sarma :—Not during this Ministry.
Shri Muhammed Umaruddin :—Sir, this Primary education

On must have a clear-cut policy and that the whole position
must be examined properly and the disparity identified
and steps taken to remove the disparity i.e. through
@ crash programme the disparity is removed and the
percentage of literacy rate is brought up as for as possible.

Now there is the question of school buildings. Sir,
there are thousands of school buildings. I tried to find
out whether there is any provision of fund for grants
to the schooi buildings but I could not find any. Only
Lgfind=in pag 8 “Other Expenditure” and under this
head “Other Expenditure” there is provision for Rs. 3/4
crores. Sir, how can this 3/4 crores be shown under
the head “Other Ex penditure”. The sume is quite huge
and why can’t it be specified and described specifically
that this provission is for such and such purpose. Sir,
I have never' come across such system of budgeting in
my life., :

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getting such building grants. I have good reasons to
believe there is a collusion between the S.I. and the
school in the matter of getting sanction for the grants
and it 1is .sometimes found that some amount is mis—
appropriated. Is this Rs. 4 crores going to benefit the
schools ? . Therefore I suggest to the hon’ble Ministec—
you can have a technical department and Ilet the techni—
cal department go and inspect the schools, particularly
in the beckward areas and make estimates of repairs
carried out under departmental supervision so that the
money does not go to the private pockets. So, 1 request
the hon’ble Minster to see that a clear policy is evolved
and valuable money is not wasted.

The second point, Sir, is about technical education.
There is a provision of Rs. 3 or 4 crores for technical
- education. But, Sir, the institutions for technical education
are concentrated in a few places. Now, Sir, for tech—
nial education there are two stages—polytechnic and
engineering colleges. If you examine you will find all
these are concentrated in a few places and other places
are deprived. Unemployment has assumed serious propor—
tion in our State and we are to train our boys in
various technical trades. So, where is the scope for
_training ? I do not want an engineering college but what
I want is that there must be sufficient number of poly-
technics and ITIs distributed in. such a way that there
is a quick programme of development for technical

manpower. This DRDA will not do Sir. It will:touch. -
