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this medical terminologies with which I am not familiar
but, Sir, a concerted action is going on that these areas
where PTCA has large supporters, these people-the ve-
sted interested people have tried to brand these tribal
people as dacoits. So we wish to know the Govt.’s po-
sition. The situation in Udalguri subdivision is mnot at
all peaceful because election in two constituencies are Yet

Although dacoity cases have been increased in the
District of Darrang particularly in Mangoldoi and Pa-
neri Police Stations in 1983, it ‘is not a fact that 4/5
dacoities are being committed every day. In Mangoldoi
Police Station area most of dacoity cases have taken
place in the areas which are involved in the current agi-
tation and extremist activities. In this connection west
Mangoldoi area including part of Kalaigaon Police Sta—
tion may be mentioned.

The investigation of the cacoity cases reveals that
two types of gangs are operating namely (1) Old and
veteran criminals collided with young gangs mostly drop—
outs and unemployed youths and (2) New gang formed
by young persons who are involved in current agita—
tional and extremists activities. The second group is Su-
spected to be committing dacoity for (a) collection of funds
for extremist activities and (b) for personal gains and
pleasures.
