Sub-clause 2 says—if the Governor
is satisfied that a situdtion has arisen in which ‘the
édministration of a district council or region cannot
be 'carried on in accordance with the provisions of
this Schedule, he may by public notification - assume

Fven the reference to this clause- of Sixth Schedule
is' inappropriate and very very wrong. If we are to
act and go. by the Act in its entirity -and we go °
gradually from, step by step, then Sir, before ‘ Rule. 16,
rule 14 and 15 are. there. 'll'he Clause 16 states dis-
solution about the district council or region; It is

*apparent that they should have acted according to

Rule or clause 14 of the Sixth Schedule which states
‘before doing anything, a Commission is to be cons-
tituted’. Clause ‘14 states—Governor may act any time
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and appoint a _Commlsc:on to examine and report on
any matter specified by him realing to the administra-
tion of the Autohomous district or autonomous region
in the State including matters described in C, D, E ’
What does it say in regard to sub-clause B 7 [t says
about the need for a new or special thing in respect
of district ,or region. Sir, if the district council in
the N.C. ' Hills has failed to convene programme
and -transact any business, the Governor should have
initiated measures under 'clause 14 of the Sixth Sche-

~dule first and  should have instituted a Commission

and only on th€ recommendation of the Commission
the Governor should have taken some action. Sir,
they have taken this step to violate the provisions of
the Constitution, Sir; this is the way how this Govern-
ment has decided to act whil violating the provisions
of the rules and the Constitution.

On 23-7-83 there was
session summoned, by the Chairman and there were
certain agenda items. The Chairman, who became
afraid of the no confidence motion, adjourned the
Council’s meeting. The Chairman could knew that
there was a no-confidence motion against him and
against some Executive Members he undemocratically
without transacting aay business adjourned the meeting,
The Chairman, just to avoid the no-confidence motion,
has adjourned the meeting.
