Therc
are certain lactors which are as ociated  with the agitation, This for-
cigner's issuc was first brought 4o light, as far as I remember, in the
year 1979. Aficr the Genercal Election in the year 1978 the Janata
Governmec it came to power. Duriug their reign chav: and c¢oifusion
gained momentum throughout the couulry and Assam was not an exce-
ption lo it. Unfortunately when the M. P, from  Mangaldoi died, the
question of holding the by-cloction i: the consiitaency cagc up. This
required reviion of  electoral rolls and in the proc.ss of revision of
electoral rolls, names of thousands of Indian citizen were omitted. That
was a peculiar situatior, Sir, So far as 1 remember, thl)u&ands‘nf‘
objections were filed in one constituency alonc. About 40.000 objec-
tions were filed. 1 remember to have filed about 9 cases challenging
the validity of the notices in the High Court and almost in all the
cascs. the Government ca.e  up with the reply that the notices were
given by mistake.  Sir. these notices were very important. These .mis-
takes clouded their right to stay here. Everybody knows what passed
through during the last three years. We have seen, clections  which were
held riget from 1951, T have Dbecn practising in the High Court since
1955. Therc wer: hundreds of election petitions but in no casc, thu‘
plea that there were forcigners in the voters list was taken in any of
the clection petitions.  Elcctions were held in 1951, 1957, 1962, 1967,
1972, 1978. But no petitlon was filed in the High Court on the
ground thst the cleetoral roll contained names of forcigners the ques-
tion was raised for the first time after the Janata Party Government
was formed and after the Members of the Rajys Sabha were clected -
that there were huge number of names of the loreigners in the voters
lists. The agitation gained momentum. In this regard, we found
that two things were very important; one was tl}at it was with the
feeling of the discontentment of the people“"hwh was songnt to be
projected through a particular sentiment.
