We have
seer evely group of people ossimilated in Assam and they 1eadily ad ‘pted
Assamese culture. We have in the district Cachar some 300 schools
of Assamese medium, We have scen hurdreds of Tea garden labourers
who have taken Assamese as their mother tongue. Thev have given
up their own language but cve then there are prople who want to
uproot  nd destroy them Where are those people who are respousitle
for this carnzage and masstore ? Where are they now hiding we are
to final them out, otherwise we cannot save Assam we cannot Save
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this country. We have seem chaos in this House and this chaos
echoes impending dismemberment and  destruction of  Assam
We have heard Some members going to the extent of
claiming separate territories, dividing Assam into several parts. One of
my friends Mr. Upen Sanathan said tlat they will claim a separateunion
territory in Upper Assam if the savage killings continued any more If
that happens will there be a place called Assam in future ? I suggest getting on
approval ficm the Governor, we all should sit together, the tribals, the
minorities, the Assamese, the Tea Garden labourers and everybody, we
should sit around and suggestion should be made from different section of
the people and try to find out a solution. We are the people to live in
Assam our children will live in Assam and we must find out a
sulution to restore normalcy and to find out a solution to the
problem which has affected us since last 3/4 years. Everybody
is suffering, there is mnobody we can say he is neot suffering
"There are some political parties and people who want to create troubles
in Assam. While the Prime Minister visited the disturbed areas and gave
healing touch to the victims of all sorts of orgies, the opposition parties
and some elements misinterpreted the peace move and tried to take pol-
tical advantage of the visit. Assam was a very peaceful place. The people
of the State are verymuch peace loving, they go by their words. Some
newspapers, day in and day out published and fed the people with dis
torted facts and alarming news, Wrong statistics were given and afcar
psychosis was generated among them that they were being swamped by
the so called foreign nationals. I am reasonably sure that some papers
in Assam indulged in yellow journalism in the most unabashed manner.
None will perhaps disagree with me that the performance of these papers
has throughout the agitation never squared with responsible journalism.
Virtually for a considerable span of time the papers carried on the
agitation. These papers openly eulogised Hitlers Nazism and ffasist poli-
cies but they ignored Mahatma Gandhi, Rishi Aurobinda, Abul Kalam
Azad, Acharya Bhave and Nehru. May I ask th_ese _papers that since the
beginning of the movement, what is your contribution to the solution
of the instead of trying for a salution problem you are publishing the state-
ment of AASU and GanaSangram Parished. It is not your duty to publish th?
contradictory statements of AASU and AAMSU. What is your view point?
Don’t you want to save Assam ? Don’t you want fo save the Assamese cul-
ture, Assamese heritage and Assam’s geography ? tNow I want to suggest
humbly that the provisions of the Assam (Special Power) Press  Act,
should be tightened since they have failed to keep their assuranee to
the Supreme Court. They have forgotten th'e undertak_n}g they_gave to
the Supreme Court that they will not publish any writin< which _\a{lll
endanger the peace of the State, amity among the various communities
of the State. After they have give: this underta}clpg to the Supreme
Court they have published the messages of Mussolini and Hitlar.

With these few words Sir, I would like to thank  the
Governor for having delivered the addrees. He has given the outiine
the plan and programme of the Government which has given an oppo-
rtunity to the hon’ble members of the House, both Treasury benches
and Opposition, ({0 express their feelings. In view of this I would
request them to withdraw the amendmerts to the motion of thanksbre-

ught by them to the Governor's Address.

With these fem words Sir, I ould request that the motion of thanks
moved by me may be adopted.
