mtila, Chunari, Jaleswar, Mahajanpara, Ghagmari; Fakir
ganj, Ravatary, South 'Salmara, Kolchabhanga etc; Erosion
problem is such giazantic in nature that a huge resource
is necessary to tackle this problem. During the tenure
of last few years some anti-erosion measures althéugh most
palliative in nature have been taken in the different pla-
ces such as Rakhaldubi, Chunari, Jaleswar, Ghagmari eic,
During the financial year of 1984-85 some anti-erosion
works have been taken up in South Salmara. Moreover
works for construction of a few number of dampeners
have been taken up to check. the erosion of Ravatary
retirement and Kalchabhanga retirement, (Nine nos. at
Ravatary and 4 nos. at Kalchabhanga ). The works of
these dampeners are almost completed. During this finan-
cial year 1985-86 the anti-erosion measures at South Sal-
mara town is under consfructi_on with a provision of 14
nos. of dampeners. The works are in progress. But- requi-
red progress could not be achieved due to paucity of fund;

The following anti-erosion schemes are proposed to be
taken up in this financial year of 1985-86, if required
fund is recieved from Government of India under 533

Central Loan Assistance Head.

1. Anti-erosion scheme is between Ch. 5.50 KM to
8.50 KM to protect B/dyke at Rakhaldubi ( Approximate
cost Rs. 26.61 lakhs ). The provision of the schemes -are—

Anti-erosion scheme to protect B/dyke from Ch. 44.C0
KM to 52.00 KM Ghagmari (approx. estimated cost Rs,
39.806 lakhs). The provisions of the scheme are—

2. Pile screen w3 DOS,
3. For a reach of length. ... 840 KM.

It has been observed from the experience that the
anti-erosion works so far taken up in the reach from
Kharmuja to Tantipara could only hold the bank and
check the erosion temporarily. Some major - anti-erosion
scheme with adequate anti-erosion provisions are mecessary
in this reach and keeping this in view 2 schemes, namely
(1) Channelisation of river Brahmaputra from Bali-
kuchi to Fakirganj from Ch. 41st KM to 52nd KM of
the existing Brahmaputra dyke, (2) Channelisation of river
Brahmaputra from Fakirganj to Hazirhat from 56th KM
to 6lst KM of the existing dyke have been recommended
by the 6th TAC in December 1984 and was approved
by 4th A.S.B.V.F. Board on 22 3.85 for an approx mate cost
of Rs. 10.14 crores, and Rs. 4.28 crores respéctively. In
the proposed major schemes, provisions of 7 and 4 Nos.
of land spurs respectively have been tentatively fixed
along with timber dampeners and spur in beetween.
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Deta’led estimates are now under preparation and is being

“sent to C.W.C shortly. Preparation of this type of scheme

Shri Binoy Kumar Basumatary : Sir, this relates to
Rs. 48,20,000 for payment of remuneration to the gaon-
buras. Sir, we are happy that Government have decided
to enhance the allowance of the Gaonburas— but the pro-
blem is still there. * Previously they used to Rs. 800 per
year, now they will get Rs. 1800/— per year i.e. Rs. 150
per month. Sir, the Gaonburas are as you know, very
important people -in the State, wicse opinions are accep-
ted in matters of police cases, revenue matters, in emar-
gencies, during natural calamities and law and order.
These people are taken into confdecnce by the Local Ad-

ministration in all such matiers. The Gaonburas cannot

stay at home— at the very early morning he used to go
out of his house and returns back at night. These Gaon-
buras are expected to register births and deaths, but now
this responsibility has gone fo the Panchayat in respect
of rural areas and to the town committies and corpora-
tions in the town areas.

throygh out the day. He is to go all to parts of his
area, settles local disputes and so on.

Shri Binoy Kumar Basumatary : Sir, this is a grant
which is very popular for all of us and the Minister also
1S very pépular for having the largest amount of grants
bat his works are very unpopular., His works are so
deplorable, it is so exciting, it has incited us to criticise
his department,

Sir, earlier we had already given him 210 crores,
today he wants almost 2} crores and when we meet in
March next 1 do not know how many crores he will take
again but it appears that this huge allocation is virtually
mismanaged. Because, Sir, earlier there was oaly one D:
P. I.: now the Government has decided to have 3 normal
directorates and there are two other directorates. So, now
he has 5 directors under him and it is natural that with
the expansion of these offices he will be wanting so much
of money but our question is whether this amount which
is allotted to him is spent usefully. For instance, Sir,
he has recently upgraded so many Higher Secondary
Schools but he has not been able to appoint teachers:
Not only that, Sir, Assam is now seriously lacking in
qualified personnel in Education Department., Many Sc-
hools have been upgraded to be Higher Secondary Schools
and many Schools have been given the Science stream.
But sir, I can bet that 80% of these schools, these Hig-
her Secondary Schools do not have Mathemetics tea-
chers do not have English teachers, do not have Assam-
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ese teachers, do not have the required number so Science
stream teachers. Therefore, Sir, it is Vcry good that they
have claimed to have used 10 plus 2 pius 3 system as
recommended by the U.G.C. It is very good that they
have claimed they have enforced it but what is the end
result for the students. It is good when they say that
due to the demand for higher education we have exten-
ded these facilities, It is very good but what about the
teachers and now what is happening ? In my School
demonstrators are taking classes of XI and XII. These
Demonstrators are not entitled to take the XI and XII
classes. Therefore, Sir, by taking these secondary level
classes from the college section they have deprived our
students, the students of the State, are deprived of the
correct education. Can you imagine that these Higher
Secondary Schools are without a full compliment of tea-
chers and it is very natural for the teaching staff as
well as others to go on casual leave. Sir, I know about
my school. There are only tow Master Degree holders
in the Higher Secondary School section and when one
of them take C.L. the P. U. Teachers or the Intermed-
iate School teachers take XI and XII classes. Is it justi-
fied 3+ So, what are you going to do 7 I have already
said 'that there are a lot of anomalies in the appointment
of teachers, Earlier in the House I have produced some
evidence and claims, Sir, I belong to a very backward
area and every one is very anxiousof getting higher edu-
cation. But even if I represent my constituency there is
someone here in this capital who has authority and power
to meddle in my affairs to an extent which I cannot tol-
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erate and I have been denied the right that is normally

- available to me. I do not know why these things are
allowed. For instance, for the last 4/5 years we .were try-

ing to have Bodo medium M. E. and High Schools and
for the last 2 years the Hon’ble Minister who has brought
this Demand for Grant No. 31 has assured:that the pro-
blems in the M.E. Schools will be solved ; he has assured
us in the House and last year in the month of Septem-
ber, the then Director of Elementary Education had also
given me a letter provincialising that school from Octo-
ber, 1985 but unfortunately even today that school has not
been provincialised. T_hé letter which was issued in August
has not been honoured. When I enquired it about two
months back [ was told that this will be provincialised
from February, 1983 but today thisis the month of July
and even today the Headmaster came and told me that
he has not been able to get the letter provincialising the
school and he said that unless and until some °‘Baksis’ is
given to the staff to the relevant staff in the directorate
level he may not get it. How can you imagine that the
educational atmosphere in the State will improve when
this office which we have created for the interest of the
people of the State is doing something which is against
the objective of the Education Department, In fact, the
three types of offices, namely, the Principals of Colleges,

“the Principals of Higher Secondary Schools and the Head-

mastars of the Schools who are in charge of the institu-
tions of the State are uncontrollable and the primary
reason for that is that this Government have made the
Managing Committees ineffective. Sir, the Headmastars
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and Principals use the Government grants in such a ma-

nner that they cannot be questloned, And, the Govern-

ment has not declared any procedure to oversee the fi-

nancial aspects of these imstitutions. As a result, 1 think,

all over the State, for the last 2/3 years no Managing
Committees have been functxonmg in the inmstitutions, and
these " Principals and Headmasters are behaving like dic-
tators and they have a sort of connection with the offi-
cers of the Inspectorate of Schools and with the connivance
of the headclerk in the office of the Inspectorate and
the Headmasters they do so many things. Sif, the edu-
cational atmosphere in the schools and colleges have de-
teriorated and since the . Government have created 5

directorates with the purpose of overseeing the educatio--

nal operation of the State, I believe, Sir, these Directo-
rates should be made responsible for all these grants that
are allotted to them and the Government should make
the Managing Committees effective and the procedure of
appointing ad-hoc ManaOmg Committees and governing
bodies in Schools and Colleges should be immediately
scrapped. Becausc as a result of that public support and
cooperation is ‘lacking. When the pormal procedure is
brought to work the public will: come forward and cooc-
perate in the works of education in the State. Sir, I do
not wish to lengthen but there are many more pomls on
which T can say. For, instance, in page 9, Rs, 5) lakhs
are given for Text Book Production and Research Corpo-
ration. But, Sir, what is happening in Text Book produ-
ction ? Money has been given as advances but how many
Presses have honoured the commitments of supplying books s

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 Is is_not a fact that there is a general scarcity of Text

Books in the entire State but what is this Text Book
Production committee doing ? Their purpose is to supply
Text Books to the students‘in Assam but the number of
press in the State is not sufficient to meet the demands
of the State and there are-so much of allegation against
this Corporation that they are taking allotments of quotas
for papers from central Government for printing books and
what is allocated to them they are selling at market prices
to various presses and they are also using money to go
outside the State to place orders outside the State and
they use a lot of money in a manner which is not proper.

Then with regard to the teachers at page 8, item
No. 9, Grants in aid/Contribution (b) Government. Tea=
chers serﬁng in Non-deernmént Secondary Schools |,
1. Salaries 1,73,72,00. But what is happening with regara
to this ?

When we raised our voice against ttem, do
you know, sir what the Assistant Registration Officer had
said, He said that if anybody had any objection, the onus

them was of no avail. The poor villagers what they can
do. You will be surprised to know sir, that this forei-
gner has given money to the Officer. What is the pro-
cess ? Scrutiny of all the Draft Etectoral Rolls is being
done by the Police Officers. Now there are not more
than 3/4 police officers in a Police Station— one S. L ,
and 2 A,S.Is: and a few constables. How can these few
people scrutinise the names of all the voters who are any-

where near 15 to 20 thousand ? Therefore this entire exe-

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rcise of electoral roll preparation is not according to the

‘guide lines set by the Constitution, and we ithe trible

people have now -gradully become conscious about our

rights: For that we had boycotted the election in 1968.

Now, in the last election of 1983, our people participated
in the election for which they had to suffer a lot, and
there were murders of our people. Now, if a single tri-
ble'is eliminated from the electorat roll, we emphatically
say that there will not be any election in the trible areas.
I' repeat that in trible areas in such an event, there will
not be any election and we are prepared to meet any
situation for boycotting the election, Therefore, sir, the
electoral roll as is now prepared is un-constitutional, and
cannot be allowed to be declared as final electoral roll,
Therefor, sir, this House as per the provision of the Con-
stitution, should rectify this immediately. There are for-
eigners, and we do not want them. We have identified

the foreigners in our area but this Government is having
a machinery which is harrassing us. How can the poor
people prove that somebody is a foreigner. This is spe-
cified in the constitution and the constitution has provided
that no foreigner should be included in the electoral roll:
With these words, sir, I call upon the Government to
associate with us and fram rules for electoral roll prepa-
ration in a healthy and appropriate manner. The basic
requirement is the proper preparation of the electoral
rolls sir. Thank you. :

% Shri Altaf Hussain Majumdar : Sir, at the outset I
must thank you for allowing this discussion which is on
a matter of grave nature and of utmost importaece to the
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people of the State. Sir, we must convey the feelings of
the people of Assam throughout the length and breadth,
over the preparation of electoral rolls, of all sections of
the people irrespective of caste, creed or community. = Sir,
you will kindly recall, we have repeatedly and c‘mphati-
cally ‘said on the floor of the House that we arfe not

.going ‘to support a sin_gle foreigner. No foreigner should

be allowed to be included in the roll, and I repeat it
again here. But you will be surprised to know that tho-
wsands of Indian citizens have been left out of the electoral
rolls published. Inspite of repeated assurances earlier, what
we see sir, that it 1s the people of the minority commun-
ities both linguistic and religious whe have been victimised.
Sir, you belong to the Assamese Muslim Section of the
State, our fore - fathers had bee the Assamese Muslim
pcople and they. had: nothing to do. with whaft 1s today
called °“*Bangladeshis”. But you are also victimised. You
came . of your geunine Indian: father, and name of Indian
citizen may not be laft out. But it has happened. Thou-
sands . and Thousands of such examples will be. there.
You will be ‘surprised to know sir, one of our colleagues,
a sitting member of this Assembly, Shri Md. Hussain,
who was elected in the last Assembly, his name was also
in the 1971, electoral roll, but now his name and names
of his family members are not included in the rofi. If
this is the fate of a Member of the Legislative Assembly
belonging to the genuine Assamese Muslim community,
that what will be the fate of thou'sands and. thousand of
our people in rural areas who are poorrest of the.poor
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people. Sir, one may argue that they can file objection

‘or claim for inclusion in the voters lists. But when thou-

sands and thousands of people have been eliminated, how
such a large number can file objections, it can be app-
rehended. [ understand, well, let them go and fight it,
We have heard Shri Binoy Basumatary. We understand
that tribal people have nothing to do with Bangaladeshis,
yet Indian tribal citizens have been left out. This is
the conclusive proof that the voters lists have been pre-
par d in such a manner where thousands of Indian citizens’

“names have been left out. This ic the fate of thousands

of Indian citizens. It is the right of the Indian citizens
to have. their names in the voters lists, Here the Cons-
titution has been violated, The sacred provision of the
Indian Constitution has been violated. Sir, unless we dis-

cuss this, and bring it to the notice of the Government

of India or to the Election Commission, the whole people
of the State will accuse us, our posterity will make us
respoensible.  Not only this sir. There is discrimination
and the discrimination has gone to untold length, Sir,
we are told that it was decided that the voters lists were
To be prepared in two parts— first part will include the
names of those whose n.mes were there in 1971 roll and
their decendants and the second part is regarding other
persons. As a matter of fact in -some of the constituen-
cies draft voters lists were published and the names of
voters were included in List I and List II. But in respect
of certain constituencies there are directions to withhold
names of thousands and thousauds of ‘people. 1Is it not

a discrimination ? Is it not unconstitutional ? Sir, why the
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same procedure is not adopted in all ithe constltuencms?
Sir, why there is discrimination in respect of the consti-
tuenCIes of minorities.  Sir, this is £oing on del; berately
in all' the mmonty constituencies of the State. Sir, 1 am
told in Hojai constituency nearly names of 40, (00 voters
were omitted. Sir, even an omission of 2 or 3 thousand
people is highly objectionable. But here we find names
of thousands and thousands of m]‘ndrities are not reccr-
ded. Sir, itisa very very big injustice. Sir, you will find
from a message which has been sent to all Election Cf{f-
icers that how deliberately this injustice is being done,
Sir, the message No. is ELE/126/84/Pt 107 dated 8/7. 1his
' message is sent to all Electieon Oflicers, Leputy Conimi-
ssioners & Subdivisonal Officers where it has been- stated
that in respect of nanies not published, Rule 2] (1) of the
Representation of Peoples’ Act is not applicable. Sir, as
