of money from the public Sir, today these houses either

do’ not..have: doors or windo ws. In some cases, €ven the
roof has been taken away and -represents a picture as 1f .

these - houses have undergone a tornado or severe storm.
Therefore; Sir, this is = definetcly - a: wastage. Sir, T will
‘again. plice it before the Government that this Community
‘Development Department should be rejvenated. “The other

day+l have  pointed out that Rs. 87 lakhs were being -
. wasted for establishment of a new organisation of DRDA. -

. If this. Rs. 87lakhs were infused into the Community
" Development Department, the people of the State would
" have got a lot of benefit. Sir, if you look at page 3

of ‘the Budget, -you will-see, Sir, that nearly Rs. 4,42,00,000

has <-been  provided for . ‘administration,-and direction’.

whereas - the total budget provision for community develop-
~ ment is Rs. 12,34,93,000. Out of this 12 crores and odd,

. a very early date, I remember, Late Bishnuram Medhi’s

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a colony was to rehabilitate Jandless - tribal people . and
more than 5000 bighas of land was acquired from .. the

- forest areas during the period of 1952-55, and during

that period, Sir, Assam perhaps . did not imagine, the
whole area was fenced, and- there were provided -~ deep
tubewells  with the sole purpose of making it an agri-

.cultural farm. But today nothing is there in this colony.

Tubewells are there but the pipe got punctured : and
taken qut. Fencing was removed and innumerable ineligi-
ble people have occupied the land. So, Sir, I say this
Department. ias ample scope for doing very good things

for the welfare. of the community, for restoring what was

there in that colony which are facing absolute neglect.. -

Now T wish to turn to page *5 of this budget. . If -
you look therein at the coloum of °Water supply-. and

_sanitation” there ‘is a provision for Rs. 5 lakhs ‘under

this head. Do you know, how this amount is ~spent?
This five lakh of rupees is to be spent for -sanitation
and water supply in community projects. Perhaps when
the community -projects were started in the year 1352-55,
that was a.model project because that was a time When
the new Government tried to teach sanitation.to the people.
What did they do? B EE

They collected some- bemboo reeds, . fastended them
together and laid over -the bared holes and squatting -

places Were provided on bone-holes. Today in this year

" of grace, 1985-86 .this department is to spend Rs, 5 lakhs

for squatting plates,  whereas they :shoild have "gone for
septic. tanks and other advanced senitation  arrangements.
Sir, this Government has made me the. chairman of. -
B. L. C. C. Udalguri -and recently I have had occasion
to see something of sanitation work as I have stated
earlier. 1 feel to-day this Department should have gone
in for some innovation in teaching sanitation to the

- peodle. Otherewise there is no reason of allocating' money

like that. What is the basis of the C. D.department, the
basis of .developing the communities of the  State?
The basis is the gram panchayat. To-day sir, we do not

_see the gram panchayats in the real seanse. What ts there
