Shri Benoy Kumar Basumatary— Mr. Deputy Speaker Sir,
I beg to move that the total provision of Rs. 89,02,97,
000/- under Grant No. 18 in respect of ‘Police”, at
pages 1-55 of volume II, Part V of the Budget, be redu-
ced to Re.

Shri Chandradhar Kalita — Mr. Deputy Speaker Sir, I beg

Shri Hemen Das— Mr. Deputy Speaker Sir, I beg to move

that the total provision of Rs. 89,02,97 000-/, under Grant
No. I8 in respect of “Police”, at pages 1-55 of Volume, -II,
Part V of the Budget be reduced by Rs. 100, i. e. the amo-
unt of the whole grant of Rs. 89,02,97,000/- do stand redu-
ced by Rs. 100/-.

Mr. Deputy Speaker— Now, Shri Benoy Kumar Basumatary
to speak.

Shri Benoy Kumar Basumatary— Sir, in support of out Cur

Motion, I briefly wish to state that this demand is the
second largest plan allocation in the entire Budget and tho-
ugh I have been critical on the establishment charges of
Departments I am very sorry to point out here that on
General Direction and Administration, only Rs. 71.00 lakhs
will be spent on establishment i. e. about 9 per cent of
the total grant  This is commendable but we have seen
that the allocation on Assam Police Housing Corporation
is only Rs. 1.00 lakh. Sir, I was a student in Gauhati in
those 1950 s when I had seen myself that the Gauhati
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‘Police Reserve was the sk'aratS/ town and the condition
of the police men living there was deplorable. But to day
what do we find ? The police men are housed on the
road side building.  The housing, for settlement of théir
families is one of the basic problems. Their children can-
not live properly, and [this mental agony will always be
there. Sir, this is a very important psychological factor
in order to have a proper police forcein the State. That
is why, we have seen that the police men are swayed by
emotion and wes have also seen that: they are taking part
in the égitation and we have reports..that in Punjab also
the police men afe a part of the agitation and perhaps,
this is one of the factors, = why. the police . force in-the
whole country is u_rider so much of bad:name. Sir, the
second allocation at page 2 is for education and train-
Perhaps this will be spent in the Police Training College
and in raising the police battalions That aspect has been
reported in the Governor’s Address. Sir, the bigger plan
of the total allocation is under 4-D-Criminal Investigation.
It is Rs. 8.87 crores. Sir, during Question Hour it was
mentioned that investigation repbrts could not be submi-
tted by the police even after six months. Even if the inve-
stigatibn repo't cannot be submitted by police within
six months, that will be unnatural.® Because we know that
there are cases in all the police Stations in the State where
no final investigation report have been submitted to the
properK authorities even after a lapse of three or four years.
Therefore, I can say that the amount of Rs. 8.87 crores
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! % provided under Criminal and Investigation has to be che-
gked. I would like to point out that if there are dacoi-
ties and anti-social elements and unless they aré brought
to book, the effectiveness of police force is reduced. The-
refore, the provision of huge sum of money of Rs 8.37
crores under criminal and investigation is not justified.
“Secondly, I would like to refer to the common occurance
of violation of traffic rules every where. Sif, it is unfor-
tunate that if we go from Dispur complex to Gauhati to-
wn, we find the Dispui' Char-ali Sir, this trafic is man-
ned by police and civilians iike me would have to follow
traffic rules.” But Sif; I do not find any t-affic rules foll-
owed by police vehicles. Therefore, Sir I say that the police
men are the violators of the traffic rules. This is common
all over the town. Unless some norms are prescribed, ‘toe-
re would be danger to the life of civilians and there are
other instances, which, I am sure, would come up before
- this House. Therefore. I would say that this amount of

E Rs. 1.30 crores allocated for training and education isto
| be spent well and that is why I wish to say that the
education and training given to police men should have a
definite effect. Sir, we know that a large number ofpolice

stations have recently been created all over the State The-
se police statins could not effectively function becaus: in
some cases, there are no vehicles, no police barrack, the
police men are not properly trained and so on. Sir, I
‘ wish to produce copies of W T mes-ages and unless you
; have a general idea of what the signal means, you can-

not decipher the signal. There are number of mistakes

.. - e
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‘in sentence construction and spelling. It is outmoded, and
therefore, it is” difficult for us to understand the general
idea of what the signal wants to say. Therefore, Sir, the
Wireless is very importanc for the Police Force. Train-
ing must be upto-date. We do not know what sort of
qualified people they should employ. Those who 1ake
signalling, they should be the pzopls who are avove ave-
rage in writing and deciphering what the signal intsnds to
say. It is perhaps the non-Matriculate persons who han-
dle the keyboard and the signalling aparatus. For the de-
ficiency of the persons handling the signal, we do not un-
derstand the contents of the singnal. Therefore, Sir, there
are somé basic points which are necessary to make the
Police Force effective. Porhaps, their discipline is above’
sl But they themselves should be expert in following

the rules and regulations and also the information they

get from the headquarters. If the instructions from the
headquarters are communicated promptly to the Outposts
and Police Stations in the rural areas, the lccal Police
will be able to do what is required to be done. ~With
thess Sir, I oppose the hugs grants which are not pro-

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Shri Silvius Condpan—Mr. Deputy Sreaker Sir, I oppose the
Cut Motion tabled by members on the oppositicn in and
support the of Demand for Police moved by our hon’ble
Chief Minister I want to submit a few observations.,
Sir, there have been criticisms over the performance cf
the Department of Poljce that they are not upto the
mark. But Sir, before we examine the facts, we have to
see’ the prevailing situation in the society prior to 1979
when our Poiice organisation was to , work. The socio-
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economic condition which prevaiied in Assam after 1979,
was. totally disturbed: Before that Sir, the situation was as
such that the Police Department as it is organised today
was suffcient to deal with the situation. But the ag tatio-
nal situation that gripped the State «f A'sam encouraged
the anti-social elements and the extremists to step up
their activities. So, the Police Department had to work
with in the Iimitation and ‘they have done a very good j.b.
They stood against the situation that prevailed in the State
for protecting the life and property of tre people. There
was no additional arrangements, yet from the grassroot
level to the highest level’ the organisation has done a very
good job. During this situation, things might have gone
beyond their control because of the limitation the depart-
ment has. Now, Sir, while we examiue the situation that
prevailed prior to 1979 and the situation during 1979-82
all of us will agree that things were worst during the
latter years and the Police had to face the gigantic pro-
blem of maintaining law and order in the State with their

- I'mited arrangements. But it is Leartenirg to rote that the

present Government during its two years in Office have

beel} able to gear up the administrative set up of the
Police Deptt wrich enabled them to bring back the Assam

situation under control and :estored the normalcy that
prevailed prior to to 1979. But, Sir, I would like to point

out that when the situation in Assam have changed and

improved the attitude of the criminals,
extremists remained the same. Crimes

anti-socials and

and the terrorist activi-
ties are on the increase. Therefore, it is admitted that
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the Police Deptt need further gearing up and simply by
making the Deptt top heavy will not be sufficient. The
arrangement should be made at the grass-root level, at the
Circle level, at the Police Station level and the Gutpost
level in such a manner where the different people belonging
to religious minorities, linguistic minorities, different comm-
unities* rich and the poor alike can feel that their lives
and pro-perty are fully secured. Therefore, when the situa-
ton in Assam had undergone dramatic changes because
of the iucreased activities of the anti social and the extre-
tmists my suggestion to the hon. Chief Minister is that the
Police Department should be sifficiently strengthenei and
geard up. You will find Sir, almost all the Police Stations,
if t ey are approached fur help, they will express helpless-
ness because they do not have sufficient number of Pol-
ice force, Even if you go to the S.P. he will express
the same helplessness because of inadquate police personnel.
Of .late, Sir, in reply to a question the hon. Chief Mini-
ster had said in Darrang district there were as many as
48 Nos of dacoity cases. On many occasions, the district
Police authorities have expressed their regret since they
do not have sufficient number of police officials to render
help. So my suggestion to the hon. Chief Minister

is that during the mext financial year steps should be
(aken to increase the number of police personnel right
from the Outpost to the District level to check the rise
in the anti-social activities. Police officials they also have

their own problems. They should be provided with nec-
essary facilities to carry out their duties efficiently. It is

Ok
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 true that some of the Police Stations and the Officers
have been given the transport facilities. But there are many
Police stations which go without any vchicle till now. I
hope, this year all of them will be provided with transport
facility so that they can discherge their duties properly.
My next suggestion is about the incentive. The police per-
- sonnel in the lower rank should be given sufficient incen-

tive to work efficiently. Those who really work their cases
for promotion should be taken up earnestly in due time.

I request hon. Chief Minister kindly to look into this as-
pect of the matter seriously. My next suggestion is about
refection of population pattern. Sir, the Police is the custo-
dian of law and order. They must carry the confidence
of the people, belonging to different communities and
representing all shades of opinion. To promote national
integration and to have the confidence of the people re-
posed on the Police force, I weuld - suggest that the
reflection of population pattern in the Police force in our
State is imperative. I would request the Hon. Chief Mini-
ster, through you’ Sir, kindly take note of this.

Mr. Deputy Speaker-— Will the Hon, Member finish before
lunch ?

Mr. Silvius Condpan — T will try to finish, Sir. Next point
is about discipline in the Police force. Police personnel in
the higher rank is disciplined; but in the lower rank they
are not. Wien we come with our vehicle and enter the
capital complex we find that the dresses of the Police rer-
sonnel ‘who dre fio duty at the gate are shabby and dirty.
Women Police they do not even dress up their hair. Sir,
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you need not go to far off places. [t is near our Janata
Bhavan gate. The policemen on duty they do not even
stand up when a VIP car passes through the gate. They
chew pan and look like a fool towards the VIP car.

They do not stand up and pay minimum respect to the -

VIP. This short of indisciple among the police personnel
should be done away with. If the Police people are not
disciplined how can you expect them to enforce discipline
among the public. A policeman, or a Home Guard ora
VDP whoever ‘he or she may be, he/she must look smart
in dress and outlook. Next, Sir, I would like to speak a
few words about the two branches of Police, namely, CID
and the Bureau of Economic Offences. Sir, we are allo-
cating a good sum of money every year for the administ-
ration of these two branches. But what is the result of the
expenditure we do not know. Have they been able to de-
tect some extra-ordinary cases so far ? Public should be
satisfied on spending money in these two branches of the
Police Deptt. Therefore, I say Sir, we must be informed
of the extraordinary cases dealt with by these branches
of the Police. Otherwise, people will remain in dark about
the activities of these two wings of the Police Deptt. Next,
Sir, Home Guard and the VDP people are giving g£00d
service. Thry are pressed in services immediately where
there is a shortage of Police personnel. But these peo-
ple are not given enough incentive to the extent they
deserve. I would request the Hon. Chief Minister, thro-
ugh You, Sir, that he will kindly examine the matter
and offer all possible help and incentive to the category

i
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of peonle manning Home Guard and the VDP.

Sir, we heve got our experience as Lawyer that
when a FIR is submitted before the Police it is manda-
tory that a copy of the FIR  should be given to the
complainant. But in practice this is not done. I would
also request the Hon. Chief Minister to look into t_his

matter.

‘Mr. Deputy Speaker. Order, Order. It is 12.30 p.m. Hen.

Member will resume his speech after lunch. The House

stands adjourned till 2.30 p.m.

Shri Silvius Condpan :— Mr. Deputy Speaker Sll’, I was
discussing about the performance of the Department of

Criminal Investigation and Bureau of Economic Offences.

Mr. Deputy Speaker :— 1 think the hon. members Wwill
keep the time schedule. It is 2.30 now by which time
we have not been able to pass even one grant to day.

Shri Silvius Condpan :— I do not say that these two de-
partments are inefficient. T would only like to request the
Govt. through you Sir, that the people want to see ex-
amplary action taken by this Deptts. to the full satisfac-
tion of the public for which these two departments are
meant. Sir, regarding Police Orgahisation, the present Govt.
headed by Shri Saikia is making an effort to reflect the
population pattern in the Police Deptt. As a matter of
fact two years before the Police Organisation was manned
by people of one or two sections of the community and
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orhers were not represented at all in the Deptt for which
there is lack of confidence among the people of other co-
mmunities. It is now the duty of the Govt. to make an
effort to represent all in this orgacisation.

I have said that the Deptt. is a top heavy one.
There are many higher officers at the top but if we look
at the bottom we will find that the population pattern
is not reflected there. The procedure of entry into the
Police Deptt. is still the same as it was there 20 years ago. Of
course in the matter of premotion the question of seniori-
ty is there, service record is there and so on. But at
the inittial siage, if a liberal view is taken then in cou-
rse of 10 years or 12 years there will be reftection of all
from lower to higher category of posts as in the De-
partment of Defence, Air Force, Navy etc. I would also
like to request that they should take a positive approach
about the problems Right from the beginning they should
be given entry into the police Deptt. so that they feel
confidence and work for the people judiciously.

Sir, this is what 1 mean by positive approach. It

will be to the credit of the officer if there is nothing
on record about any criminal activities in his area but

in some plac- there is an idea that unless there is some
record of criminal activities in his area it would go against
him and it happens at various level.

Sir, 1 have already suggested about minimum jus-

tice fto the complainant in the police stattion. This 18
very important. Sir, when an F. I. R. or ejahar is filed,

i
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the complainant is supposed to get a rsceipt in acknowle-
dgement but they never get it and the complainant does
not have anything to show in proof that an FIR was
filed by some person in connection with some incident.
Sir, as a Lawyer I have bitter experience about this. In
many cases justice has been denied for want of such evi-
dence. As the Hon’ble Members know sucah a document
becomes a part of evidence in a court of law. This is
a very important thing. The person must have some
proof with him that he had gone 10 a police stati n
and sought for some action.

Sir, T do not grudge the police depirtment requi-
sitioning vehicles. It is the discretion of the Government
or the police Department to requisitiod vehicle whenever
they need but if the legitimate payment is held up for
years together then this cannot be encouraged. While
the Government requisition vehicles-and the owner give
it to the government it means the owner cooperate with
the Government and therefore all the payment for the
hire charge or for any damage etc. should be made regu-
larly aud timely so that they do not suffer for coop:ra-

ting Wwith the Governmenrt for maintenance of law and
order.

Sir, my next point is, as I have mentioned on
many occasions, that the tea garden population consti-

tute a little more than 25°/. of the total population of
Assam but they are not properly represented in different
services. Of late, however, the Government is making efforts
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in this direction but the process should be continued so
that these people have no occasion to bear any grudge
that they are not properly repersented in. the matter of em-
ployment as their counterparts are enjoying in West Ben-
gal and Tripura where there are executive orders by the
Government to all the districts and subdivisional heads that
in the maiter of employment as far possible they should
be considered. Similarly, Sir, through you I would request
the Hon’ble Chief Minister to issue directions to all the
recruiting authorities that whenever any recruitment is ma-
de the tea garden communities are not ignored. The im-
migrant muslim community, as you know Sir, are not less
than 20/25 lakhs in the Char areas but the number of
these people getting employment can be counied in yéur
five fingers. Almost none from the Char area have been
taken .in the police department as counstable or as ASI.
_Sir, I come from Mangaldai where this community has a
sizeable population. About Nepali population-except in
the Assam Rifles they are completely unrepresented in
Police Deptt. Sir, during the British regime they were re-
cruited becuse of their unquestioned loyalty but this co-
mmunity is not being considered now for appointment in
the Police Depit. The SC and ST people aie now getting
their share in employment but there is backlog about
requisition of these persoas also. What I mean is that
the entire social picture should get reflected in ‘the po-
lice department starting from the lowest to the highest le-
vel. And if that is done, every one will feel pleased that

If this is done the mo-
rale  of the people right from lewer rank to the highest
rank will be very high. They are to stay outside and
discharge their duties with utmost care and while doing

| so they may at some point of time commit a lapse and

that lapse is considered as very serious one. But for
one Who does not do anything is not considered as such.
Well, we may consider their lapses as very very serious,
but what is due to them in course of their service life
should be given so that they can discharge their duties

with()ut any anxiety. With these few words I once again
support the demand.

So setting up of the Police Co-
mmission will go a long way in improving the standard
of the department. Secondly, the Government in the Police
Department has created new districts for strengthening the
the police administration Govt. have also raised Task force
battalions. By all this, I hope Government will be able to

control the law and order situation and preserve commu-
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nal harmony among various sectiont of people of the State
In this connection I would like to request Govt that in
forming 4 battalions, the pepulation pattern of the: State is
to be reflected there. We have bitter experience for non:
existence of representation of all sections of the people in
the police force. So I would ' rejuest the Chief: Minister,
through you Sir, tbat while forming 4 battalions the popu-
lation pattern. should be reflected  in-these - battalions. In

the already constituted Special Reserve Police battalion;
population pattern has not been reflected. This battalion

has been constituted from the trained Home Guard perso-
nnel. I must mention here that while recruiting in this
battalion; the population pattern from the religious minority
_was. not fully taken into consideration.

Mr. Deputy Speaker—+~Th's subject has been discussed already
Shri Jainal Abedin— Sir, there may be some commison and
commission. In the present administration of this Deptt
Government has improved much quality of the- personnel
of this department. There may be few in this department
who may be involved in anti-Government activity for which
we should not blame thte entire department. A
Sir, I want to give some Suggestions. There are
various Police out posts in the State. The officers and
personnel of these out posts face many difficulties for
movement. I would suggest that each of the police out
posts should bo provided with a vehicle. Secondly,
there should be arrangement for their treatment. In
every . district . there should be well equipped hospitals.
Education facilities for the children of the police perso-
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nnel should be provided. The police personnel are requi-
red to be busy ard have to move here and there.

Sir in the first Session of this
House we were all apprehensive of the future of Assam
as the police force, to great extent, had gonme out of
the way and we were very much concerned about it. The
hon’ble members expressed this feeling in all their speeches.
But what we have seen in a span of 2 years. The situa-
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tion is completely changed. The derailed train was bro-
ught back to rails by the Chief Minister. He not only
brought the train to rail but he got it moved and move
faster with what ¢ To move with hopes and aspiration
and promises of what toc make the Country a bright and
prosperous one and that democracy not only for ourselves
but to your posterity and that democracy of the State
can function properly. But Sir, I do not know a Stato

is functioning by whatever the unknown persons repre-

sent the State. If you want to know the position of the
State then first try to understand the position of the
minorities. Wiether the minorities are secured fully » If
there is sccurity from the law enforcing authorities and
Government is impartial on its attitude then only demo-
cracy can survive and can fulfil the hopes and aspiration
of the people. Sir, [ can only say in Assam the mino-
rities were facing themselves secured under = this  present
govt. particulay because of our Hon’ble C.M. But now,
we have this security because now we are getting the treat-
ment which is congenial for ourselves. This sense of Security
of the minority does not exist in our mneighbour states.
We do not find this sense of secarity in any other State.
Sir, this sense of Security of minority . does not exist
in Bangla Desh and Pakisthan, and now at ceylon
and as a result democracy is mot functioning there.

Shri Binoy Kumar Basumatari :— Sir, we have now come

to a very important demand which has the possibility of

rendering the State into another turmoil. Sir, if we study

the allocations at page 34 we will find that for pre-

paration and printing of electoral rolls Rs. 86 lakhs will
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be spent and for conducting the elections to the Lok
Sobha and Legislative Assembly Rs. 75 lakhs are ear-mar-
ked and for conducting elections to Parliament Rs. 5. 20
lakhs are provided. So, in total Rs. 1. 64 crores will be
spent for salary but the remaining amount of -Rs. 8.61
crores will be spent specifically for the purposes of pro-
cessing the electoral rolls of the State. Sir, with regard
" to the process of preparation of electoral rolls, I used to
highlight some of the fears that are gathering amogst cer-

tain sections of the people of the State. I mean the app-
rehensions of the tribal people and other ethnic minority
linguistic monority and other minorites of the State. Sir,
we are facing certain problems in this regard and these
problems have assumed a Himalayan proportion and unl-
ess this Government comes forward with categorical assu-
rance to these sections of the people and take some rem-
edial measures, I am afraid, Sir, 1983 may be repeated again.
For instance, Sir, this process of preparation of electoral

rolls is governed by the People’s Representation Act and
while we want to give effect to this Act we will have to
stick to Section 62 which provides for ‘‘that any person
who is not expressely provided by this Act or any other
person whose name in the meantime entered into the Ele-
ctoral Rolls of Constituency shall be entitled to take part
in the election in that Constituency”. Therefore, Sir, the
inclusion of the names of the persons in the Electoral
Rolls is a basic requirement provided in the = People’s
Representation Act. Now, Sir, all over the State we have
seen that there are some actions taken by the Election
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Commission, which have threatened the elimination of the
names of the people from the Electoral Rolls. For inst:
ance, Sir, we have stated on the floor of the House
that the Election Commission has directed that the names
of the people living in the forest reserves should not be
included in the electoral rolls.  Sir, I question as to how
the Election Commission can order the State, in this way.
The Election Commission cannot do so and if it is true
that it has ordered in that manner then it is the Election
Commission which is violating the Constitutional provisi-
ons. Sir, I will quote Article 32 in this regard, which
has empowered the Government for the creation of the
Election Commission and it is a very long article. There-
fore, I restrict my self from quoting the section w:th its
sub-caluses. Sir, I only want to say that it is the President
of India who has been given the power toO create the Ele-
ction Commission who has to order inclusion of the names
and make a list of voters of the country Sir, if we go to
the Article 325, it says-“No person to be ineligible for in-
clusion in, or to claim to be included in a special, elec-
toral roll on grounds of religion, race, caste or sex. There
shall be one general roll for every territerial constituency
for election to either House of Parliament or to the
either House of the Legislature of a State and
no person shall be ineligible for inclusion in any suc:
roll or claim to be included in any special electoral ioll
for any such constituency on grounds only of religion, race,
caste, sex or any of them.” Therefore, sir, it is clearly
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stated that every citizen of the country is eligible to be-
come a voter, and his name must be included in the
electoral roll. Sir, the other day for instance, the Leader
of the House was very kind to receive a deputation
from Karbi Anglong who represented to him that » largé
number of tribal people and the people belonging to other
ethnic groups living in the district were sought to be de-
leted from the voters’ lists recently prepared, and the Lea-
der of the House had kindly accepted to look into the
matter, and we hope he would keep his assurance to
the people because the State Govt has every power
to do justice if there is any possibility of injustice done
to any section of the population. [ now refer to Article
328 of the Constitution of India which I should like to
quote : *‘Power of Legislature of a State to make provi-
sion with respect to elections to such Legislature-Subject
to the provisions of this Constituiion and in so far as
~ provision in that behalf is not made by Parliament, the
Legislature of a State may from time by law make pro-
vision with respect to all matters relating to, or in connex.
tion with, the elections to the House or either House
of the Legislature of the State including the preparation
of electoral roll and all other matters necessary for secu-
ring the due constitution of such Houses or Houses.”
Therefore, sir, this Assembly has every power to remove
the injustice that is proposed to be done to the tribals
and other minorities. There are thousands of tribal peo-
ple who had been living there, and it is not that they
had gone into the forests of their own accord. They
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were forced, as I have pointed out earlier, to go to the
forests. They went there under compelling circumstances.
And now, the Election Commission has instructed that
these occupying forest lands should not be included in
the voter’s list. They should be eleminiated from the list.
This is not the only occassion sir ; earlier also it was
the policy and I cen say that itis the policy of the State
to avoid the tribals and not to include their names in
the electoral rolls for participating in the elections. Now,
only this has been expanded, its scope has been e¢xpanded
to that of various forest communities. Along with the
tribals, names of other minorities are going to be elimina-
ted from the clectoral rolls that is under the process of
being published shortly. Only 15 days are prescribed for
submitting clairas after publication of the draft rolls for
inclusion of names if found omitted. 1 do not understand
how it will bs possible for these people and for the peo-
ple of the State to submit all claims to the Election mac-
hinery of the State for inclusion of their names. Ido

not think it will be possible sir. I should therefore like
to demand in this House-this House should take shelter

under Article 328 and ensure that everyone in the country,
whether living in the forests or in the plains, whether
tribals or non-tribals, is allowed the right to exercise his
vote. If we look at Article 6 and Article 7 of the Cons-
titution of India, it will be absolutely clear that no tribal’s
name can be eliminated nor of any Adibashi’s name, liv-
ing anywhere in the country under any circumstance. As
per the Constitutional provisions mentioned eartlier, any
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person I quote from the Constitution-“(a) who was born
in -the territory of India, or (b) either of whose parents
was bern in the territory of India, or (¢) who has been
ordinarily resident in the territory of Irdia for not less
than five years immediately preceeding such commence-
ment, shall be a citizen of India “and he will Le eligible
to vote in the eleciions. Therefore, sir, this Election Co-
mmission under no circumstances can order that a citizen
of the State should be eliminated from the voter’s lists.
If this position is not accepted and honoured, then we
will say that the electoral process thatis now going on
in the State will not only be anti-national but also will
be against the Constitution of India as well.

The main issue now sir, that there is ap ajloca-
tion in the Budgst on ‘election’ and from this it is appa-
rent that there would be an election in the State, and
therefore 1 think 1 have to inform the House that as the
tribal people has strongly felt and as they have expressed
their resentment to me, I may as well declare that if any
bona-fide citizen’s name is droppsd and not inclyded in
the voter’s list, there will be a Movement which will not
only encompass the tribals in the State, but also it wil]
encompass the Adibashis, it will encompass the minorities
in Karbi Anglong and any group of people who are
bona-fide citizens and living in the State. I would therefore
humbly place before the Govt. that this issue must be
tackled- with utmest care and it is the Govt’s duty to
protect our rights and I hope, this Govt. will come up
and protect our right of every group of people in the
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State. The responsibility of the people is not small in
creating a Govt. b:cause the Govt. decides our future and
it decides our livelihood and therefore, every group of
p:zople in the State, every person in the State must be
able to vote and so, I again want this Govt. that the
names of every bonafide citizen of India must be included
and if not, then the whole election process will be a
farce. With these words Sir, I support our cut motion
and want categorical assurances and also statements from
the Goyvt. that the constitutional norms and articles of

the Constitution of India will not be violated

Speaker, Sir, I oppose
the Cut Motion and support the Grant moved by the
Hon’ble Chief Minister. Before going to the details as

regards voter list, I want to make certain points. Sir, you
are aware, the Government of India is very keen for tie

solution of the foreigner issue. The Hon’ble Chief Mini-

ster and every one of us is fora just solution of the
problem. Sir, I would like to know if they are going to

know if they are going to have any negotiation over the
matter. We do not know the correct position. Sir we
must be in a position to know because the minorities-,
religious and linguistic must be in the negotiation to
place their say. Sir, nobody will advocate for the for-
eigner to stay and at the same time every one of us
want that not an Indian should be, in any way,
harrassed. Now Sir, in the process of revision of voter

list, there is a lot of speculation that large number of
foreigners’ name are being included. I want particularly to

mention that certain pockets of the State has been shown

by “interested quarters as if he minority population and
the linguisiic minorities population are foreign nationals

there. So, Sir. after this intensive revision at this stage
- even the Government is aware of the correct fact, whe-
ther really numbers of minorities has increased in the
» State- within a’ reasopable proportions. So, Sir, we would

it~
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like to know fiom the Hon‘ble Chief Minister facts and
figure already with the Government because there is lot of
propaganda all over India about astronomical figure of for-
eigners’ presence in this State. So, it should be for the
interest of all, correect position should be given by the
Hon’ble Chief Minister in this regard. Sir, you are aware
of the history regarding the dispute that arose on the forei-
gners 1ssue and the cousequent development. Sir, we have sad
experience in the State that Indian citizens were harassed-
harassed in many ways. Even certain Indian citizens were
deported, and it is admitted in all quarters now. The fun-
damental right of a person, which includes the right of vot-
ing, is guaranteed in a democracy. So, it mu't be guara-
nieed in a democracy that no Indian citizens under any

circumstances and under any pretext or ploy should
be debarred from their valuable right. The El:ction
Commission has got the procedure laid in the Repre-
sentation of People Act, ] am not going to give details of
the procedure laid down. Ary way the Election Commiss-
ion connot nullify the rights guaranteed by the Consititution
to the voters. Sir, we are apprehen sive that the names
of a large number of Indisan citizens may be left out.
There may be thousands and lakbs of bogus objection

and on the sirength of these, the rights of the indi-
viduals and the right of the citizenship might be jeopard-

ised. In this context, 1 would draw the attention of the
Govt of India as well as the Flcction Commission and
urge that all precaution must be taken So that the sad
history is not repeated this time. So in the name of rem-
oving the names of the foreigners, not a single Indian of
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whatever caste or creed should be deprived of his right.
The mood of the minorities have changed: So let it
not be taken for granted that everything will be tolera-
ted by a large section of the State. It is our request
now that justice should be given to everybody. I request
also the State Govt and the hon’ble Chief Minister to
convey our feelings to the Govt of India and the Elec-
tion commission that while dealing with the objections,
the procedure'that has been enunciated in the Represen-
tation of People Act should be taken recourse to and fri-
volous objectons should not be an instrument for harrass-
ment to the Indian citizens. Sir, with these observations,
I conclude my speech. Thanku vou very much.

Now first
thing sir, the Leader of the House has gone into the 'pro-
blem of electoral rolls no doubt, but we are still a little
doubtful about the action to be taken and we want Cir-
cular from the leader of the House to be placed on the
table of the House-the Circular that is issued by the
Election Commission instructing elimination of names of
those persons occupying lands in the forests. We want
to verify it ourselves ; Then No. 2 is that we are mnot
yet satisfie}i with the clarification of the Chief Minister.
We want to know, suppose there are some tribals whose
‘names are not included in the draft voter's list because
of this reason, whether this Government will take shelter
under Article 328 of the Constitution of India because it
says that the matter of inclusion of names in the elec-
toral rolls:.can -be tackled by the Government.

Shri Hiteswar Saikia (Chief Minister) :

It had come to the notice of the Govt. that
large scals encroachment was done by Nagas in Kherbari,
Ratanpur and Krishnapur villages under Naipani arez at
‘C* sector of Assam-N.igaland border. Govt. accordingly
decided to evict these fresh encroachments. The matter

was discussed between the Commissioner Nagaland and
Commissioner, U. A. D. on 18.1.85 and it was decided

that the encroschments in Kherbari, Ratanpur and Kris-
hnapur should b: evicted simultaneously b'y the Forest
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Deptt. of Assam with prior intimation to the encroac-
hers. Accordingly the Commissioner, UAD, Jorhat and

Nagaland met at Jorhat on 19-2-85 for removal of encr-
oachment from Kherbari area with etfect from 4 to 7th
March, 85. After having come to learn of the proposed
eviction by Assam Govt. the Nagas of those villages
reported to have beeo getting prepared with/spears/daos
etc. to give stiff resistance to the eviction party of Assam
Govt. It is a fact that sorae manuscript posters read as
“Go back” “save youi: life” and “Sabdhan” etc.wera found
pasted on the road side trees in the areas. Similar hand
written posters Wwere also found pasted-on some trees at
Napani ared.  Duo to attititude of the Naga villagers as well
as district authority of Wokha of Nagalaad, the eviction pro-
gramme Of Kherbari area has been suspended tempora-
rily, with a view tO reviewing the situation before carrying
out the eviction operation.

Govt. is fully aware of the situation to provent
any untoward incident. All the BOPs have been alerted

to take appropriate precautionary measures for maintena-
nce of law and order in the area. The District authority
has also been instructed to watch the situation very care-

fully for mamntaining peace and tranquility in the areas.
A strong protest was also lodged with rthe Nagaland Govt.
to refrain their villageis from such untoward incidents
that may occur due to the acuvities of Lotha Nagas.
The eviction programme Which has been suspended will be
resumed again.

As regard acuvities of under ground Nagas in
Assam ternitory of - Assam-INagaland borcer Govt. bave
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already taken steps to meet the situation. The incident
that took place as follows 3—

On receipt of a secret information that some un-
derground Nagas were staying in the house of one K.
Yekhevhi in Lotovi village situated near the Assam-Na-
galand border about 23 KM away from Chungajan Tina-
li under “A” sector, one section of 14 CRPF along with
some NAP personnel from Dimapur (Nagaland) went to
the said village on 23.285 at about 0330 hours. The
operation was jointly undertaken by CRPF/NAP under

command of S.I.-Narayan Singh of 14 CRPF. After
arriving in the house of K. Yekhevhi the CRPF/NAP

party asked the underground Nagas to surrender. There
was exchange of fire between the underground Nagas and
the CRPF/NAP party as the underground Nagas did not
surrender. In the exchange of firing, self styled Naga
hostile colonel Yeboja Sema, self styled Leuit. Colonel Zha-
ngkhul were killed. One NAP Havilder was also killed
in the firing.

On receipt of information of the emcounter be-
tween the CRPF/NAP and underground Nagas, re-inforce-
meéot from Dimapur arived and combed the area. In
course of combing operation another underground Naga
Was killed by CRPF/NAP party. One pistol and con-
siderable quantity of ammunitioﬁs were recovered and ta-
ken to Dimapur with the dead bodies.

The DIG (ER) Jorhat alongwith the S.P., Jorhat
and Sector Commander visited the area on 24.2.85 for

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‘Qr maintaining peace and tranquility in view of thre at of
Nagas hostile. District authorilies and police have been
instructed to watch the situation very carefully and for

o every precautionary measures for peace in the area. Ne-
cessary report has been sent to the Home Ministry,
Govt. of India oa 27.2.85. Further state Govt. has
requested the Govt. of India for additional force for pa-
trolling border areas.
