ranking officer may be more effective in quality control.
Will the Hon’ble MiniSter please ask the Superior Officer

to head this  Quality Control Cell and also to state
_ whether he would agree to the point that 1 have suggested ?

Shri ZEHIRUL ISLAM (Minister Irrigation)—Sir, I
agree that the post should be upgraded. For creation of
the post, proposal should be cleared by the P & D
Department. P and D Department have cleared the pro-
posal on 9th August, 1984. After a lapse of about threc
months, the proposal for up-grading the post of Superin-
tending Engineer, Ouality Control has been rejected by the
Personnel Department without assigning any rteason. They
have intimated that the proposal is not justified. In fact,
they have suggested for creation of one extra post Of
Superintending Engineer, Inspection and Quality Control.
We could not agree to the views expressed by the Per-
sonnel Department.

Shri ALTAF HOSSAIN MAZUMDAR—Sir, how the
Personnel Department -Could - reject the proposal since
Minister feels it necCessary for upgradation of the post ?
will the Hon’ble Minister kindly take up the matter with
the Chief Minister who is also in-charge of the Personnel
Department to get the proposal cleared ?

Shri ZEHIRUL ISLAM—(Minister, Irrigation) Sir, I

Mr. SPEAKER —It is deferred..
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'NTPS :—5 units installed at Namrup Power Station
Unit No.—I—23 MW, Unit—JI—23 MW, Unit—II—23
MW and Unit No.—IV—12.5 MW. LTPS has 45 MW.
Out of the 3 units one is supposed to remain as stand
by according to the project sanctioned. So, normally we are
to obtain theoritically a total of 28-30 MW from this
power station with two wunits. CTPS :—At present the
single unit (130 MW) CTPS station is under operation
taking full load during péak load and cff peak oad hours.
BTPS :—Both the units have been tried to be synchronis-
ed together. This could be possible for some time and
generated upto a maximum of 95 MW, The main problem
of continuous generating from BTPS is malfunctioning of
the coal mills which are under renovation by Mj/s BHEL,
Namrup Waste Heat Project (I1x22 MW) :—this project
is targetted for commissioning in March 1985.

Shri ALTAF HOSSAIN MAZUMDAR.—MTr. Speaker
Sir, the allegation is that the Electricity Department has
shown that some villages as clectrified. But as a matter
of fact, these were not electrified, Last year myself and
the Sonai MLA have been given a list showing that at
least 20 villages have been electrified. But actually these
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were not electrified. So, my request to the Hon’ble Minister
is that he will please direct his Department to give

the MLAs a list of Villages so far electrified constituencys-
wise so that we can verify them and see for ourselves
where the villages have actually been electrified.

Shri ABDUL MUHIB MAZUMDER (Minister),—Sir,
I remember to haye had a meeting at Silchar where my
friend, Mr. Mazumdar and also some other MLAs were
present and in the meeting all these questions were rais-
ed. Then I took up the matter with the Officers present
and asked them to look into it. I fully appreciate the:
concern of the Hon’ble members and I also feel a little
embarassed when the report comes to the effect that
there are some villages showing as electrified but in fact
these were’ not electrified. This sort of report is very
discouraging and tells on the honesty of the Officers of
the Department. I accept the suggestion of the Hon’ble
member Shri Mazumder. Immediately after the Session, I
will write to all the MLAs including the Ministers to:
give us the list of villages so far electrified in their.areas
and on receipt of the information from all the MLAs we
can convene a meeting and sort out the differences.

Shri ALTAF HOSSAIN MAZUMDAR .—Sir, [
suppose the Hon’ble Minister has missed my point. [ said
let the Department send us a list showing the villages
electrified. Then we will verify the list given by the
Department and tell the Minister whether there is any
discrepancy.

Shri ABDUL MUHIB MAZUMDAR (Minister).—Sir, the
question is that certain villages have been shown as
clectrified but in fact these were not. That is the point
also raised by the Hon’ble Member Shri Condpan and it
is in this context I gave the reply. Now, Hon’ble Member
Shri Mazumdar wants the names of the villages con-
stituency-wise, then [ will ask for the report constituency-
wise.

Shri ALTAF HOSSAIN MAZUMDAR .—My sugges-

tion in the question is very simple. I would request the

Hon’ble Minister kindly to direct his Department to give
a list to all the MLAs constiutency-wise showing the
villages that had been already electrified. Then we will
verify the list and come to the Minister if there is any
discrepancy.
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-« Shri ABDUL MUHIB MAZUMDAR (Minister).—Sir,
is it wisc to send the MLAs for investigation ? What I
am saying 1s that our Circle Officers are not located
constitutency-wise and if we are to go by constituency-
wise it will take a Jot, of tite. It would be easier for
the MLAs to give us a list showing the villages in his
constituency which are said to have been electrified but
actually these were not electrified. But if I am to give
the list of villages T can do so Thana-wise. Then the
Hon’ble Member will have to find out if that Thana falls
within his Constituency.

Shri HASAN UDDIN AHMED :—Sir, to stop theft,
pilferage peoples’ representatives cooperation is very much
necessary. But, Sir, we find that the local officers of the
department do not feel it necessary to cooperate with
the representatives. I personally meer the local Executive
Engineer and other concerned officers on several occassions
for this purpose’ but I found that they did mnot feel it
necessary to maintain co-operation or liaison with the public
representatives. Even I find that they did not feel it
necessary to show the minimum courtesy to the puphc
representatives. In view of this, may I request the Hon ble
Minister to instruct the officers in the ficl! to maintain
close liaison with the public representatives ?

Shri ABDUL MUHIB MAZUMDAR (Minjster) .—Sir,
I fully agree with the suggestion of the Hon’bie Member.
Not only that the official should have close co-operation
with the public representatives but we are going to con-
stitute District and Subdivisional level committees where
the Hon’ble Members of this House will be included and
I may assure the Hon’ble Member that with the constitu-
tion of the committee there wi!l be close liaison betWeen
the officials and the public representatives.
