Shri- Benoy Kumar Basumatary—Sir, in support of our Cut

Motion, I rise to speak in the matter of policies bec-
ause ours is a policy cut. Sir, if we study the
Budget, we sez that this Government has unrea-
sanb[y' birdensd the p‘*ople For instance. Sir,
if we observe the policy’ that has been taken by the
Government in the State since Independence, we will
see that every mstltutlon every educational institution
has -been started by people. When the people realised
the “necessity for institutions, for i:ﬁstancé if we go
to the prim'ny school, we kaow, it is the people who
started these primary schools and these primary schools
are named and termed as venturs pmnary schools and -
remained as venture for many years before Governm-
ent decides to take them over. Now, Sir, the Gover-
nment also rcquires certain fulfillment of conditions of
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the people. For instance, wken we feel the necessity of
a primary school and people starts, it is the people
who appoint the teachers, select land, build the houses
and ask their children to go there and it is the people
to man the venture L. P, Schools for any number of
years say atleast for 5 to 15 years. But Sir, in case
of tribals this period is lengthened and we can never
expect or hope that our venture schools in tribal areas
will be provincialised before ten fifteen years, Sir, when

these venture schools are established the people are
not aware of the rules and regulations. Then the

Govt. tells them you must have land and qualified
teachers and required number of students and then
only the school is taken over. Even after that it de-
pends upon the budgetary allocation. This tells of the
the insensibility of the Govt. to the educational need
of the people of the State. Not cnly this—¥his
very system is followed in taking up the high
schools and most of the colleges. This procedure,
this venture procedure, is followed not only in
theScase soli=sls \Schools but upto college Ilevel.

In this budget at
for administration and direction we require more than
Rs. 22 lakhs 70 thousand. Therefore, we see that

most of money that is allocated in this budget is spent
towards the administrative machinery of the departm-
ent, If we go ahead and try to locate about the
secondary education then also we find for secondary

‘age 5 in primary education itself

- ‘-J-_ H
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inspector all Rs. 11,90,000/- for Plan area and Rs.
47,95,000/- for Non-Plan area. For Sixth Schedule areas
it is Plan Rs. 60,000/- and Non Plan Rs. 11,02,000/-.
Therefore, Sir, we see that huge amount of money is
spent in inspection. But what happens to the inspec-
tion at secondary level ? In this House I have repe-
atedly brought the charge that Inspectors do not visit
the schiools on their own, It is the people who are
to request and also please the Inspectors and D, Is,
But what happens after that ? If you ask for an in-
spection report which is very essential for recogunition
and provincialisation it takes any number of months
to get the inspection report from the Inspectors and
inspectionz oficers. These™ things are going on for
the last 38 years; whereas we have seen that this
badget allocatin is increasing, it is rebounding. Last
year it was only Rs. 174 crores and from Rs. 174
crores this year it has jumped to Rs, 210 crores. The-
refore, Sir, the elucational allocation of the State has
increased by more than 25%, whereas can we claim
any improvement in the performance of the Education
Department ? No Sir. Of course these are very old
figures which are given, these are 1979 figures in the
Education Statistics, if we go to page 11, if we com-
pare the rural mass and the urban mass and the lit-
cracy per centage in the rural as weil as urban areas,
we will see that the fruit of education has not reached
the people at large. For instance in Kamrup in 1961
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: : <
the male rura] population was 11,03, 384 and out of ¥
- that only 855 were literate, In 1971 it is urban 1,777,
And female in rural areas was 1,07,636. and therefore

the total population in 1961 in rural areas was 1,44.5C8.
But what is the rate of literacy in rural areas p Cuit
oS thiss 11 1 akh people only: 15,000 people were
literate in 1961, In 1971 it increased {o 42,000. So,
in 1971, these are the last recogn sed figures, out of
16 lakh peopie .Only 42,000 were literate. Sir, we can

. See that the rate of literacy in the State is not as

expected. T have dealt with the most educationally
advanced district in the State, that is Kamrup, There

is a small booklet that is given to us in 1983, The

rate of literacy is like this. In Kamrup out of the:

total population only 112 scheduled caste are literate,
Out of the total population of Kamrup district in 1971
only 112 scheduled caste are literate and for scheduled
tribe the figure is 220°literate, - The percentage of
male litaracy is 20% and the total percentage is 31.6%.
But if we study and compare the tribal areas in the
State then we will find that in Lakhimpur it is as
low as 28% and in Karbi Anglong it is 19% and in
a populous area lIike my district Darrang it is 20%.
Therefore, we see, Sir, there is a major defect in the
policy .of education, Now we see ‘that whatever the
people starts is accepted by the State. Whereas. we

have come to know that in other States it is the Ed-

ucation Department who conduct survey and enquiry
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to find out the need and decides such arsa and such
requires a school ora college and the Govt. first establishes
a building. But here in Assam we start with venture
schools, that is with people’s efforts. But what happens
after the - venture school or college is taken over ?
One of the condition for recegniticn and provincialisa-
tion 1s that the school or college, must hdvc building
and the building should be well maintained. These:
facilities should be there. But as soon as these schools
are recognised and provincialised, the Govt does not
provide any fund even for the maintenance of the
bu:ldings.. Now in the recognised High Schools, there
are no Managing Committees. They have the Devel-
opment Ccmuittees, ard all the schools are run by the
Head Masters, as the Secretaries. There are innume-
rable complaints agairst the Secretaries who are runnirg
those schools at their sweet will. The Governme‘m,
inspite of '1'epeated charges of ‘mismanagement of these
instituticng, kave fa‘led to correct their action. Then
Sir, as regards - University Education, we have seen
that there are two Universities Dibrugarh and Gauhati,
Now, I happen to be the chairman in a College where
I could not get teaching staff of a particular Depart-
ment—Assamese. There is a general scarcity of Assamese
Lecturer according to the norms of the UGC, There
is scarcity also for English, Mathematics and Education.
Therefore, Sir, these two Universities have failed to

produce the teachers required by the State, Again,

only tha_t,- one boy from Kokrajhar was seriously beaten,
Now out of fear, he has developed a phobia. T und-

erstand now, the Students Union has asked him to -

come back to the University. Is it that these institu-
tions have bs=en mortgaged to ths Stidants Uaior ?
Sir, we have just now heard that son of Shri Ranendra
Narayan Basumatari, our hon’ble Minister and also
the sons and daughters of other Ministers and MLAs
have become Pariahs in the State, ‘Therefore, a man

like Shkri Basumatari who has sufficient money is in

a position to send his son outside the State. He sent .4

his son to Madras, The Assamese students at Madras
stabbed him and he has been seriously injured. Wl_wt
is this ? The tribals cannot get any higher education
in the State and also outside the State, Therefore, this
Govt. should do something and act properly. I.t‘is obs-
erved that during the last two years the University
Court meeting has not been held properly in the Uni-
versity campus, It is held either in the Stadium or

elsewhere, The Question hour in the Court meeting
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< @ has been eliminated. They are unable to conduct this

question and answer session in the University Court.
Therefore, Sir, T want that this Govt. should take pro-

_per steps against these Universities. Now, the incidents

1 have enumerated here have brought a sense of in-
security amongst the tribal people. This agitation
started in 1979, . Then the agitation did not affect the
agitation did not affect the tribal people as the schools
and colleges were functioning normally. Even then, the
tribal students could not sit in the examination. Tt
was decided then that the tribal schools should be
affiliated to some other Universities, What is the price
we have got ? When we became good beys, we had
to suffer, when we become bad boy, we will have to
suffer. Yesterday, the Gaurang Mission School Hostel
was raided because there was some unhappy incident
going on in Kokrajhar. You know that a sense of
discipline and strict rules prevail only in the Mission
Schools where the students are not allowed to pérti-
cipate in any agitation. Even then the Polce raided the
Hostel of the Gaurang H. E. School. That is very
unjustified. Then Sir, what about technical cducation
