Sir, if the Rural Development Department can
use the establishment that is existing under the Commu-
nity Development Programme, then this amount of Rs 87
lakhs can be saved.

sures against those officers. Sir; this Project Director at
Mangaldoi, he is a very proud man and he does not consi-
der the Councillors and Presidents of Gaon Pancha{raets
as such and tfeat them as ordinary peOp]e not to be
given any attention. He has even driven out of his of "ce
these people and roughly treated them. The Bl G C:
in a meeting took resolution for approprlate action aga-
inst this officer and sent the same to the Government, but
the government as it appears, is incomps etent to deal with
such an officer. In Uda]gun Block all the files have
been seized and are now in the pohce custody. There-
fore since Novemb»r last not a single penny, has been spent
in this Block and the whole welfare work has stopped in
this Block. Sir, I am the Chairman, and _I belong to that
Block. Last year we had worked hard day and night and
I believej in the Darrang djstrict, our Block de commen-
dable work. There are forces which do not want that
these welfare works are conducted for the good bf the tribal
people. We have also a number of complaints against the
Secretary of the D.R.D.A. Ladies who are workmg under
him are not safe, and not only that he is hvmg in a
scandallous manner, He has been complamed of many
offences. 1 have -in my office nany evidence  to show that
this Secretary’ is running after ladies. He is not actually
running after the ladies in one ‘place (laughter in the
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Housz) but in other places too. Knowing this State Govern-
ment is incapable of taking steps against him, ‘e started
all sorts of irregularities. Sir, this Government -is suppo-
sed to work against corruption but the Govermment has
not been able to take action against this man. He con-

ducted tours which he should not have undertaken. Not
only that, heis baving three cars at his disposal. All
these three cars belong to the Departments of Municipal
Administration, Community Development and Rural De-
velopment. Sir, is it necessary for one officer to have
three carsy We have always brought this fact to the
notice of the Government and Government is sitting tight
and doing nothing, Therefore, Sir, this Government is
going on and the new programmes enuneiated. by the Go-
vernment for benefit of the people, the people were happy
and a ray of hope was. noticed in the rural areas: But
I, wish again to record that after 19th November when

this welfare programme was started all. over the State,
not a single penny has been released in: my block.

Sir, I would again like to put
on record that more then 200 out of 400 has spent
Christmas Day without food. Sir, can we imagine how we
have been unhappy that we should remain empty stomach
during Chrismas Day ? There was, however. community
feats to enjoy the festival, otherwise they would have re-
main hungey. This. Government which is a welfare Go-
vernment has remained silent over the situation. Govern-
‘ment is doing nothing. Therefore, Sir, Iam very much
pained at: the performance of the Rural Development
Department and I wish to place bzfore the House a little
complaint against a councillor of my block, who has mis-
us:d the programmes of the Rural Development Depart-
ment, Ihave, with me, a letter which ‘I cannot read out.
This is so painful. It would not be possible on part of
any learned Member of the House to read it out.

uld like to state that prior to bifurcation
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of the office of the D. I. of Schools, Newgong, sixteen
teachers of present Hojai Sub-division were transferred to
some provincialised L/MV schools which are new under
Nagaon Sub-divisica. In their places equal number of
teachers were transferred from other provincialishcd schools.
Out of the sixteen teachers so transferred, only one had
gone and jeined there Two Teachers transferred from
Lumding constituency who came to join in their new places
of posting were reversed to their old places because of
difficulties of their relievers to move.

The remaining thirteen teachers could not join their
respective places of posting because in some cases the local
Managing Committees did not accept them and in same
cascs the teachers pleaded personal difficulties. These

teachers therefore continued in the old schools in addition
to their relievers.

Mecanwhile. the Nagaon Sub-division was bifurcated into
Nagaon and Hojai Sub-divisions. The D. I's office - at
Hojai began functioning with effect from 1.1 84. The new
office naturally tock some time to sort out the maiters and
in the month of February, 1884 D. I. Hojui requested D.1.
Nagaon to send the teachers to join in the schools of Hojai

and Jamunamukh constituencies as transferred earlier SO

that the schools might not suff:r. Even then they did not

join. The Nirectorate therefore held up their * pay where-
upon the teachers submitted representations for review of

their cases on various grounds such as ill Fcalth eig Gt
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considered their prayer and in order to_settle the stalmate
the 13 posts were withdrawn to Nagaon Sub-division and
the teachers there agains distribut:d in the needy schools.

It may be mentioned that out of the above mentioned
13 schools, 8 were single teacher schools and 5 plural tea-
cher schools. The plural teacher schools managed with
the remaining staff. In the single teacher schools the local
Managing Committees appointed qualified teachers to run
the schools on some honorarium. Govt. is seized of the
situation and is going to solve it shortly either by creating
new posts or by adjusting existing posts suitably.
