Point No.11— In many areas, the recruitment is done
through competitive examination. Of ten, minority groups
have been handicapped in taking advantage of the
educaticnal systenﬁ to compete on equal terms in such
examinations. To help them to overcome these handicaps,
steps should be taken to encourage starting of coaching
classes in‘ minority educational institutions to train the
persons to compete successfully in these examinations.

Point No.12 — Acquisition of technical skill by the
minorities are lagging behind. Arrangements should be
made to set up ITI and Polytechnics by the Govt and
by the privaté agencies in minority areas to encourage
admission in such institutions adequate  number of

persons belonging to these communities.
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Point No.13 Other measures— In various development
programmes including the 20-point programm, care sho-
uld be taken to see that minorities secure in a fair
and adequate measure the benfits flowing therefrom.
In the various depertments wbich are set up to oversee
the implementation of such programmes, members of
these communities should be actively involved.

Point No.14— Apart from the general issue which I
have ref’erre:i are the various local problems which devy-
lop needless irritants to minorities. For instance, encr-
oachment of wakf property and braveyard have led td

public grievances in such places. Suitable action should

be taken to deal with such problems on an expeditous
and satisfactory way. ‘

Point No.15— Problems relationg to minorities need
to be -attended to on'a continuous basis so that appreh-
cnsions are allayed and genuine grievances redressed.
To- facilitate - this, a -special cell will be created in the
Home = Ministry 'to deal with the matter relating to
minorities.

I remember even today, when
the Chinese camaz to invade us in 1962, we had  then
ouly one road to and®from: Assam. The Defence Deptt.
then had decided to construct an alternative road: from
Bareli to Rangoon which ‘was to be named as Asian
High way.. [t was planned to start this road from
Bareli touching WNorth Bank of Assam with another
bridge at Dibrugarh then to Burma. Sir, Assam has become
very important being a junction point -of all the 7 States
of North Eastern India, and yet it is very ' unfortunate
that there is only one road linking ~Assain and other
States of N.E. region with the rest .of ~India through

West Bengal, The Ioch-Behar road has been ° left out
because a new road from Alipurduar to Assam is better

and shorter which carries bulk of the traffic via Sriram-
pur. This road touches Baihata Charali: and goes to
two directions. One goes Southward to feed  all other
States of the regioa. The other goss:to Tezpur, North
Lakhimpur etc.

Sir, there is a requirement of another road on the border
from Bhutan to Arunachal: touching Assam. The cons-

truction of a portion  of road from Tamulpur to Routa has
not been completed. About 50 miles is yet to be constructed.
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Then for the State High way, Rs. 15 crores have been
provided. Ihave already stated that the road conditions
" in the State is very bad, and the foundation of the bridges
which were laid durirg British days becane shaky. These
need repair. Most of the bridges are made of timbers
now-a-diys - a1l oll steel bridgzs laid [o>13 back have
been damaged. In kalaigaon for example there is a steel
bridge constructed over river Nonoi in 1908 is still open
to the traffic which needs replacement. The Govt. have
not been able to replace the bridge yet. We have to go
by a new road which is very soft and during rains our
vehicles get stuck up there. In my area for example,
bridgs are all made of wood. I am told by the Engineers
that if the pre- mix coating is = given the longibity of
the bridge is lengthened. But unfortulately these normal
procedure is not followed now-a-days and as a result
the wooden bridges get damaged in course of a month
or so during rains. Last year a wooden bridge was repaired,
this is in' my constituency, which is damaged very quickly
as the timbers provided were of bad quulity. Sir, I do
not understand, we have a lot of good timbers in our
State which should be sufficiently available for our in -
ternal works but have not been made available for such
use. As you are aware Mr. Chairman, the Govt. have
decided to stop allocating timbers to individuals and the
Govt. proposed a system to bring timpers from the
Depots, established by the Forest Deptt. We are yet to
know whether PWD have any co-ordination.with Forest

/]
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Deptt. in this respect: I am told that Engineers of the
P. W.D. even now, allot timber procurement to the
contractors, and as a result the substandard timber Iis
still being used. I would like to know from the Govt.
Whether PWD is having any direct liaison with the For-
est Deptt. in this respect. 1 would suggest that the
PWD should get the timbers required for their use directly
from the Forest Deptt. from their established Depot.
Sir, the next, point is about the reoganisation of the
P.W.D. Sir, you know that Udalguri has been decl -
ared as .a Sub-divisional headquarter butit has not been
favoured with any Division of P.W.D. Instead of
establishing a Divison at Udalguri the Deptt: has decided
to tag the Udalguri Section of the road with Dalgaon
Sub-division. The people who are now connected with
work at Udalguri have, now, to go down to Dalgaon,
which will bring discomfort for them. I would request
the Minister to see that the justice done in this matter
at the time .of reorganisation. I have stated one instance
pertaining to my snb-division only. Similar reorganisation
is being done in other places of the State. I would like
to know whether the Govt. has any policy as to the
allocation of Divisional office or Circle Office and if there
be any, they should stick to the rules and procedures
adopted by the Govt. earlier. With these words, I oppose
the allocation of this amount and support my Cut M it on:

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Sir, in my constituency. there is a wornout sick bridgs
which was built in 1974, and in the last two budget
sessions of the Assembly also the condition of this bridge
and its repair were discussed about, but nothing seems
to have moved so far and nothing has been done to it,
Every time the Hon. Members of this House pleads with
the Hon. P.W.D. Minister to pay some attention to it.
but nothing is donme. I think, the Depariment should
have its iinfernal arrangement, internal survey; internal
planning and internal vigilance itseif. Repair of the
bridges and their maintenance should have been taken
up after internal investigation by the Department of
P.W.D. itself.

Sir, before coming  to specific few roads I would
like to draw the .attention of the Mmlster PWD that
there was a proposal Govt of Assam will construct a
brldge over Rani Ferry as this is very essentlal to mamtam
inter-state direct link to Silchar with Manipur State
from. the Jowai road In 1967 the Govt. of Assam
considred the matter and subsequently it was brought
to . the IIOIICC of Govt. of 'India and the proposal was

Viz S.J. Road & T.R.K. Road
of Cachar constructed during the British rcgime are in
a bad shape. Sir, the Additional Chief Engineer has already
visited and he himself has felt urgency to Trepair of
there roads. I do not want to comment more on it.
There are other interior roads in my constituency which
need imediate repair. What I feel is that if there be
adequate supervision, the condition of the roads may
not come to such a stage. These roads, even in this
season, cannot be used, not to speak on the rainy
season. Sir, PWD may say that they could not under-
take repairing work because of paucity of fund. I think,
road once construction and open to the public itis the
bounden duty of the Department to maintain it, Paucity
of fund should not be the execuse. In my opinion no
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new roads should be taken in hand and preference should be

given to maintenance of the old old roads. Sir, I request the
PWD Department to stop construction of the new roads
for some years and. undetake, repairing of the old roads

if suficient fund is not available at their disposal. I
alse like to draw the attention of the Hom’ble Minister,
PWD and the Flood Control Minister about the embank-
ments. Sir, there is lack of co-ordination between the

PWD and Flood Control Departnent. Sir, there are
some embankments which are used as roads and in this
case, there should be some co-ordination, In this
connection, I want to cite two embankments which are
used as roads. One is Borkhela Phase-II and another
Madhuram Mashimpur dyke under Silchar Flood Control
Division.  Sir, it is the bounden duty of the Govern-
ment to maintain these embrnkments as roads. I request
‘the PWD Department to take then over as these are
mainly used as roads.
