agree to this proposal and we are not denying the claim
that the officers at the Lower Judiciary should be provided
with the Houses. Sir, in order to get rid of it, as suggested
by the Hon’bie Member Mr. Mazumdar, we are trying to
approach some Financial Instituiions to provide funds
for the construction of houses: We shall also take steps
accordingly for the accommodation of the Judicial Officers
at the lower level. As regards the fear-psychosis, I would
like to inform the Hon’ble House that on 3.12.86 the judg-
ment of the Indira Gandhi murder case had to be pronoun-
ced by the Judges of Delhi High Court under bullet-proof-
glass, Sir, it was not done due to fear-psychosis but due
to the fact that if the Judge is killed then what wil] happen
about his family. Therefore, the metal detector and bullet
proof glasses are required to be used: Sir, on the day
of the pronouncement of judgment the roads leading to
the Delhi High Court were also closed. Therefore, Sir, it
was done for security reason and not for any fear-psychosis.
I thing I have covered all the points raised in this connec-
tion; Then, Sir, regarding the talents I wouyld like to say
that in my last visit to Delhi I met two Union Ministers of
Law and requested them to recruit Judges from the ‘Bar’. As
regards the appointment ~f the Chief Justice of Gauhati
High Court, I have also expressed my displeasure to the
Union Ministers, We have requested to provide the Chief
Justice from the State itself and not to appoint from the
outside. When the Chief Justice 1S appointed from the
outside, they do not remain more than one year, If the
Chief Justice is appointed from the Outside, then he should
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be a judge who may stay at-least three years: Therefor®
I have suggested to appoint the Chief Justice of Gauhati
High Court locally. If the Chief Justice is appointed lo-

cally; then there will be a chance to clear up the backlog.

With these, words, sir, I support the resolution put for-
ward by the Hon’ble Chief Minister. I would, therefore,
