Taking advaa-
tage of holding of the weekly market on the unauihoriszd
land, the encroachers constructed and opened grocery shops,
Tea and Tailoring and other shops on permancnt nature
and also used the place for residential purposss. The
structuresystalls constructed on the encroached land are
as under ; — ;

(10 gntls and 5 gntls)
was sold on auction on 21.10.86 at the highest bid of
Rs. 560/- and Rs: 485/- and handed over the same to
the auction purchasers on the same day. The D.C’s
stay order of handing over the Jute to the auction pur-
chasers was received by the S.D C. Kalgachia on 23..0.86.
As such the said order of the D.C. could not be im-

Official sources say that they were on their way to
the headquarters of National Socjalist Council of Naga-
land (NSCN) in Burma. No weapon was recovered trom
them.

A letter written by Pravesh Barua, self-styled com-
mander- in chief of the United Liberauion Front of Assam
(ULFA) responsible for receat killings in Assam, was Te-
covered from them:

They are reported to have told the Army that NS-
CN leaders had asked Barua to send those ULFA mem-
bers who had already been given training 1n guerlla
warfare for further training and re-equipment.

Sou ces said that in his letter Barua had assured
NSCN Jeaders that these extremusts would soon be sent.

The two arrested men are reporied to have told the
Army that there are about five hundred Assamese extre-
mists who had already undergone training in guerilla
warfare at the N>CN headquaters:

Security measures along the international border bave
been beefed up 1o intercept movement of Assamese ex-
tremists,” Now in the Assam Tribune
