As per Rule 18 of the Settlement Rules of A. L. R. R.
1886 unauthorised encroachment on Govt, land and reserve
land may be evicted, The encroachment on Govt. land is
increasing at an alarming rate and it is apprehended that if
encroachments are not removed, there will be no vacant Govt
land in the near future for utilisation in any development
programme of the State.

It is, therefore, considered necessary to evict all una-
thorised encroachers from Govt. Khas Jand, V.G,R. P.G.R.
Tribal Belts, road-side reservation and lands reserved for
p\iblic purposes. In case of Tribal Bslts/Blocks encroach-
ments may bz evicted under the provision of Chapter-x
(Sec-165).

Shri Silvius Condpan ¢ Sir, the oinister has rightly aans-
wered, but my question is whether they are encroachers
or they are bonafide citizen of our country ? Itis the res-

Subdivisional population pattern is to be reflected in all
recruitments to the Gr. III and Gr. 1V staff in all District
and Subdivisional Level Offices under the State Govern-
ment and in the State Government Undertakings.

Shri Prafulla Kumar Mahanta (Chief Minister) ¢+ Mr, Spea-
ker, Sir, in the year 1977 Govt. decided (Vide Circular
No. AAP, 189/75/47, dt. 2.4.77 and No. AAP 189/75/48 dt.
2,4.77.) that it was necessary to rationalise appointments
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in Government and Semi Govt., services and agencies in
order to reflect the: Sub-division-wise population pattern
of various communitics in each Subdivision. Accordingly,
it was proposed that appointments in Gr. IlI and Gr. IV
posts in the establishments under the control of the Deputy
Commissioners and Heads of Departments upto the Dis-
trict level offices shall, by and large reflects the popula-
tion pattern of the various Communities in the Sub-divisions,
The D.Cs/ S.D.Os and the Heads of Deptts, (except I.G.,
Police) were also instructed to ensure that the population
pattern is suitably reftected to the extent practicable and
~ within the framwork of prescribed recruitment rules and
procedures. It also - stressed that whenever examination
and tests are held for recrunitment to any citegory of
posts, prescribed minimun qualifications and standards sho-
uld be maintained. Candidates possessing minimum quali-
fications and achieving such minimum standards, as are
prescribed, should be given due weightage in terms of the
Subdivisional population ratio of the respective communities,
“Community” for the purpose of implementation of the instru-
ctions;, it as indicated, shall mean specific significant popula-
tion groups including backward classes listed as such.

In "April, 1980, examination of the modalities for
implementation of the policy regarding the reflection of
Subdivision wise population pattern was taken up by the
Govt. and pending issue of detailed guidelines, instruc-
tions issued in the year 1977 were = stayed. Thereaficr, in

-May, 1982, all concerned were informed to comply with. the
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instructions contained in the circular of 1977 so that the
population pattern of various Subdivisions are reflected in
the Govt. and Semi-Government services and agencies in
proportion to their population to envisage the appoint-
ment of local candidates of various communities as emphasi-
sed in the Govt. circulars No. AAR. 189/75/47. dt. 2,4.77.
and No. AAP. 189/75/48 dt, 2.4.77.

However, Govt. is now examining the matter further
as there has cropped up certain difficulties in identifying
the different communities and finding out the exact ratio
of various communities in each Subdivision.

I am going to oppose this resolution on some very
fundamental grounds because if it is accepted, all the civili-
sed notions of rule of law are going to be violated, It is
said that this was pressed for determination of the status of
a person whether he is an illegal migrant or not and to
that end a machinery has been envisaged. The whole Act
when it was passed in the Parliament detailed discussions
were held and rule of law which is accepted by the all civili-
sed pattern is incbrporated. . This foreigners question is a
vexed question, One has to see that norms of law are hono-
ured because very fundamental question of status that is ci-
tizenship of a person is involved, At the outset, this re-
solution wants to make an amendment 1n terminology that
the word “migrant’ isto be; substituted by “foraigner’. j
thiﬁk the mover of the resolution has missed the main
question that in relation to tnis problemn when Assam
Accord was signed the quesiion came up about the regu-
larisation of the migrant at various stages. The word
foreigners will give a distorted picture because in the Act
" we have accepted the proposition that some migrants who
had no legal status as a citizen acquired the status of citj-
zenship i. e. prior to 25th March, 1971 those who have ep-
tered inio Assam have been recognised as Indiap citizen
and this fact was duly noted at the time of the prepara-
tion of the Electoral Roll of 1985. There is a clause which
speaks suspension of right of franchise of a category of
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Indian citizens who entered in to Assam in between 1966-71
conly for 10 years. So, sir, the whole Accord refers to the
term migrants those who entered Assam prior to 25th March
197} and those who entered after 1971. Those who have ente- @
red prior to 25th March, 1971 are not foreigners because gag

per the Act they are not within the purview of this Act ang

everybody perhaps will agree that they are to be treated as In- :
dian citizen. So this suggestion is simply infractuous. Now Jet

us come to the main point what is agitating in the minds

of the Hon’ble “lembers. These amendments as contiined 7R

in this resolution perhaps have come from a state of

India or to any other effect or has arisen in any other
mannoer whatsoever refers such question to a Tribunal
for decision.” Section 3 of the Foreigners’ Act empowers
a category of officers to s:rve a notice on a alleged foreigy-
er and officers entrusted for the purpose of the rank of

Superintendent of Police can prosecute ualer section
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14 of the Fore gners’ Act. [If the prosecation is to be
carried on in ordinary manner in any court of law it will
take time and will take time and will delay the speedy
disposal of the cases. That is why the question of Tribu-
nal came which will disose of speedily such cases.

Sir, accordingly under the Act, of 1983 a Tribunal
for the first time of a quasi-judicial nature adhering to the
rules of Evidence and Criminal Procedure Code was propo-
sed to be set up. As [ have stated, sir, there isa lot of
eomplaint that this Act will not serve the very purpose
for which this is framed I do not agree to this. It is
wrong to say that this Act. will not seive the purpose.
Now, sir, it is the duty of the Govt. to set up their own
machinery. It is also their primai‘y re’spdnéiﬁiiity to allot
the cases to this machinery. 7hen, sir, coming to the other
pirt we find that jurists always discourage ﬁri{'z}te complaint
cases when there is an assault, when there is a complain
to the magistrate, it is Sent to rolice for investigation
They discourage it bec use of the suspicion and it is due
to that it was pointed out at that time that limited powers
are to be given to the public as there is a doubt of this
type of prosecution. Then, sir, if anybody wants to
bring a complain against any other person on the ground
of a foreign national, the complainant must be a person of
that locality. A person who is not residing in that locality
cannot bring such a complain. A person residing in Dhau-
bri cannot bring a complain against 4 person who is ‘riot
residing in that locality. This will be infrufuous t5 bring
an allegation when he is not residing in that locality. This
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is according to the provision of the Act. So, sir, this amen-
dment will simply encourage private litigation and will lead
to unnecessary harrassmeunt. As rtegards the appointment
of judges, it is decided to appoint tiree judges for these
tribunals. If the tribunals compled of three numbers what
is wrong ? This provision is made to give proper justice
to all such cases and to prevent harassment. So, sir, I
think this type of amendment will further complicate things.
Govi. may submit all such cases before the tribunal so
that the tribunal can give a reasonable verdict as per
law. It is also purposed that revisional powers of the High

Court should be taken away on the matters of law. I do =

not find what purpose will be served by doing away with
that. Sir, doing away with all these things will complicate
the thing and will lead unnecessary harrassment and peo-

ple might suspect otherwise. Therefore, sir, I oppose this
resolution. If this resolution is forwarded to the Central

Govt., then they will mis-construe in a different way. So,
I feel this House is not in a position to accept the resolu-
ticn. Had there been any other resolution for setting up
of another refinery in Assam, then I think tiis house would
have no objection to accept the resolution.

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Shri Rchini Kumar Choudhury said, “By this amendment
I want citizenship rights for those persons 1 am garticul-
arly concerned with Assam- who had come from East Ben-
gal because they found things ‘impossible for them there.
It may be argued in a narrow way that everv one who
has come from East Bengal was not really actuated by
fear or disturbance or actually living in a place where dis.
turbance had taken place. Can anyone imagine for a mo-
ment that thers is no fear of disturbance in the minds of
these East Bengal people who had come over to West Ben-
gal or Assum ? Was there any sense of security in their
minds ? Has that sense of security, now aiter a period of
two years, been enhanced by the fact that Pakisthan
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has been converted into a theocratic State ? I should
say in answer to the criticism of Pandit Kunzru, that you
need not insist in such cases that the man actuated by fear of
disturbance or that disturbance should have taken place.
The fear is latentin the mind of everybody. The moment
any Hindu or a person of any minority raises a protest
against any action which is taken here, disturbances would
-immediately follow, Is there any doubt about it
Therefore, Sir, in answer to Pandit Kunzry’s criticism

I would say that that this condition of fear of disturbance
should not at ail be insisted in the case of a person coming

from Pakistan over to West Bengal or Assam or any other

place in India ?

Again Shri Rohini Kumar Choudhury saids I want
citizenship rights to this class of people, who have ori-
ginally belonged to Sylhet in the province of Assam who
long before the partition, ~have come to the Assam Valley
as a citizen of that province and are staying in the present
province of Assam. I ask have they got citizenship or not?
These people belonged to the province of Assam, Sylhet.
They had come to Assam ‘on some business or other,
thoy had come as government servants or as emyl-
oyees of business-men.

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Shei Sarat Chandra Sinha ¢ Mr Speaker sir, I quite appre-

ciate that the mover of the resolution and his supporters are
very eager to get the Accord implemented, particularly,
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the part relating to detection, determination and deporta-
tion of those who entered Assam after 1971: This Resolution,
sir, has created an impression that it is the primary respon-.
sibility of the people, and not of the Government to det-
ect, determine and deport the foreigners and that they
would- have to play a definite role in this matter by brin-
ging before the Tribunals the cases of the suspected people.

Sir, that is not the correct position. The "entire responsi-
bility lies with the Government. The Government will
have to detect, determine and deport these people who
came to Assam after 1971, Government have the machin-
ery to do this, as our Hon Member, Shri Hemen Das
has said Government have enough power to do this, but
the Government are not using it and instead, leax}ing it
to the people. This resolution has created also an inpres-
sion that, because of this illegal Migrants’ Act, detection
determination and deportation of foreigners have not been
taken up and the whole process has been delayed. Leaving
aside this, a partinent question arise. What have the
Government done so far ¢ The Government have had th:
massive mandate. The ruling party has come to power
particularly on this issue. When they have come to power
and formed the Government, they have to do it. Govern-
ment should take up the matter in right earnest. Govern-
ment has enough power under this very Act itself to do
this, At the very outset when this subject matter was
taken up in the Lok Sabha, we were opposed to the
basic principle of setting one section of the people against
the other, Sir, so far as this particylar resolution is con-
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cerneed, I do not like to go into the merits of the resolution
and into the details of the Act. But then, to make my point
clear 1 must cite 2 or 3 instances. It is quite understandable
that an objector may not be available within 3 k, m. It is true,
But if this limit is removed then what happens ? Any man
can complain, a large number of persons, We have seen in
the case of filing the objections to enrolment of the voters that
one person filed objections against thousands of psople. Here a
person sitting in a remote place may file cases against hun-

dreds and thousands of innocent Iniian citizens whom he
has no chance to know. There is no denying the fact that

there is a kind of feeling, even in day to .day discussion
in the House that certain section of people has been . bran-
ded as Bangladeshis ; thereis a suspicion of their status as
Indian citizens. If on account of that suspicion some peo-
ple start filing cases against them and the cases are sent
to the Tribunal then hundreds and thousands of Indian
people will be harassed, On principle we are opposed to
the measure that one section of the people is set against
another, Whether it is a matter of 3 k, m. or payment of
twentyfive rupees, we are opposed to this on principle.
It is entirely the responsibility of the Government to see
that the foreigners or the illegal migrants, whatever it
may be who came to Assam after 1971, should be detected,

determined and deported as Isid down in the Act itself and

the Government have enough power to do it. Government

have the machinery to do it, The Government shoyld not
encourage us to fight. one against the other. There are di-
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ficulties, butinsp’te of difficulties and in spite of prevailiag
misunderstanding we want to create understanding, tolere-
nce among the diferent sections of the people so that there

may be peace in the society. But if the Act is allowed to
be operative in this manner asking ons section of people to

file objections one against the other it will be disastrous.
If the people are to take up the responsibility of the
Government then there will be misunderstanding, They will
have to suffer. Sir, it seems that this resolution has been
brought to cover or to conceal the failure of the Govern-
ment to detect, determine and deport -the foreigners. I am
asking the Government a question. Till how many forei-
gners have been detected, determined and deported ¢ There
may be delay in the procedural matters in the Tribunal,
But then 1 may ask the question how many cases have
been detected and sent to Tribunal. I do not accuse
the Government either. There may be certain difficulty. I
do not éccuse the Government, but the falt is that the
Government has not been able to do it. We must appre-
ciate this. Inspite of the difficulties Government has been
experiencing, the Government will have to do it: One
section of the people should not be set against another
section. Instead of going into the merits of the Act and

so also of this resolution we are opposed to the
principle of asking one section of the people to file cases

against others, particularly when the question of emotion
and sentiments are involved. This may create misunder-
standing in -the society, It is on this principle thatI am
opposed to the resolution. This resolution has created an
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impression that Government has not been able to detect,
determine and deport the illegal migran(s because the Cen-
tre has not done anything to amend the Act. Leave aside
the Act. The Governmeant has enough power, When I say
this I again appreciate that there are difficulties. So I would
request the members that they should understand the ques-
tion of difficulties invelved in this matter on the part of

the Government too. But, whatever it might be, whether
there is any difficulty or not, Government will have to
do it. Government has the primary responsibility. There-
fore, on this principle I oppose th: resolution.
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Shri Altaf Hossaln Majnmdar : Mr, Speaker, Sir, I have
heard the Hon’ble Mover of the resolution Mr. Kalita with
rapt attention, But I am sorry to say that I am not in a

This resolution has raised controversies and suspicion in the
minds of the people of Assim, -There 1s already a misconcepti-
on in the minds of the people regarding different opinioas
and views about the foreigners from different quarters, As you
know sir, some people are under the conception that people
who have come after 1967 are all foreigners. But the
accord did not say so. The accord says that people who
have come during 1967 to 25th March, 1971 will have
no voting rights but they are Indians. Their voting rights
will be disfranchised and for all other purposes they have
the equal rights like indian citizens. But a group of peo-
ple are under illusions that they are all foreigners. Sir,
it is for the Govt. to explain the real position to the
people of Assam. The accord was signed by Mr. Prafulla
Kumar Mahanta and Mr. Bhrigu Kumar Phukan and it is
their duty to explain the correct position. “People should
not have the misconception that migrants between 1967
and 71 are all Bangladeshis. This is not the correct posi-
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tion. Therefore, Sir, the Govt. should remove this mis-
conception because for all practical purpcses they are
like Indian citizens. Therefore, sir, this Govt. can iden-
rtify the foreigners on the basis of the accord. They
have got the machinery, they have got the police force
and with their help Govt. can identify the real foreigners.
But it should not be done by private person or people.
We oppose it vehemently when a group of private persons
indulges in such work: Sir, why a particular group or class
of people is involved ? Why there should be a class stru-
ggle within the State of Assam ¢ Will it be for the bene-

it of the people of Assam ? Certainly not, sir. If the
Govt. have no stiffs, then they may have additional staffs

for the purpose. let there be additional personels. Let
there be additional staffs to detect and deport the foreigners
but it should not be left to a certain class of people
which is b:yond the principle of civilzed norms and intern-
ational standard. Sir, you will agree with me that detec-
tion and deportation must follow certain civilized norms
and standard and we want that this should be followed.
Laws are passed on the basis of civilized norms and inter-
national rules and those norms and rules are to be foll

owed by the Govt. This is necessary for the greater ins
terest of the Stite. This is my submission. Now, if Hon-
ble member complains that people who are living within
a radius of 50 k.ms of Bangladesh-border are all Bangla.
dechis then it will be something ludicrous and fartherest
from truth. 7herefore, sir, it should not be accepted, dt
is a fact and nobody will prefer that foreigners should
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come anl stay within our territory. We do not like to
bear the extra burden on our economic life. But for
that we cannot allow -private groups or parties to harass
our people. who are Indians. On several occasions Wwe
have seen when a person named by °‘Ali’ or some

‘Chakravarty’ is found, belonging to Bengali community,
then he is harassed. In the street or in a transport bus

when a man wearing a lungis is found then he is treated
as Bangladeshi. Sir, this is beyond the decency of any
civilized norm or standard, Then, sir, a guestion has
been raised regarding the appointment ‘of Judges. It is

stated that why there should be 3 Judges? Why there
should not be one Judge ? Sir, Judges in the Tribunal are

provided according to certain principle. Similarly, Judges
in the High Court are also appointed on the basis of the
principle of providing justice and to avoid unnecssary delay.
This is necessary to avoid miscarriage of justice and for
that we cannot question why more Judges sit in a bench.
This is z very bad sign, if this allowed to continue then a day
will com: when the appo.ntment of Judges in the Disﬁict
and Session Judges will also be qusstioned for avoiding
appeal, Judges n the District courts and in the Appellate
Courts are appo:nted on certai1 norms ' and principles which
involves a substantial question of law. This is essen:ial
to ensure that the Judges can dispense justice and provide
relief, Sir, -Dr. Kalita’s resolution for vesting the onus of
proving the nationality on the foreigners, doing away with
the limitation of three kilometers of limit for a persoﬁ to
file objectioﬁ against a suspected forcigner and forming of
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one man Tribunal instead of three and revising the revisi-
onal powers of the High Court etc are fantastic propos-
ition and this will deny justice to the people. Sir, all
people of Bangadesh origin are not foreignrs. In Assam
many Assamese fore fathers came from outside few gene-
rations back, their forefathers were iz East Bengal. So,
sir, they are not Bangladeshis, or foreigners. Sir, we will
not mind if the detection and deportation works zre star-
ted by the Govt. Machinery. Thousand times we welco-
me it. But we cannot tolerate it when it will be left to a
particular class of people. - Sir, we will not tolerate the
~ jungle laws. Before I conclude I would request the Hon’-
ble Mover of the resolution Dr. Kalita to withdraw
this resolutioa for the sake of unity and greater interest of
Assam. With these words, sir, I oppose the resolution,
