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Shri SURENDRA NATH MEDHI (Minister, Law, etc)
replies :
42. (a)—There are some cases where the present State
Government have relieved some Public Prosecutors/Addi-
tional Public Prosecutors/Assistant Public Procecutors in
the interest of efficient conduct of Government cases. It is
not a fact that Junior inexperienced Advocates belonging
to Ruling Party have been appointed in their places.

(b)—Appointment of Public Prosecutor and Additioral
Public Prosecutor is made under sub-section (3) of Section
24 of the Cr. P.C: 1973, as amerded, As per provis'on
under section 24 of the Cr, P.C., no perscn shall be
appointed by the State Government as tte Public
Prosecutor or the Additional Public Prosecutor unless
his name appears in the panel of names prepared by
the District Magistrate in consultation with the Sessions
Judge and unless he has been in practice asan Advocate
for not less than seven years. Assistant Public Prosecutor
is appointed under sub-section (1) of Section 25 of the
Cr, P.C. 1973. Nothing has been provided in Section 25
about the requirement of panel and the practice as an
Advocate in the matter of appointment of Assistant Public
Prosecutor, Rule 2 2 of Assam Law Department Manya)
as amended, however provides that in the matter o;"
appointment of Assistant Public Presecutor, Government
may require a Deputy Commissioner or a Sub-Divisiona]
Officer to prepare a panel of names of Advocates, in
consultation with the Chief Judicial Magistrate or the Sub-
Divisional Judicial Magistrats as the case may be.
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(c)—Under Rule 3 of the Assam Law Department
Manual' as amended in 1978, the term of appointment of
a Public Prosecutor or Additional Public Piosecutor ard -
an Assistant Public Pro:ecutor shall, initially be one year
and if there be no complaint against him, the next extension
shall normally be for two years. After expiry of term of
3 years, fresh panels shall be called for as here-in-before
provided.

Shri Surendra Nath M- dhi, Minister, Law— Hon’ble Speaker
Sir, it is a fact that in Assam Tribure I wiotean article
under tbe capiicn as stated ezrjier. I wrote ibe article with the
intention to acquint the public about the provisions of the
Act. With that intention only 1 wrote the article, and
nothing of the sort as alleged. In this connection, I beg to
submit before the House that by reading certain paragraphs
of the article one cannot come to the conclusion as regards
the main objective of the article. Hon’ble Member read
only 2 or 3 paragraphs of the article and cannot alleged
that it is a wrong thing. Oneis to read the article as a
whole tocone to a decison, The last paragraph in which
the object was actually aimed at is “In view of the rigorous
provisions incorporated in Chapter VI of the Act, the public
in general will consider as to whether the Act is a social
legislation promoting the agrarian reform. Let the public
in general go deep into the matter and express their opinio:
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over the issue.” So, Sir, I have requested the public to
express ther view because their opinion, to express their
view because itis a democratic country. The democratic
procets must roa in the “State; So, whatever I have writien
is for the welfare of the public. So, nothing has been done
for committing breach of privilege as has been complained
by the Hon’ble member:

In this connection, I beg to refer to certain passages
from the practice and procedure of parliament by Kaul
and Shakdher in coanection with breach of privilege;

“T'he term: ‘breach of privilege’ means a disregard of any
of the rights, privileges and immunities either of members
of Parliament individually orof the House in its collective
capacity. After due enQuiry, a breach of privilege is
punished in the same way as courts of Law punish for
contempt of their dignity or authority,

In practice, the term ‘breach of privilege’ is also applied
to contempts generally. ft is, however, properly applicable
only to that type of contempt which consists in the

violation of disregard of the privileges of the House or the
individual Members thereof.

Contempt of the House may be defined generally as
“any act or omission which obstructs or impedes either
House of Parliament in the performance of its functions, or
which obstructs or impedes any Member or officers of such
House in the discharge of his duty, or which has a tendency,

directly or indirectly, to produce such results even though

there is no Precedent of the offence, Hence, if any act,
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though not tending directly to obstruct or impede the House
in the performance of its functions, has a tendency to pro-
duce this result indirectly by bringing the House into

odium, contempt or ridicule or by lowsring its authority,
it constitutes a contempt.”

Shri Golak Rajbanshi ; This isin my favour;
Surendra Nath Medhi, Law, Minister : Then at page

223 “Speeches or Writing Reflecting on the House, its Co-
mmittees or Members”

“It is a breach of privilegs and contempt of the House
to make speeches, or to print or publish any libels refle-
cting on the character or proceedings of the House or ist
Committees, or onany member of the House for or relating
to his character or conduct as a member of Parliament.

Approaching an outsider against any decision of the
House is taatamount to a raflection on the decision of the
House and consequently a contempt of the House ; If a
mamber is not satisfiad with a dzcision of the House,
the proper course for him is to move the House itself
to rescind its decision.

Speeches and writings reflecting on the House or its
Committees or members .are punished by the House as a
contempt on the principle that such acts “tend to obstruct
the Houses inthe performance of their functions by dimi-
nishing the respect due to them.”

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Shri Altaf Hossain Mazumder— Mr. Speaker, Sir, I have
heard the learned Hon’ble Minister of Law and other learned
H>o’ble M:mbzrs of the Houss with rapt attention about
this matter of breach of- privilege. At this stage it is not
possible to arrive at a conclusion and to say that it is
a matier of breach of privilege without going into the
pros and cons of whole gamut of the matier. But, Sir, I
would like to submit that the materials that are available
have amply justified a piima-facie case of breach of
privilege. The Hon’ble Mini ter has referred to the Consti-
tution of India. Sir, this Assembly is the creature of the
Con:titution and the Hon’ble Minister has al!so taken oath
in accordance with the provision of the Constitution. The
Hor’ble Minister has also quoted Kaul and Shakdher in

Now Sir, we legislators who ars entrusted with the job of
enacting laws, we are also social bzings: With the change in
society and demands for reqairements of a changing society
reflects in us also. The legislators should be immune to the de-
mands of a changing socizsty and for that it demands for chan-
ges of law; Here, there is a pertinent question. Whatever is legal
at a certain point of time, it cannot be said that itis legitimate,
In a concept whatever is legitimate at a certain point of time
on a ceriain society may not remain so in a changed condition;
With that point of view we cannot say that it cannot be
always legitimate, Question of legitimacy gives way for
a change in law. If a legialator feecls that certain laws
enacted sometime back is hiadering in some matters and
it brings protests from a society.......we have seen im
Parliament in the name of protection of Muslim women,
a bill. was passed ahd it brought on numerous protests
throughout the whole country.r It has been said that Act
has been passed for the betterment of a section of the
people of the country.

Attention of the Government has been drawn to

the
news item under the caption ‘“High Magnitude Earthquake

in Assam in mid-1987 predicted” in the Assam Tribune
dated 17th July 1986.
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The prediction of Earthquake is still in the research
stage. Almost all the advanced countries of the world
particalarly America, China, Japan and Russia are doing
various research work 4 find out a way for successful
prediction of earthquaks so that necessary pracaution can
be taken well ahead of the earthquake.

In India, at Roorkee University, intensive work is
being carzied out in the branch of Earthquake Engineering.
They have also installed stations in this N: E. Region to
record the sciesmic date for their study: However, this
pioneer institution has not yet made any prediction of
earthquake in this region;

According to an earlier prediction, an earthquake was
to occur in Assam in 1942. But fortunately this did not
happen.

It has been found from past experience that Assam
and some parts of North Eastern India are prone to
frequent earthquakes as these areas are adjacent to the
syntexial bend of the Himalayas in the far north east:

In case an earthquake occurs in the middle of 1987
as predicted in the news-item, 2ppropriate action to mitigate
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the sufferings of the people concerned will have to be

taken by the Govt: as is the ease in respect of other

natural calamities such as floods, draughts etc,
