the then Hon'ble Minister of Municipal Administration assured in

the House that adequate number of reserved seats for Scheduled

Tribes and Scheduled Castes will be included in the Board of Co-

mmissioners in the Guwahati Municipal Corporation. But it is
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regretted that to-day when this amendment has come, we fail to ob-
serve that commitment. The commitment made by the then Mini-
ster of Municipal Administration has not been incorporated in this
Bill. Sir, Guwahati is originally a place of residence of tribals. This
name Guwahati has been deduced in various ways Sir, one of my
grandfather who was here in Guwahati from a very long time said
that Guwahati was full of betel-nuts trees and betel nut are a social
custom for people of Assam and, therefore, this Guwahati was full
of betel-nuts. Guwa (Goy) means betel and hat means market. This
Guwahati, according to Bodos, is the market for betel-nuts, and
the betel-nuts used to be exported to Bangladesh and other places.
Sir, the original name of the Guwahati has come from "Goy-hatai”
that is market -of betel-nuts and that also signifies that from the
old age the Bodos were the residents of Guwahati. Sir, we have seen
that South-Guwahati tribal belts have been de-notified to install this
temporary Capital. But the people those who were living in these places
have not been given alternative residence by the Government and,
therefore. all these people are living in the small hillocks in and
around Guwahati and now due to the extension of the GMC these
people are now unsettled inhabitants of Guwahati. Sir, since this
is a Government which is responsive to the hopes and aspirations
of the people, it will be in - order for this Government to give
some sort of legitimacy to the tribal people who had been uprooted
from Dispur areas' and who are now settling within Guwahati town

ina very haphazard manner.

Therefore. Sir, I would demand that within this Gauhati Municipal
Corporation the reservation of seats for Scheduled-castes-and Scheduled
-Tribes, which was assured to me, should be incorporated before the
elections are ordered. Now, Sir, what is happening in the Gauhati Mupi-
cipal Corporation is also to be considered. Sir, many things are happ-
ening in t he Gauhatj Municipal Corporation due to lack of a democrati.

cally elected body. Sir, I have a car. Now, it has become a problem

b
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for me to park my car when I go to Fancy Bazar or Panbazar
etc. Either at Panbazar or at Fancybazar, I am not allowed to park
my car even in the roadsides. When I take the car to the extreme
roadside, immediately after that I find some people are running
after me. They want to give me some tickets for parking and to
collect parking fees. Sir, I do not know whether this is a legitim-

ate collection or is it done with connivance of the Lease-holder ?

Sir, I do not know whether there is any systemtic procedure for
such thing or there is real parking zone or no-parking zones wi-

thin the Gauhati Municipal Corporation ? Sir, we only find some

signboards But we do not find anything about the parking-zone
or no-parking-zone. We do not know whether there has been any
notification or not in the Gazette Then, Sir, there are other things
which also require proper attention by the authority. You will find,
Sir, the entire Gauhati city is full of pit-holes and the pavement
are broken in many places. It is dangerous for the pedestrians. One
who is not mindful, while on walking, is definitely to go down in-
to the drain. So, Sir, this is the condition of pavements. There
are other things. The city is absolutely dirty. There is no clearance

of garbage. There are certain areas where there are water-logging.

So. Sir. it is not sufficient only to regularise the extent of the

ordinance. There should be some concretc measure to improve ths
workings of the Gauhati Municipal Corporation. Then- Sir, I insist
after the expiry of next five months, election of the Gauhati Munic-

ipal Corporation is to be held. This was committed by this Gov-

ernment. Then, Sir, 1 am coming to other matter relating to the
fate of the tribals of 35 villages within the Gauhati ' Municipal
Corporation, Sir, it is reported that tribals of those villages will
be uprooted because of the diversion of Railway Line. Sir, we have
been told by the Central Govt. that they do not have the funds
for diversion of the railway line along the side of the National
Highway. But, Sir, unfortunately Govt. of Assam has issued a no-

tification and started proceedings to acquire the lands of the tribals
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and other inhabitants. Sir, I know in certain areas people have
objected to it and in some places minor clashes took place with the Re-
venue Officers. Therefore, Sir, we want a statement from the Govt.
in this regard. If these people will be uprooted, whether they will
be given the alternative sites ? If so, where are those sites-because
this is also within the jurisdiction of the Gauhati Municipal Corp-
oration ? Therefore, Sir, a clear statement is necessary from the
Govt. side. Then, sir, I would like to mention about the V. G.
R. of Beltola Betkuchi area under Beltola Mouza. That, sir, the
entire V. G. R. is marked with boundary pillars and we were

told that this area is a low-lying area and is totally submerged
during summer. Now, Sir, this area is proposed to be taken over

for the office complex of Gauhati Municipal Corporation. Here
again the tribals will be affected. Therefore, Sir, we want to know
Whether this V. G. R. will be taken over for the office cemplex
of the Municipal Copporation ? If the V. G. R. is diverted for
purpose, then the tribal of the area will be badly affected,
Therefore, Sir, we want that the Govt. should take into account

all these aspects and give us a detailad statement. Before I con-

clude, I would request the Govt. once again for inclusion of those

committments in the Act as has been assured to me.

Sir, | understand, the
actions of the Congress (I) Government are to be regularised but

what after that ? This Bill will remain in the form of an Act

and in future what guarantee is there that this Government, which

is speaking of democracy so frequently, will not resort to unde-
mocratic supersessions of powers in this or that plea. Where is
that guarantee ? That is why Sir, | want that a democratically

elected Government having fu]l faith in democracy should not think

Shri Charan Narzary : Mr. Speaker Sir, in fact, I have not-
hing to say against the bill seeking to amend the Gauhati Muni-
cipal Corporation Act as it has become necessary for the Govt
to amend the Act just to ensure proper functioning of the Corp-
oration. But then Sir. the arrangement should be made for early
election to the Municipal Corporation. In absence of an elected
body, as we have seen, the administration of the Corporation is
rather deplorable. Sir, I want to cite an example. Some days
back there was a heavy shower at Gauhati including Dispur and
I was standing in the varanda, first floor varanda of the Plains
Tribal Development Corporation building and there had been a
big noise outside — a padestrian fell down into a man-hole just
in front of the Corporatioa Building. What happened, Sir, was
that the road was submerged under water and there was knee deep
water and there was a man-hole, or foot-hole. I do not know what it is

called under water and the opening of the man-hole was not visible and
all on a sudden a padestrian, walking through the water, got sunked
up to his neck inside the man-hole. Then somehow he had to be
pulled out and the people were rather enjoying the scene and no-
body was telling the other people that there was a man-hole and
as a result after few minutes another man was walking through
the water and he also got sunk. Only his head was visible and
somehow he was pulled out by some body and like this about 5
persons sunk into the man-hole and the padestrians were rather
enjoying. 1 thought this would be reported by the press but un-
fortunately “the incident did not come out in the press. Proba-
baly it was not reported by any body to the press. So, I have
cited this example only to focus as to the deplorable condition 'in
the administration of the Gauhati Municipal Corproation. Any

e
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way, Sir, when the term of the Municipal Corporation has expired
and when the present Govt is not in a position to hold early
election, naturally it becomes a necessity for the Govt to amend
the law for extending the term of the Ad-hoc body. But this
does not justify the fact that the Ad-hoc body of the Gauhati
Municipal Corporation® should continue for indefinite time. ‘There
must be an election as early as possible and the Govt should
make all the necessary arrangements for holding the election. In
this connection, Sir, [ want to impress upon the Govt one point.
Guahati is the premier city in this State and the population of
tribal people in this city is not that negligible. Gauhati city has
a sizable tribal population living in every nook and corner. Now,
my request to the Govt is that some reservation should be there
in the general body of the Municipal Corporation of Gauhati be-
cause there is a constitutional provision and because of the constitn-
tional provision, the Scheduled Tribes are having reservation in the
Parliament and in the State Legislatures and also in other local
bodies. If this constitutional provision is there for the Schedulgd'
Tribes, why should not there be some reservation for the tribals
in the Gauhati Municipal Corporation ? In this amendment Bill.
there is no such provision. So, I want to appeal to the Goveri-
ment that before holding election to the Gauhati Municipal Election

If it is intended for the welfare of the tea garden and ex
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tea garden people, then there is no difficulty. The Plantation
Labour welfare is definitely, I think the Govt. and the Hon’ble
Chief Minister means it for the welfare ef the tea garden labour,

‘but Sir, over and above for the upliftment of tbe - tea garden

labour, there is Assam Tea Labour Welfare Board and also there
is Dirccteroate for the welfare of the tea and ex-tea garden tribes
people. But it is not clear in this legislation who is going to
spend the contemplated rupees 20 crores intended to be collected
by way of cess charge. The executive agency which is going to

spend this amount is mentioned in the Bill.

Well then, if ‘the legislation comes for the welfare of the tea
and ex-tea garden people, I have already extended my gratitude to
the Hon. Chief Minister and the Government ; but what will ha-
ppen sir ? As welfare measures under the Assam Tea Employees
welfare Act. the management has to extend help in cash and in
kind, and they will not sit tight.. They will definitely act in their
own way and put various impediments in the execution of this
piece of legislation. So I do not fiind anything written “herein to
prevent the management from acting against the privision of

SHRI DILESWAR TANTI : Mr Speaker sir. while supporting
the suggestion put forwarded by the Hon. Member, Shri Condpan
on this Assam Rural Employment & Plantation Labour Welfare
Bill 1986. I would like to make a few observations on the pass-
ing of the Bill. I am grateful to the Hon. Leader of the House,
ie. the Chief Minister of Assam for bringing in this legislation
for the purpose of creating an  additional fund to the tune
of 20 crores of rupees-to be spent for the welfare and employ-
ment of the teaplantation workers of the State. It is really very

encouraging and a very sincere effort,

Sir, so far we know, the tea industry is already overburdened
with various sorts of taxes and other welfare measures. We know
that the entire welfare works of the plantation workers have been
put on the shoulders of tea garden management as per the Plan-
tation Labour Act and the Plantation Labour Welfare Rules 1956,
such as providing dwelling houses, setting up and running of hospitals,
schools, and all sorts of amenities to plantation workers, All these

welfare measures and social responsibilities have to be performed

by tea management ie. the tea industry. Besides this, we know
that the Govt. enacted another welfare Act in the name of Assam
Tea Employees’ Welfare Board Act, 1960 it was récently amended
in 1985 and by this Act, Govt. has compelled the tea industry
to pay Rs. 2:00 per worker, ie. if tea worker has paid Re. 1-00
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each, Government will pay Re. 100 and the tea industry will pay
Rs. 2:00 per worker ; and in this way an amount of Rs. 20 to
25 lakhs is being arranged by this. amendment of the Tea Emplo-
yees welfare Board Act as amended recently in 1985 and various
welfare schemes-right from granting book grants, uniform, scholar-
ships and providing other helps in kind like eye relief camp, vacc-
ination of children of, tea oarden population. These Acts are alre-

ady there.

Again we know sir, for tea and ex-tea garden workers welfare,
Govt. have already arranged 30 lakhs of rupees in 1984 by crea-
ting a tea & Ex-tea welfare Directorate, for carrying on welfare
activities among the tea and ex-tea garden population and various
welfare schemes are already there. Now suddenly if another legisla-

tion is brought and a very huge amount to the order of Rs. 20

. crores per annum is imposed upon the tea garden managements,

we are afraid, it will be a heavy burden for the tea industry, and
as you know sir, there are so many sick gardens, and.their num-
ber is increasing day by day, and many gardens in the State we

have found that their cost of productions has gone up to such
defaulters in

e mnot 'in

an extent  that these gardens are becoming
respect of payment of provident fund dues and they ar

a position to carry on various other welfare measures and ~ sche-
mes. Many gardens are not in a position to pay maximum bonus
to their workers also. In the context of this background, all on a
sudden another = huge burden should mnot be brought upon the
shoulders of the tea industry and I feel that we should go a
bit slow, and we should refer the Bill to the Select Committee
so that we should be in a position to study the  economics and

implications of the proposal in greater detail. I feel that this matier
be referred to the Select Committee SO that we can have a very

thorough study over the Bill. We however appreciate the sincerity
and honesty of our Chief Minister for the welfare of the tea
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plantation werkers, but T think in view of the condition of the
tea gardens, as stated earlier, the bill be sent to the Select Comm-
ittee for further study. With this I conclude sir.

Shri Charan Narzary : Sir, the proposal of Shri Condpan for
referring the Bill to the Select Committee is very wise because th-
ere is no exigency which warrants the passage of the Bill. So
Government will get enough time to give a second thought on
the provisions of the Bill.

Shri Binai Kungur Basumatari : Sir, this bill is again before
us and I do not want to support it, neither do I oppose it because
i want to record once again the position of the tribals in regard
to the Land Ceiling Act. When the Land Ceiling Bill was passed
it was also the tribals who suffered most because of illiteracy. My
forefathers have all died, I do not know whether they are in
heaven or hell but all the land is still in their name and I am
their decendent. Even if all the land belonging to tribals are divi-
ded amongst their tfamilies, they cannot maintain it properly be-
cause of their illiteracy and ignorance. Qur triba] families were
shattered because of this Land Ceiling Act and when this bl was
passed the tribal families suffered most. In fact the statement of
object and reasons of this bill in the middle paragraph say a
“question has been raised that the decision were not carried out
strictly in accordance with the law or in a correct appreciation of
the facts.”” What does the present Government intend to say about
this ? Does the present Government intend to say that the land
allotted to the tribals from the tea gardens and which have again
gone back to the tea gardens will be returned to the tribals ? Is
it the intention of the Bill ? In my constituency there is a tea
garden called Chandana Tea Estate. Half of the teg garden land
is under the occupation of the Tribals, Adhibashis, and original
Nepalees but last year the High Court has given Ruling to
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revert the entire land to the tea garden. Similarly in another tea
gﬁrden called Monabag in Dhekiajuli where also the entire land has
been rteverted to the tea garden as a result those who ar¢ having
the ceiling surplus land allotment certificate arc now on the pro-
cess of being deprived of the land which was originally allotted
to them by the Government. Now it is a very ridiculous situa-
tion because it is the same Government which has given land to
the landless poor tribals are now forced to withdraw their allotment.
So. what will be the decision of this new Government? If the

present Government intends to tell us that it will return to allot-
tees the lands which it is going to recover by rejecting the orders
of the previous Government, then we will support the bill but if

ed by the previous speakers then we will oppose it  Therefore,

Sir, the statement that is presented at page 3 that the deci-
sions were not carried out strictly in accordance with the law, the

law should be made in such a way that everything is made clear

We want clarity on this important issue and with this I would

request the Govt. to come out with its proper stand in regard to

ceiling surplus land of the State.

Shri Charan Narzary : Sir, though it is a good piece of bill

to amend the existing Land Ceiling law of the State [ am a bit

apprehensive of its consequences. Meanwhile, I want to say that

if there be any people in the State who are largely affected, it is
tribals. In the year 972 Ceiling Law passed during the time of
Shri Sarat Chandra Sinha. our Hon’ble Member of the House. After
passage of the ceiling law I had to come across hundreds and
thousands of helpless tribals. MrT. Speaker, Sir, you may not be
aware that the plains tribals have their traditional sysiem of joint
family and they never care to partition their lands in their own
names in spite of their old age. For example, say in a family
there are five brothers who are married, have become old, having
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their children and having seperate families but then Sir, as has
been pointed out by Mr. Basumatari the fact remained that.all
the lands were recorded in the name of the father or grand-father
i. e. forefathers. Though the brothers held the lands of their own

shares, they were in difficulty because the law will not take cogni-

zance of their separate family identiy. Sir, the law will recognise
only the family-head in whose name the lands are recorded-in the

land record. So, the trouble arose and in the process many of

them lost their lands and became landless people. Sir, they became
landless because in this process the name of the family head, may
be their father or grandfather, had been listed. Therefore, sir, under
this Ceiling Law, like this Land Ceiling Act, a new class of land-
less people among the tribal people has been created. Sir,

matter of fact, this problem still remains. So,

as a
sir, on the one
hand the ceiling has shattered the traditional system of the joint
family of the tribals and on the other hand it has lost their lands.
So, sir, this is the position now. Then, sir, so far as this amend-
ment is concerned, it may not be very good. But there is g
reason also to be apprehensive of its consequences. Sir, this pro-
vision will empower the Govt. and the Revenue Authority to open
up the cases which have also bzen settled, This amendment will
give scope of opening or reopening the cases which have been also
settled by the Revenue Deptt. Now, so far as the settlement of
the vast extent of ceiling surplus lands of the Tea Gardens is cof-
cerned, who will initiate the case ? Who will reopen those cases ?
Bir, we can very well expect that it is the Tea Planters who will
reopen the cases and will file the cases and we know what will
happen in those cases Sir, as you know, there is red-tapism every-
Where in the office and I need not like to mention it here. Sir,
Vast areas of ceiling surplus lands have been settled by the Revenue

Officials either in favour of some of the tenants or in favour of
the Tea Garden Owners.

Whereas the Tea Garden-owners lost their
lands,

In such cases they are very likely to take the chance of
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this provision to reopen the cases, and by bribing the corrupt
officials and by taking monetary gratification amounting to lakhs
of rupees, settlements are likely ‘to be made in favour of the Tea
Garden Owners. Sir, ] have pointed out only the possibilities of
its consequences. Sir, though it is a good piece of legislation or
amendment, I am neither in a position to support it nor to oppose
1t But, Sir, I hope the present Govt. will make its best efforts
to implement the law in its ktrue spirit and letters in which they

have intended to pass this law. This is my submission, sir.
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Shri Abdul Rob Laskar : Sir, first it was made 100 bighag of
land, thereafter amendment was made for 75  bighas, lastly
the owner was given 55 bighas of land. Sir, the object
of the enactment of the whole Act was for the Very purpose of
giving protection and for the welfare and benefit of those classeg
of people in the society who are very much poor and landless
and those who are actual cultivators. So .Sir, right from the begi-
nning we have observed one thing that Ceiling Act was advanceq
by reopening the law as well as by amendment for the benefit
of the poorer sections of the peaple of the society.
