last drawn sometime in 1924, These forest maps of Assam has
shown areas which now include the cadastral villages, revenue villa-
ges and other areas. Therefore, by implication, forest means the
areas so demarcated but the problem will arise whether the settled
Revenue Villages in ‘cadastral areas found to be in those old fores
maps what will be the situation in those villages; in those areas ? Whe:
ther revenue: will be claimed on these villages and Revenue Department

will claim responsibility and guardianship of these areas. or whether

Shri Charan Nerzary — Mr Speaker Sir, | do not want to
object to the passage of the Bill for raising a Forest Protection
Force in the State. Because of the wanten destruction of the
forests, there has been an awareness of the necessity of having
such a force, and hence this Bill. Now if this Bill is passed
it will become an Act and it will arm the Forest officials down
to the forest guards with fire arms to ensure protection of forests.
The intention is good; it may be good, but then Sir, there is an
apprehension also. There is the urge for misuse of power-misuse

of fire arms. The Government will have to meet the eventualities
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in correct manner. Otherwise there is every likelihood of breach of
peace in forest aeras of the State and this may lead to law and
order situation particularly in forest areas. | want to emphasize
sir, that there is need for re-defining ‘forest areas’. | have said

this because most of the forest areas are only in name, and

these areas should not have been included in the forest areas

as these areas are thickly pepulated by human beings without

the knowledge of the Central Government. The Central Govern-

ment has been under the impression that any areas which fall within

the ‘lorest areas’ as shawn in ‘forest maps’ are forest areas :

but this is not so. Regarding the actual position of the forest

areas, as we have seen, the State Govt has never clarified the
position to the Central Govt. If this position could have been
clarified by the State Govt. to the Central Gowt. then many
unwanted situations could have been avoided. So, there is need
for redrawal of the forest map. | fully agree with Shri Basuma-
tari. on this point. The Govt and the Hon’ble Forest

That is why I
have termed it as a fascist bill, a black bill. Sir, the bill that takes
away the democratic power of any citizen cannot be called a good
bill. Sir, forest officials right from top to bottom are corrupt. By
giving unlimited power to forest officials without supervison of the
magistrates, one can easily understand how they will lead to cata-
strophy. I would like to cite an example. As you are aware, on
19th July last how an incident took place at Bogribari at the in-
stance of the Forest Department. Candidates for the recruitment
from four divisions were asked for the interview at Bogribari near
Mohamaya. Some 5,000 candidates turned up from these from
four divisions. But there was no arrangement for such candidates.
There was no medical arrangement, there was no arrangement for
ambulence and there was no arrangement for proper conduction
of the interview. Candidates were asked to run a race of 32 kms
within a forest area. Then, Sir, the time of the interview was 8
am. (morning). Therefore, the candidates from the previous day.
Many candidates had to pass the night on roadside. Officials of
the forest department passed the whole night there drinking and
remained in an intoxicated mood. In the morning, there was an
altercation because of lack of arrangement and all that. The be-
haviour of a particular forest officer (D.F.0.) was very provocative.
It was he who misued his position which ultimately led an alter-
cation and later on he brought the police force for lathi-charge,
There was no magistrate. At Bogribari Thana, for the last 3 mo-
nths was no Police Incharge and one very junior officer was in-
charge of the Thana and he was the man who ordered for lathi-
charge as instructed by the Officials of the Forest Deptt. When
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they came back again, there was a lathi-charge and there after
there was police firing. Sir, it is a very sad state of affairs. After
the candidates were dispersed, some of them were waiting for the
transport at a distance of one furlong or so ncar 4 tea-stall. At
that time two constables-one Uren Barman by title and the other
one is Gajen Das started firing towards their direction. The owner
of the Tea Stall Shri Sushil Bhattacharyya made a request not
to shoot them as they had taken shelter in the Tea Stall and
waiting for the Bus.

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concerned Acts. He is of the opinion that while the Assam Fixa-
tion of Ceiling on Land Holdings Act. 1956 has conferred rights
to an indivdual to possess 54 bighas of land in total. the Tenancy
Act of 1971 has empowered the raiyat to acquire the ownership
of the land possessed by him for a period of 3 years on pay-
ment of 50 times the annual. rate of land revenue payable for such
land Thereafter, the Hon. Law Minister has referred to the Cons-
titution (Forty Seventh) Amendment Act, 1984 the present Tenancy
Act of 1971 and the Amendment Act of 1974, whereby some

provisions of the original Act have been amended, have been included
in the Ninth Schedule to the Constitution of India against Entry

Nos. 189 and 190. Thus, the said two Acts have been placed un-
der .the protective umbrella of the Ninth Schedule to the Cons-
titution and are beyond the pale of challenge in the Court of
law. A plain reading of the Constitution (Forty Seventh) Amend-
ment Act, 1984 will show that the various Acts pertaining to land
reforms and ceiling on agricultural land holdings had been included
in the Ninth Schedule to the Constitution as a Social Legislations
so that the provisions of these Acts cannot be challenged in a
Court of law. I, therefore, do not find any other ground not to
treat the Acts in Ninth Schedule as  Social Legislation.
Because the Acts included in the Ninth Schedule are definitely
meant for the upliftment = of the down trodden people from
political, economic . and Social bondage. His  observation
regarding  ignoring the interest of the proprietors or land
holders is his own and he is quite free to express his opi-
nion. As a matter of fact Article 19(1) of the Constitution of
India guarantees to a citizen of India freedom of speech and ex-
pression and a member of the House cannot be denied such funda-
mental. rights. The Hon. Law Minister has also made a reference
to the Civil Rule 125 of 1985 Asom Pattadar Sanghat which has

been pending disposal by the High Court and jt has no relation
A
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with the breach of privilege motion. The Hon. Law Minister has
also made reference about the matter examined by the State Law
Commission and he has observed as follows— “on a consideration
of the general protest raised by the proprietors land-holders and
settlement holders of lands in the State of Assam against the Act
in general and Chapter VI thereof in particular, the Assam State
Law Commission has taken up the matter for consideration as to
whether it will be adviseable that the State Legislature should amend
the Act by deleting the entire Chapter VI from the Statute Book.
“I find that Hon Law Minister has used a few expressions such
as  ‘“‘confiscatory nature “and also attributed to the State Legislature
that the Legislature by one hand has allowed a person to poss-
€ss 54 Bighas of land as full owner under the Fixation of Land
Holding Ceiling Act and by the other hand it is taking away such
Tight of owriership and possession by introducing the Tenancy Act,
1871. Use of such expression and reference to the Legislature and
its alleged role are not happily worded and it would have been
better  if such expressions were not used. However, the article
ended with an appeal to the people to express their opinion

whether the Assam Tenancy Act, 1971 is a social Legislation
promoting agrarian reform.

However, it must be admitted that the Hon. Law Minister hag
given an assurance to the general public through the press thag
the present Government would take necessary action if recommen-
ded by the State Law Commission. This appears to be an assur.
ance on behalf of the Government given by the Hon. Law Minis.
ter outside the House when there was no such occasion for 8iving
such assurance. A Law Minister is a member of the Council gf

Minister and it is 'expected that when

something is assured ¢o
the public having relation to the

Government policy, it becomes
& policy matter and it would have been more appropriate atleast

from the point of view of propriety if the Hop. Minister would
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have made such a policy statement on the floor of the Assembly

before making the same outside the House.

In a system of parliamentary democracy under which we are
working, it is inevitable and perhaps it is to be expected that there
will be criticism of Government, their policies and their actions.
In fact this right to criticise, this right to draw attention to any
defects in the Governmental machinery or in their policy or ip
their administration, is one of the important principles underlying
the working of parliamentary democracy. I may also add that it
is easy to recognise cases where there may be honest differences
of opinion in regard to policy on the one hand and on the other
hand, where any criticism is said to be based on facts, such cri-
ticism must state facts as they exist. In the present case Hon.
Minister of Law has expressed his views and opinion about the
provisions of two Acts according to his own way of understanding
the various provisions of the Act as they exist. lLetus remember
that the whole controversy arose as a wide issue in the course of

examining the various aspects of the two Acts.

T am. therefore of the opinion that the impugned arti-
cle read as a whole does not constitute a breach of privilege or
contempt of the House. [ thing the apprehension of the Hon.
Leader of thé Oppisition seem to have arisen out of a posssible

misunderstanding of the interpretation given by the Hon. Law

Minister. After going through the article carefully it appears to
me that article as a whole has not ridiculed the Legislators or the
House as a whole. Since there is no prima facie case of breach
of privilege, I regret my inability to refer the matter to the Com-

mittee of Privileges.

Now, the House stands adjourned sine -die.
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The House rose at 7.47 p. M. and stood adjourned sine-die.
